	The Australian Outback; over 90 million sheep and cattle call this unforgiving land home, as does the Australian cowboy - the jackaroo. Generations of men have been the lifeblood of the largest beef and wool exporting industry in the world, but as cities grow and the mines boom, the jackaroo is leaving the land. 
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In 2012 a call was put out across Australia, looking for trainees fired up by the possibility of making their way in what is traditionally a man's world: women with a vision for a future on the land, the wide open spaces that make up 90% of the country we call Australia. 
 Enter five wannabe jillaroos. 
Coming from every walk of life and ranging in age from late teens to mid-forties, five trainees were selected, including Deb, a journalist recently made redundant; Janine, an Indigenous woman looking for the skill base to run a cattle station with her family on country; and Tessa, a young, single mum trying to build a new life for herself and her son. On an outback property in the beautiful Southern Flinders Ranges the women are put through their paces by Bill Willoughby, one of Australia's best known Horse Masters and Camp Drafting champion.  
With a dry wit and a story to tell, Bill is a salt of the earth character who pulls no punches when it comes to telling people what he thinks they ought to know about themselves, horses, life on the land or the state of the world. His wife Barb is there to help too, to share the tips and tricks of the trade - one woman to another, with a ready shoulder to cry on when the going gets tough.
For the next four weeks, horse riding, motorbike riding, quad bike riding, mucking out, saddling up, mustering and putting cattle through the yards are all just in a day's work for the five novice jillaroos. Some challenges prove more arduous than others as the women discover that pregnancy testing a cow is a somewhat dirty job and fencing is just plain hard yakka, but it is teamwork that will ensure success in the end. Will they all be cut out to be jillaroos?

An average family, happy in the surf and sunshine, until Troy gets caught in the crossfire of a major crime-bust and the family's world is thrown into chaos. Placed into Witness Protection, Troy, Maree and the kids are given new identities and relocated to another city.
