Its title comes from one of the greatest rebels in Australian comedy - Graham Kennedy - who as the irrepressible host of In Melbourne Tonight in the 1950s invented a 'crow call' to allow him to say a word deemed far too rude for television.
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Much of our comedy has celebrated the rebels and rogues and laughed along with the larrikins.  From Graham Kennedy breaking all the rules of television to Norman Gunston appearing on the steps of Parliament House during Gough Whitlam's dismissal to the invention of Les Patterson and the remarkable story of Rodney Rude as a champion of freedom of speech, we love the little guy punching upwards - taking on the authorities and making us laugh.
We look at the comedy of the underdog, including Basically Black the first indigenous TV comedy with the heroic character Super Boong tackling racism wherever he finds it. 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  As usual Casey gets home from school and logs on to Facebook, iTunes and Skype. But while skyping her best friend Megan, her ex-boyfriend Nathan bags her on Twitter. Megan suggests she use their hacker friend Alex, but he's scared he'll be caught. 
When Megan leaves to meet her boyfriend, Casey is alone, and Alex contacts her again and agrees to hack Nathan. But she soon realises it isn't Alex. It appears her webcam has been hacked and the hacker can see her!
The cyber stalker, who now has access to her personal files, including explicit sexting images taken for her boyfriend, warns that if she tries to switch off the computer, or get help, he will post the images to everyone to see!
