	In this six-part series, Compass revisits influential religious and social movements in Australia’s recent past from Sunday Schools to the Maharishi, from the RSL to Women’s Lib. Some are grounded in powerful spiritual beliefs, others espouse philosophies and values that have changed lives and left a lasting legacy.
After WW2 the Anglican Church in Australia introduced marriage guidance to try to revive marriages threatened by the inevitable fallout of war. Amidst the social upheaval of the 1960s and 1970s marriage guidance became a secular service that reflected the mood of the times, evolving and transforming into the multi-million dollar industry it is today. In a society where relationships are under even greater stress, couples counselling will always be challenging but it remains essential for the future well-being of our society. Compass follows the changes in society and their impact on marriage; how marriage guidance has developed over the years; the values that underpin it and how it has evolved to address the needs of modern families.

Martin Clunes: Man And Beast

	Martin Clunes sets out on an international journey to investigate the extraordinary relationship between man and beast - from birds to bears, and from pets to primates, involving ancient and modern techniques and partnerships.
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 Martin observes humans and animals working side by side in ways that have existed and evolved during hundreds of millennia. He considers the conflicting nature of the relationship, which sees man nurture and love beasts, which he also hunts, slaughters and eats. 
In the first episode, Martin begins his journey in Nepal, where the cow is sacred, and ownership symbolises wealth and strength. In the countryside virtually every household has a cowshed. Martin meets Shubaka Chowlagi, a farmer who supports his entire family with just eight cows. 
He then travels to Ko Yao Noi in South East Asia where pigtail monkeys are used to pick coconuts.  The most agile members of the monkey family, the pigtails can easily climb 100 foot trees.  In Japan, Martin goes night fishing in the Nagara River where cormorant fishermen have worked for more than 1300 years. He meets Tetsuji Yamashita, an imperial fisherman, who explains why they fish at night and goes out with him to experience it firsthand.

Martin meets one of the surviving members of the ancient Matagi tribe of northern Japan.  The Matagi hunted and killed the Asian black bear partly for their own safety, but also as a source of food.    Martin is a little left feeling a little uneasy after his visit.

	Jamie’s death turns the town against Matt Mitcham (Peter Mullan), with his mother, Simone, and others prepared to testify against him. 
Robin (Elisabeth Moss) knows Tui’s (Jacqueline Joe) baby is due, and is worried about how she’ll manage alone.
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She confronts Al (David Wenham) about what happened with Matt on the lake, and he reveals that Matt wants to confess, but only to her. Prepared with recording equipment and police back-up, Robin goes to hear Matt confess, but what he reveals is not what she was expecting.

	“Julia was my loyal deputy. And I didn’t believe she would do that. Until that point.” Kevin Rudd.
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In December 2009, Prime Minister Kevin Rudd departed for the Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen, leaving behind a turbulent period in domestic politics. Action on climate change was one of the defining issues in Rudd’s rise to power and with a new opposition leader hostile to his emissions trading scheme, Rudd’s political credibility became linked to the outcome.
But Copenhagen failed to deliver a decisive result and a deflated Rudd returned to Australia. Gillard now claims the disappointment in Copenhagen had a devastating effect on Kevin Rudd.
Spooked by Tony Abbott’s campaign against the Government’s “great big new tax” and negative internal polling on the ETS, the Government shelved its signature climate policy. A Newspoll on 4th May showed the Government lost a million voters in a fortnight.
With the 2010 Election looming, Rudd’s Government moved from crisis to crisis – with the mining tax, and asylum seekers dominating the headlines, as well as concerns over rising debt. 
Party insiders began to contemplate a change in leadership. Now for the first time, both sides lay bare their accounts of the preparation and execution of the challenge. According to one of the players, “In terms of its professional execution… you’d have to say it was the best.”

	Leigh Sales, host of ABC TV’s 7.30, is one of the country's most respected journalists, but confesses she’s a lot more comfortable as the interviewer rather than the interviewee. No need to worry because she comes across as a charming, expansive, thoughtful and playful subject. 
In a stunning old 70s Holden, Leigh and Julia set off through the northern suburbs of Brisbane, to where Leigh spent her childhood. Describing family life she says her mother and army father ran a tight ship, and discipline was key. Their 'work now, play later' attitude, Leigh asserts, has stood her in good stead throughout her career. She tells of how, as a young girl, she learnt to relish a challenge - whether it be learning a new piano piece or beating her brother at cricket.
