	While Will (Oliver Jackson-Cohen) is away in Sydney, Aboriginal people arrive and set up camp nearby.  On his return, Will is suspicious, but Sal assures him they are no trouble.  But when still more arrive? Will marches into their camp and confronts the leader, Greybeard (Trevor Jamieson), with his claim to own all the nearby land, calling it 'Thornhill's Point', which Greybeard cannot comprehend. When Will goes to see Thomas Blackwood (Lachy Hulme) for advice, he suggests, “Give a little if you take a little”.
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Will returns home to see scores more Aboriginal people arriving by canoe and on foot. That night, the bush comes alive with the sound of chanting. Will creeps over to their camp to witness the terrifying, enthralling spectacle of a corroboree. 
Two longboats of Redcoats ominously pass by Thornhill's Point on their way to a 'disturbance' upriver.  Blackwood relays to Will what he’s heard – that the Aboriginal people, fed up with the insensitivity of the settlers, are now determined to 'drive the snake out of the hole'.  Soon afterwards, a raiding party led by Greybeard sets Will's cornfields alight.
Sal (Sarah Snook) is now desperately concerned for the safety of her young children and wants to get out while they still can. But Will refuses to leave the land for which he has worked so hard. Their argument is interrupted by the arrival of Smasher Sullivan (Tim Minchin), reporting that a neighbour, Saggity (Samuel Johnson), has been speared and that they are in need of Thornhill’s boat to row him to the physician. On the way, Saggity dies, and Smasher urges the group of terrified, angry locals to exact revenge against the Dharug. As he wavers on the edge of decision, one of Will's convict servants whispers to him, 'Get rid of the blacks, and she'll stay...'  And thus Will Thornhill finds himself drawn along by a tide of brutal events into an atrocity that will be on his conscience and that of his family, but will never be spoken of again. It will remain forever the river's secret.

	"I always had this long shadow from the way in which I became Prime Minister and active steps were taken basically every day of my Prime Ministership to have that shadow become darker and darker and not lighter and lighter." – Julia Gillard
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With Kevin Rudd deposed, Julia Gillard became Australia's first female Prime Minister. But the repercussions of the dramatic change of leadership cast a long shadow over her time in office.
Within weeks of taking over, Gillard called an election for late August 2010. The campaign was dominated by internal leaks damaging to Gillard; Wayne Swan called them "the greatest act of political bastardry" he had ever witnessed. Gillard secured the support of the Independents and the Greens to form a minority government. However, her continued struggle with legitimacy, a carbon "tax", a flood of boats and the actions of Kevin Rudd and his supporters, dogged her Prime Ministership.
Facing an election wipe-out, the Labor Caucus moved again this time to return Kevin Rudd to power. Gillard’s political career was over.
The third act was complete. Did the "original sin" of the 2010 challenge make that end inevitable? Did Gillard herself or Rudd's relentless will to return bring Labor to that point?

	This week, Alan Davies - star of QI and Jonathan Creek - opens up to Julia about his pretty appalling childhood, and how it’s taken him many years to reconcile losing his mother at age six and his fraught relationship with his father.
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After collecting her in a London cab Alan and Julia set off  to Loughton, in Essex, where he shows her, in Spring Grove, the two houses, side by side, where he lived in until  age 17. One contains the few memories he has of life with his mum, and he recalls the joy he felt when, as very young boy he would make her laugh. He tells of how her cancer was hidden from both her and the children, and how this made the trauma of losing her all the worse.
Then, it's off to Staples Road Primary School where he says he was able to cope with the help of a very special teacher, Mrs Thorogood. But then he was forced to leave the school early to attend his father's alma mater, The Bancroft's School.
There, he recounts the endless years of harsh treatment from teachers and fellow students. But then it's back to Staple Road where Mrs Thorogood has come to meet them.
When asked about her memories of the young Alan, she describes an emotional but imaginative young boy, and she tells him, for the first time, that she could especially relate to him because she had lost her father at the same age.
Finally, over a pint at the bar at his favourite drinking hole, The Gardener's Arms, Alan reflects that being a parent himself makes him realise what a hard job it can be.

Blood + Thunder: The Sound Of Alberts

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This two-part documentary takes viewers back to the '60s and '70s and charts how Australia got its own rock and roll thanks to the life-long bond between music company Alberts and the Youngs. 
It's a story tinged with tragedy and triumph, and it happened from the legendary Alberts Studios. 
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It's 1964. The conservative, cultured Albert music dynasty and the Young family, an immigrant family from Glasgow residing at the Villawood Migrant Hostel, both have music running through their veins. Their sons come together and one of the most exciting periods in Australian cultural history begins.

Born into the music dynasty J Albert & Sons, Ted Albert joins the board in 1963, aged 25, and is determined to create an Australian sound. He first signs Billy Thorpe & The Aztecs and it's their hit Poison Ivy that's at the top of the charts when The Beatles tour the country in 1964 – an extraordinary achievement.

Also in 1963 the Youngs arrive in Sydney from Scotland. In no time at all teenagers George Young, Johannes Vandenbery (Harry Vanda), Stevie Wright and others form The Easybeats. With one audition an unlikely life-long partnership is forged between the cultured, reserved Ted and the working class Young clan, which included eight kids. 

The Easybeats win over the locals with She's So Fine, then an overseas deal with United Artists in the US sees them recording at London's legendary Abbey Road Studios. Once George and Harry put their heads together as songwriters they eventually crack the international market with Friday on My Mind in 1966. It prompts Ted to start matching their diverse song catalogue with the musical talent under his roof. 

Alberts hits flood the charts, not just rock and roll but cracking pop too – Ted Mulry scored with Falling in Love Again (1971), the second of seven top 10 singles he records with Alberts after Julia, Alison MacCallum with Superman (1972), and John Paul Young's Pasadena (1972).

After four years in London, George and Harry move back to Australia and become in-house songwriters and producers at Alberts. It's a time when rebellion fills young Australian hearts. With Ted's patronage, the pair take their cue from the pounding guitar riffs coming out of tough suburban pubs. 

The '70s also sees two other Youngs – Angus and Malcolm – step up onto the stage and into the Alberts family: blood brothers not just to George, but also to Ted.
