	Kevin McCloud presents more stories of some of Britain's most ambitious self-building projects, as intrepid individuals attempt to design and construct the home of their dreams.
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Episode one gets off to a dramatic start when Rob Hodgson and Kay Ralph plan to build an architectural monument high on a cliff top, a sleek glass-fronted house inspired by the villas of California.  Their block overlooks a beautiful national trust beach in North Wales, but to achieve their jaw-dropping panoramic views will mean taking the biggest gamble of their lives. Access will be incredibly difficult and expensive, and worse still, the crumbling cliff on which they want to build is often exposed to tidal surges and winds of up to 100mph.  Erosion specialists predict their stunning new home should survive for between 60 and 120 years, but just as their modernist villa starts to take shape, one of the biggest storms in recent UK history batters the coast.

	As he spars in the boxing ring, Gently (Martin Shaw), doesn't see a punch coming and ends up in hospital, where reluctantly he undergoes tests.
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While staking out a brothel, Rachel (Lisa McGrillis) is shocked when DS Bacchus (Lee Ingleby) lets an Inspector, Walter Nunn (Derek Riddell), go.

 At the station, Tina (Emily Woof), a prostitute, says she's been raped. After being belittled by the male cops she gives up and leaves, but not before Gently notices her treatment. Rachel is upset by the incident, and as they chat, she tells him what Bacchus did.

Gently discovers many rape complaints have gone un-investigated and unprosecuted. In five years, only six men out of 102 accused, have gone to prison. And one inspector's name keeps appearing on the files, Walter Nunn.

Meanwhile, Bacchus is having an affair with Nunn's wife Gemma (Annabel Scholey), and is falling in love. But it's not long before Gently realises that's why Bacchus let her husband go at the brothel, and warns him off. Bacchus is furious.

A young woman is found murdered, but no one has reported her missing. Gently, quick to suppose and confirm that his victim was violently raped, wonders if this killer might have been one of the men in the files.

Rachel follows up on a man they saw near the brothel on the night of the murder who walked away. Gently and Bacchus interview the brothel’s madam, who gives them a clue as to who that might be. Gently, now having Tina’s trust, enlists her help to catch their suspected killer.

Arthur Phillip: Governor, Sailor, Spy
Tuesday, 30 June 2015
	Arthur Phillip is arguably the most important person in Australia's history. The commander of the First Fleet and the founding Governor of what would grow into Australia, Phillip is – according to prominent historian Jonathan King – this nation's equivalent to George Washington.
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And yet for such an influential person, so little is widely known about Arthur Phillip. Who was this man, what did he do before the First Fleet, and why did he accept the enormous challenge of sailing half way around the globe to found a new colony largely populated by Britain's cast-offs and criminals?

From his childhood on the banks of the Thames to his service in the Royal Navy during some key battles against other European powers, his time as a 'captain for hire' in the Portuguese Navy to his work as a spy in France and South America, Arthur Phillip had already done so much before arriving in Botany Bay in 1788.
And he did so much once he was here; creating a settlement amid the bush, staving off starvation and demanding convicts weren't treated as slaves. And, while Australia Day is now seen by some as a date not to be celebrated but a reminder this was an invasion for the original inhabitants, Phillip was determined that the Indigenous people be treated with respect. Perhaps more than any other, Arthur Phillip saw a future for what he was creating; he believed this was to be much more than a giant open prison.
Yet despite what he achieved, Arthur Phillip, in the eyes of many, has not received his due. Prominent barrister and author Geoffrey Robertson even argues Phillip's remains have been lost in a small churchyard in Britain, when they should be 'repatriated' to the site of his greatest achievement – on the shores of Sydney Harbour.
Filmed in Britain, Portugal and Australia, presenter Scott Bevan meets those exploring the life of Arthur Phillip and fighting to ensure that he is not the forgotten hero of the First Fleet.

Julia Zemiro's Home Delivery: Kurt Fearnley

	As you turn off the highway in Central Western NSW, there's a sign that reads 'Carcoar, the town that time forgot'. But to Paralympian Kurt Fearnly, it's special. It’s where he thrived as a boy - not just on the love and support of his tight-knit clan, but from the whole community.
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Kurt takes Julia on an adventure and as they climb nearby Stokes Hill, he talks about his memories of crawling the track with best friend, ‘Did’, and the mischief they got up to when their parents weren’t around.
They then visit the cottage where he grew up, and meet his mum and dad, who still live there. He tells Julia that his parents afforded him a lot of freedom, and how they, and the townspeople, refused to accept that his disability could prevent him from having a normal life.
And after a tour around the sleepy village, Kurt drives Julia into nearby Blayney High School where he recalls the hardships of moving from a tiny country school into a bustling secondary school. There we meet his teacher, mentor and friend, Maureen 'Dicko' Dickson, who first introduced Kurt to wheelchair sport. He explains how important she was to him and how she inspired him to make the choices that ultimately led to his athletic triumphs.
They wrap up their chat in his old playground, with Kurt talking about his love for his home town and the determination that drives him still.

Blood + Thunder: The Sound Of Alberts

	Blood+Thunder is a tale of two families and the music they made. The Alberts - an elegant, well-to-do dynasty from the Eastern Suburbs of Sydney, and the Young's – an unruly clan of Ten Pound migrants from the tough suburbs of Glasgow. They were from different planets. But through music they locked together in a blood pact – fiercely determined to produce an Australian sound that would conquer the world.
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If you ask Metallica, Guns ‘N Roses, Suzi Quatro or The Foo Fighters today about Australian music, they remember the Alberts sound. That fat guitar raw power that came from the Alberts studios and the records of The Easybeats, Rose Tattoo and AC/DC. It was the sound that killed the cultural cringe – tough, raw and unapologetic.

Tonight, the story continues with Part Two – THUNDER.

By the mid ‘70s Australia was in a deep recession, and many young Australians turned to rock music for their escape.

The unassuming Ted Albert and songwriters/producers George Young and Harry Vanda, formerly of The Easybeats, take a cue from the beginnings of pub rock, and develop the sound that the audience was responding to in tough suburban pubs.

George’s little brothers Angus and Malcolm step up and AC/DC is born – the name taken from older sister Margaret’s sewing machine. When the charismatic Bon Scott joins as lead singer the band’s popularity explodes, helped by relentless touring.

When The Angels share the AC/DC stage, they too promptly sign with Alberts and start clocking up successes helped by the arrival of colour television and Countdown.

Ted Albert is the quietly confident risk taker. His patronage is not just giving Australia its own unique brand of rock & roll, but cracking pop too. Hey St Peter sees George and Harry back on stage. John Paul Young cements his stardom with Standing in the Rain and Love is in the Air (much later he records a new version for the film Strictly Ballroom, Ted and Baz Luhrmann’s first foray into film).

Ted’s right hand is Fifa Riccobono, usually found right at the front of the crowd that’s rocking to The Angels or another Alberts act, Rose Tattoo. In 1978 she goes to the US to see AC/DC trying to take on America.  When they come up with Highway to Hell, it does the trick.

Brian Johnson replaces Bon when the lifestyle claims him in 1980 and the Back in Black album is a massive success across the world. While coloured by tragedy, it is a triumph for Ted Albert who backed the band for 15 years with rock-solid conviction.

 In the years that follow, ‘Acca Dacca’ become one of the world’s greatest rock bands, the music of Vanda and Young also becomes legendary, and Alberts remains a potent force in Australian music.

	Sir Arthur Conan Doyle (Martin Clunes) is mourning the loss of his wife Louisa, after a long and drawn out illness. Her death has seen him fall into a guilt-ridden malaise, fearing she may have suspected him of adultery, due to his friendship with Jean Leckie (Hattie Morahan).
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Even writing his famous Sherlock Holmes stories isn’t giving him much pleasure. But then his secretary, Woodie (Charles Edwards), finds a letter from a George Edalji (Arsher Ali), a young Parsee solicitor, who was in prison for three years for a crime that he says he didn’t commit. He wants Arthur’s help to clear his name. Could this be Arthur’s chance at redemption?

George was convicted of sending poisonous letters and maiming animals in the Staffordshire village of Great Wyrley, in 1903. As George relays the story of his family’s persecution, which inadvertently led to his arrest, Arthur is convinced of George’s innocence. Woodie, however, is not so sure.

Arthur and Woodie travel to the village to visit George’s family, to see the very letters that George’s father, the Reverend Shapurji Edalji (Art Malik), received - supposedly from his own son.

However, Arthur and Woodie’s arrival at the Vicarage causes a bit of a stir: it seems that someone is intent on learning what they do and do not know. Could this be the ‘Wyrley Ripper’, trying to warn them off?
