	Its Christmas Eve 1969, and Gently (Martin Shaw), Bacchus (Lee Ingleby) and Rachel (Lisa Mcgrillis) are relaxing with the team at HQ with drinks and a few silly hats. As Gently reads out the Queen’s festive letter, he’s interrupted by a call about a bank robbery.

One of the witnesses, a teenager, Kit (Patrick MacNamee), tried to trip up one of the robbers and tells Gently that the lead gunman was out of control. Gently drives Kit home to his mother, Edith, a policeman’s widow.
Eventually Rachel finds the getaway car, but is shocked when she opens the door and the body of a young woman dressed as a ‘Skin’ falls out. Gently and Bacchus confirm that judging from the angle, she must have been shot by the bank’s doorman.
Bacchus goes in search of anyone who knows the driver Lexie because, as the getaway driver, she must have known the robbers. The search takes them into the world of the ‘Skins’ – a new youth subculture who wear cropped hair, boots and braces.
They meet Jonjo Burdon (Jody Latham) who runs the Skinhead’s club, and Gently is in no doubt that he is the maniac leader of the gang who robbed the bank, and is anxious that this psychotic criminal is put behind bars. But a search of Burdon’s club turns up no guns and no evidence with which to bring Burdon down. They feel the ‘Skins’ knew they were coming…
Rachel is promoted to Sergeant and goes undercover as a ‘Skin’ to get to know Burdon and the source of the guns. She is in a dangerous position but Gently trusts her. Rachel learns there is to be another bank robbery, and the police lie in wait….. But things go badly wrong……

	Making Families Happy follows three Australian families in crisis as they embark on a world first experiment led by two elite psychologists. Can scientific tools make the families happier in only eight weeks?
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The three families enter the final leg of their happiness journey, but experts John and Clare still have doubts about whether the experiment will end with them all achieving a happiness score higher than 70. Any figure above that means that they are genuinely happy.
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John hosts a family quiz night to see which family knows its members best. A shared family history is important to happiness, and research shows that children who know their extended family’s stories of success and failure do better in life. Ashleigh - who has been absent from many of the sessions – is present, and the experts are optimistic that she is back on board with the experiment.
However, Steve and Skye are facing a crisis. After Skye walked from last week’s counselling session, she feels the end of their relationship may be close.
Amanda, whose business is facing financial crisis, takes John’s advice and meets with a financial counsellor, allowing her to start to get a grip on one of the stresses that are affecting her relationship with daughter, Amelia.
Clare visits the McDonalds. While she’s there, Ashleigh returns home, and Clare witnesses a bitter row between mother and daughter. Can a mindful listening exercise between mother and daughter be the key to solving the McDonald family’s problems?
With the experiment coming to an end, the families read letters of affirmation to each other that reveal how they really feel – and how those feelings have changed over eight weeks. But as tears are shed, and old loves re-discovered, how much have their scores really changed?

	Billy Bragg - also known as the Bard of Barking – and one of contemporary music's most prolific singer/songwriters, takes Julia home to north east London and the streets of his childhood.
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This area was once made up almost entirely of workers from the Ford factory in nearby Dagenham, so Billy collects Julia in a vintage Ford Cortina that very likely would have been manufactured just down the road.
They visit his childhood home which was first owned by his grandfather, and is still in the family today. The years he spent here with his parents and younger brother hold very happy memories for him, and he talks about his father's love of poetry - especially Rudyard Kipling - and his untimely death in his early 50s.
They then take the short walk to Northbury Primary School - a renovated three story Victorian building where he was a keen student who excelled in English and loved poetry. But he doesn’t speak so kindly of his senior years at a local comprehensive school.
