Adapted by actor, screenwriter and novelist, Mark Gatiss, Halloween Party also stars Amelia Bullmore (Bellamy’s People, Ashes to Ashes), Deborah Findlay (Gunrush, Silent Witness), Georgia King (Little Dorrit, St. Trinian’s: The Legend of Fritton’s Gold), Julian Rhind-Tutt (Green Wing, Oliver Twist), Sophie Thompson (A Room With A View, EastEnders), Paul Thornley (Mutual Friends, Love Soup), Eric Sykes (The Goon Show), Fenella Woolgar (Doctor Who, Jekyll) and Timothy West (Bleak House, A Room With A View).

The Mission is the story of missionaries in reverse, as three young Nigerian Catholic priests, who haven’t volunteered, who have never left Africa before, are sent to save Tasmania’s struggling Church. But can they fulfil The Mission?
The series follows the young missionary priests as they travel from Equatorial Africa, Nigeria to Australia’s island State, Tasmania. 

It’s the final episode of The Mission and as their first year draws to a close the three Nigerian Fathers continue their roller coaster ride of faith, dedication and culture shock. For the Tassie priests working with them it is difficult to accept what they offer, but for the communities they are reaching out to, there are inspiring surprises and even dangerous encounters in store. 

Fr Felix joins volunteers working with Tasmania’s homeless and also starts to flex his muscles at a school camp. Fr Christopher takes the plunge with swimming lessons as well as becoming a hit with the nurses at a local hospital. And Fr Kene flies off to a remote island in Bass Strait to celebrate Easter where he has an unexpected encounter with Tasmania’s Aboriginal people.

As the Archbishop, and all the priests involved, gather to celebrate the one-year anniversary of The Mission it’s clear that each one of the Nigerian Fathers are on a very different Tasmanian journey. And for the mentor priests they’re assigned to, there are more questions than answers, Year One into The Mission.

Talking Heads

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Les Murray is in the super league of the world’s greatest wordsmiths. According to the New Yorker Magazine, he is ‘now routinely mentioned among the three or four leading English-language poets.’ But as Peter Thompson discovers on Talking Heads, you’d have been very hard pressed to envisage the impoverished young Murray would one day front the Queen, wearing a suit, and accepting a grand award. Murray describes his young self as one of those ‘furtively farting’ kids who avoided poems.
“I avoided poetry just like the rest of them, until I was nearly at the end of high school. I was having a fairly bad time socially in high school, being a little bit autistic and a guy not knowing much about dealing with human beings. My teachers turned me on to modern poetry… they thought this was a good diversionary tactic and it worked a charm,” he says.
Through Murray’s bush-bred themes, his nationalistic, straight forward Aussie character is clear. His words can be thrilling, but they can also be fiery and combative. It’s clear that poetry has helped Murray tackle the world. Shine a light on his life and there are some dark shadows - his vindictive grandfather, his parents’ rural poverty and the girls at school who desired his ‘inner destruction’.

“To me writing means making discoveries, writing things down which surprise you and which you didn’t know you knew, that sense of having got a piece of the world and organised it in a form which you can see clearly,” he says.
After a lifetime of typing with one finger, and ‘13 slim volumes’ of poetry as Murray self-deprecatingly puts it, he seems to be the happiest he’s ever been.

“I'll never get to the end of it… I knew instinctively that it would last me a lifetime.”

Artscape: Artists At Work: Del Kathryn Barton
Tuesday, 22 June 2010
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Since winning the 2008 Archibald Prize, Del Kathryn Barton has been one of the most rapidly rising stars in the Australian contemporary art world. Barton’s richly colourful and hallucinogenic works offer a complex, often disorienting meditation upon the nature of reality. Barton is a woman on a crusade, to express herself as honestly as she can in her work - a strange and magical world of fecund landscapes populated by hermaphrodites and animal familiars. 
Artists at Work follows the normally reclusive Barton as she creates a new work for Wilderness, a group show at the Art Gallery of NSW. For Barton the theme of the show is close to her heart, “I’m trying to create this very fluid and dynamic interconnection with the figure and the landscape. The idea of wilderness in a very broad and inclusive sense... the inner wilderness or the emotional wilderness...”.
Over a number of months, Barton weaves her magic on a large canvas – painstakingly drawing all manner of strange creatures, painting, dotting, and splattering her way to completion.

In the contemporary art world where concept is king, Barton’s work is strangely unfashionable and often misunderstood. Her incredibly detailed and embellished canvases hark back to an era more comfortable with visions of excess than the cool strains of the modernist aesthetic. However, to her legions of fans from all walks of life, her work speaks of many things – of motherhood, abundance and a sexual utopia. 

The documentary explores the inspiration behind her surreal work: from her mysterious ‘undiagnosed’ childhood illness to her sexually explicit dreams and how being a mother has led to a dramatic change in her work.

Churchill's Darkest Decision

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Churchill's Darkest Decision reveals a little known fact about the war with Germany.
In the summer of 1940 Winston Churchill faced a terrible dilemma. France had just surrendered and only the English Channel stood between the Nazis and Britain. Germany was poised to seize the entire French fleet, one of the biggest in the world. With these ships in his hands, Hitler's threat to invade Britain could become a reality.

Churchill had to make a choice. He could either trust the promises of the new French government that they would never hand over their ships to Hitler, or he could make sure that the ships never joined the German navy by destroying them himself.

Some call his decision a turning point in the war, others call it a terrible betrayal, and a war crime. 

This documentary tells the story of what Churchill did next, and why; and how 1,300 French sailors died as a result of what the French still call 'our Pearl Harbour'.

In the words of French survivors, some of whom still regard Churchill as a war criminal, and one of the British sailors who opened fire on his former allies, this is the forgotten story of Churchill’s darkest decision - to sink the French fleet.

Mr. Sin: The Abe Saffron Story
Thursday, 24 June 2010
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This remarkable story examines how bribery, blackmail and corruption made enigmatic crime boss Abe Saffron Australia’s number one underworld figure for almost three decades.
In the 60s and 70s Sydney corruption became so entrenched that organised criminal activity became institutionalised. From the top down just about everyone in a position of power was on the take.

In the 1950s, glamorous nightclub owner Abe brought Sinatra to Australia four times along with 300 other US acts. He introduced the business model for organised crime to Sydney, with lawyers and accountants setting up businesses as fronts for illegal gambling, sex and liquor.

Abe became bagman for the NSW State Premier and the Police Commissioner, channelling rivers of money in their direction. This son of Polish immigrants who grew up in inner city Annandale became very rich and very influential. He secured his position by providing prostitutes to those he wanted to control and secretly photographed their sexual peccadilloes.

The murder of anti-development activist Juanita Nielsen is one of Sydney’s most enduring mysteries. The death of six children in the ghost train at Luna Park is another. Suspicion continues to this day that Abe was behind both events.

In parliament his name was connected to narcotics and he was drawn into public view. Like Al Capone he was jailed for a short time on tax evasion while the full extent of his crimes and connections lay unexposed. 

Mr Sin: The Abe Saffron Story is full of engaging and unique characters, family members and others a little more rough at the edges. Although this is a distinctly Sydney story with a unique flavour it is born of universal themes and it will entertain and enthral a broad national audience.

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Jacko Argyle (Burn Gorman) was sent to the gallows protesting his innocence having been convicted of murdering his adoptive mother Rachel (Jane Seymour). When police arrive they discover a badly-beaten man, Alan Marsh (Charlie De’ath) in the room she booked, but the man’s wife, schoolteacher Julia Pierce (Emily Bruni), has disappeared. 
By tracking her mobile, police trace Julia to a colleague’s house, but she refuses to say why she won’t go home. They bring her in for questioning but she sticks to her story about meeting Marsh for sex, and claims she has no idea he was attacked.

Meanwhile, fingerprints on the vodka bottle used in the attack belong, not to Mrs Pierce, but to Craig Chapman (Ryan Pope), a known associate of the victim years ago in Manchester. With no evidence that the couple did have sex, DC Jacob Banks (Patrick Robinson) and DS Stevie Moss (Lucy Speed) are baffled about the connection between the three.

Fortunately for the Sun Hill team, Chapman is picked up by local police for drink-driving and is brought in for questioning. He maintains Marsh owed him money, but the police argue that there was still money in the victim’s wallet, so he must be lying.

By the time DS Moss discovers that Julia had called Chapman 15 minutes before she checked into the hotel, they’ve released her, and she’s disappeared again. When DC Banks sees a picture of Chapman at Julia’s house, her husband reveals he’s her brother.

Police discover Julia was in witness protection, but her husband has no idea. Marsh had tracked her down and big brother had come to the rescue. So how do they explain to Mark that Julia may have moved on without saying why?

Midsomer Murders

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The apparent suicide of Martin Wroath rocks the village of Midsomer Worthy. A gambler, drinker and depressive, who dies leaving a trail of debts, he is an unlikely candidate and his death is complex, involving hanging, a shotgun and tranquilisers.
He had been receiving treatment at the local psychiatric hospital under the supervision of Dr Jane Moore (Isla Blair), who has provided DI Barnaby (John Nettles) with criminal profiling in the past. Dr Moore has made big changes to modernise the clinic, believing that patients with criminal convictions and personality disorders can be rehabilitated. Most of the villagers seem to disagree with this ‘Care in the Community’ approach.

Meanwhile Jeff Haskin (Jonty Stephens), a ropemaker and rigging expert, also opposed to changes at the hospital, has rope go missing from his workshops and a string of burglaries take place at the same time in the village, including drugs taken from the chemists. Two more strangling deaths are discovered and Barnaby himself is viciously attacked.

Dr Moore’s three adolescent children also seem to be obsessively concerned with their mother.

Art Nation

Art Nation goes to the 2010 Next Wave Festival in Melbourne where presenter Namila Benson visits an art installation featuring live sausage dogs. Bennett Miller’s installation Dachshund U.N. consists of a timber model of a United Nations meeting room built to dachshund dog scale. In Bennett’s performance piece, the 47 delegates, speakers and interpreters of the UN Human Rights Committee are represented by real sausage dogs.

For this year’s festival theme – ‘No risk too great’ – the dachshund is the perfect medium. “There’s an inherent risk in the idea of the UN. What I’m doing is similar but on a smaller scale,” says Bennett. Bennett’s playful artworks often feature animals cast in human roles and he’s used dachshunds before, but never so many at once.
Local dachshund owners have embraced the project enthusiastically. They will participate in the three performances with their dogs, albeit concealed beneath the wooden installation that will sit on the Melbourne Museum plaza. “It’s a dream spot for me to put the work to expose it to people who aren’t necessarily looking for art projects,” says Bennett.
Exactly how the canine stars will respond to their debut in the performance art world is, as Bennett says, “a big unknown. It’s meant to go wrong a little bit, like the UN often does, but, equally, it’s important to try and make it happen.”

Poh's Kitchen

One of Australia’s largest food festivals, attracting top chefs, is held annually in Poh’s home state of South Australia. This year Poh is part of the festival and takes the opportunity to invite one of its main attractions, Italian food legend, Antonio Carluccio, into her kitchen. 
Antonio, the ‘Godfather’ of Italian cuisine, is incredibly inquisitive, loves vibrant colours and has a great appetite for a good joke and a home-spun passion for simple food.
In the kitchen Antonio demonstrates quintessential Italian peasant cuisine using his philosophy of ‘MOF, MOF’ (maximum of flavour, minimum of fuss). 
His first dish is beautiful lamb cutlets cut and stuffed with cheese, Parma ham and sage, then crumbed and pan fried. The cutlets are moist and pink with a hint of saltiness and of the lovely delicate flavours imparted by the cheese and sage. Antonio serves the cutlets with a simple, delicious salad of green beans and zucchini. He finishes the meal with pears poached in red wine. Again simple flavours perfectly combined for an exquisite result.
Poh is well aware of Antonio’s love of mushrooms and manages to intrigue and surprise him with Buddhist’s Delight. This is a dish which includes many varieties of mushrooms such as Enoki, King Oyster and Cloud Ear. The main feature of the dish is an ingredient called ‘mock meat’ which is essentially wheat gluten. When the gluten is deep fried and braised with the mushrooms the texture mimics meat and soaks up the flavours of the broth. The broth itself is very delicately flavoured with ginger and a slight saltiness from fermented bean curd and the mushrooms - it is a dish that is very much about texture.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth, and engineer James Bradfield Moody. Inventions featured on the program: 

WUNDA WEEDER – by inventor Brendan Corry from WA

Weeding your garden can be a real pain in the back. And if you’re growing organic vegies you can bet you’re going to be doing a lot of weeding. From Monday to Friday, Brendan Corry is an environmental scientist, but on weekends life’s all about his organic garden. People say gardening is relaxing, but Brendan was losing the war against weeds, and his back was giving up on him.

The Wunda Weeder is a self-propelled, electric-powered machine that supports and transports the operator in a lying down position while they are planting, thinning, weeding, transplanting or harvesting a crop row of vegetables, herbs or flowers.

MATRIX KEY SYSTEM – by inventor Stuart Webb from NSW

These days unless you live in the outback chances are you lock your door every day. But what if you lose your keys or someone breaks into your house? Now some creepy stranger has your keys, and you’ve got no choice but to bring in a locksmith to install a new lock. Imagine though, if you could change the locks all on your own.

The Matrix Key System lets you change your locks simply by inserting a new key into the lock. When the key is inserted and turned, it becomes the tool that changes the configuration of the pins within the lock. The lock comes with 7 keys, and each time the next key in the sequence is inserted for the first time it moves one small phase pin, creating a new lock.

AI-LIVE – by inventors Tony Abrahams and Alex Jones from NSW

There are around 12,000 deaf children in Australia and they are almost 2.5 times less likely to complete high school than their hearing counterparts. It is a problem that needs urgent attention- the cost to the Australian economy of excluding deaf people from education and employment opportunities exceeds $12 billion per year. Inventor Alex Jones knows this problem too well, having had to overcome the many hurdles of being deaf throughout his life before partnering with co-inventor Tony Abrahams to find a solution.

Ai-Live delivers real-time captions into classrooms. A regular teacher uses a radio microphone in the classroom. This audio is streamed using Ai-Live software to a remote location where a ‘respeaker’ dictates the teacher’s lesson using voice recognition software. This text is then streamed back to the laptops of deaf or hearing impaired students in the classroom in less than seven seconds. One deaf teenager went from the bottom to the top of her class after 10 weeks of using the program.

Weighty Issue

As the fight against Australia's obesity epidemic intensifies, more and more teenagers are having weight loss surgery. Surgeons say this is necessary for morbidly obese teenagers. But, health sociologists say there are no quick fixes to weight loss and there needs to be greater emphasis on non-surgical techniques. Dr Maryanne Demasi meets 15-year-old Cosimo, as he and his parents elect bariatric banding surgery as a way to lose some of his 150 kilos and regain a brighter health outlook.

Animal Action - Jumping Ants

It is not uncommon in the animal kingdom to have a specialised mouth for feeding. The Trap Jaw Ant, for instance, has a whopping set of mandibles for catching and holding prey. But it also uses its mandibles to trigger a remarkable acrobatic escape. Filming at 3000 frames per second and aided by a pair of tweezers, researchers from the Patek lab at the University of Massachusetts, Amherst captured this amazing defensive high jump.

Blue Link

Australia’ s Exclusive Economic Zone encompasses 8,148,250 sq kms of ocean. But until recently, forecasting what was happening to this vast volume of water relied on limited data. Graham Phillips reports on an ambitious project called ‘BLUElink’ which harnesses a number of technologies into one of the most comprehensive ocean weather forecasting systems in the world. And there are consequences for everything - from understanding climate change to hiding submarines. A collaboration between the Royal Australian Navy, Bureau of Meteorology and CSIRO, BLUElink analyses data from multiple sources to describe ocean currents, salinity levels and temperatures. Graham Phillips joins a mission aboard the minesweeper HMAS Yarra to see BLUElink in action as they ride deep currents with a remote controlled submersible vehicle.

Sea Walls

In urban areas, sea walls have replaced much of the natural foreshore. And with the ever-increasing threat of sea level rise there will be even more built in the future. But these man-made structures come at an environmental cost. Sea walls reduce intertidal habitats by replacing wide natural shorelines such as rocks and mangroves with vertical structures. Marine creatures effectively lose their microhabitats and find themselves evicted from their homes. Surfing scientist Ruben Meerman meets Dr Mark Browne, who has come up with a simple yet effective solution to the problem.
