Uncle Max is a story about Uncle Max Dulumunmun (pronounced Doola-Munn-Munn) Harrison, a Yuin elder from Narooma on the south east coast of Australia. 
His teachings about Yuin culture and ceremony attract diverse groups from around the country and overseas. 

Participants to Max's workshops learn how to reconnect with the land and go through mental, physical and spiritual healing, not only for the self, but for the healing of Mother Earth. 

He has advice for those who ignore nature’s plight in a time of severe climate change. “Don’t connect with nature when you’re in dire straits. It’s just like praying to God when you’re in trouble, you know, it’s idiotic. We need to do something constructive; we need to do healing for the land.”
“People just don’t understand about nature, and I keep telling them, nature is the greatest teacher of them all.” 

Being one of the few remaining Yuin elders, it is crucial that Uncle Max passes on his knowledge of these ancient customs and beliefs in order to ensure Yuin cultural survival. 

Max believes that the more people he teaches, the more likely he will succeed in leaving this legacy for his grandchildren and for anyone interested in respecting and caring for country.

“The more you come with me and I talk about my dreaming, the more you come with me and I talk about my ancient history, the more I give it away, the more I keep it and that it doesn’t die on me.”

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The ABC TV drama series My Place is the story of several generations of children who live in the very same spot in Australia over the course of 130 years.
Opening in 2008 and taking us back to 1888, the series introduces us to 13 kids, all with a talent for some kind of trouble, each hiding up the same old fig tree, each with a story to tell.

The series is based on the acclaimed, multi-award winning children’s book written by Nadia Wheatley and Donna Rawlins in 1988. It is also accompanied by a rich website in which kids and their families can explore the world of the My Place kids and have fun with the history of each decade.

My Place – the series, the website, and book – is a rare kids’ story of Australia.

Ep 7 (1948 - Jen) Jen’s dad died in the war. Now her mum is planning to marry Wal who, even though he has a car, definitely doesn’t match up in Jen’s eyes to her war hero real dad. It’s 1948.

Desperate Romantics
Sunday, 21 March 2010
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Rossetti (Aidan Turner) and Lizzie (Amy Manson) revel in their new-found status and wealth, acquired courtesy of Ruskin’s (Tom Hollander) generous patronage, until he threatens to cut them off. When Lizzie returns to painting, Rossetti begins an affair with street girl, Fanny Cornforth (Rebecca Davies). 
Fanny’s voluptuous beauty inspires in Rossetti a richer and more sensual style of painting and a new lease of life. He receives further creative succour when his new students, William Morris (Dyfrig Morris) and Ned Burne-Jones (Peter Sandys-Clarke), offer their much-needed assistance with the dreaded church mural. Meanwhile, Lizzie struggles to keep away, but it’s only a matter of time before she finds him in Fanny’s arms.

Rossetti convinces Lizzie to marry him and Millais (Samuel Barnett) proposes the idea of an artistic colony for the ‘Brotherhood’ and their wives. Rossetti is keen but Lizzie can’t bear to think of Rossetti living under the same roof as other women. 

Her fears are well-founded when, within days, he starts up an affair with William Morris’s wife, Jane (Natalie Thomas). When Ruskin also forsakes Lizzie now that she is married, it begins to look as if laudanum (opium) is her only remaining refuge. 

Meanwhile, Hunt (Rafe Spall) sets out to win back Annie (Jennie Jacques), in the hope of her moving into Millais’ artistic colony, and sends Fred to deliver his latest offer of marriage. Annie declines, and Fred proposes to her himself, but Annie scoffs at the very idea. 

Humiliated, Fred vows to protect no one’s feelings in future, and always tell the truth, no matter how brutal. But  when he chooses the fragile Lizzie as a recipient of one of his home truths, little can he imagine the devastating consequences...

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Salt is the story of award-winning and internationally renowned photo-artist, Murray Fredericks, on his annual solo pilgrimage to the heart of Lake Eyre in the remote north corner of South Australia. It tells of the personal journey of the artist, the creative process and the landscape itself.
Alone on the most featureless landscape on earth, Fredericks’s personal video diary captures the beauty of this bleak, empty and desolate environment – and provides the catalyst for an unexpected personal transformation.

Totally isolated, with only the horizon line as his reference point, and thoughts as his only companion, Fredericks is forced to overcome the environmental elements of rain, mud plains, lightning, equipment failure and the ever intrusive salt. The resulting photographs are not just sublime pictures of a remote and surreal location – they punctuate a journey of the mind and spirit.

Salt has won seven major international awards, including the International Documentary Association’s 2009 Distinguished Documentary Short of the Year and the Grand Prix Award for Cinematography in Short Documentary at the prestigious 2009 Plus Camerimage Festival in Poland. In Australia it won The Erwin Rado Award for Best Australian Short Film at the 2009 Melbourne International Film Festival and nominated later in the year for two AFI awards.

In this extra ordinary documentary, suspected psychopath Sam Vaknin goes in search of a diagnosis…was he born without a conscience? 

“Making a movie with a psychopath,” declares I, Psychopath’s director Ian Walker, “is a little like poking a snake with a stick.” Unwittingly, the film maker becomes a textbook victim. 

Joined by Vaknin’s long-suffering but ever-loyal wife Lidija, the threesome embark on a diagnostic road trip to the world’s top experts in psychopathy in which Vaknin (and his wife) undergo a battery of rigorous psychological tests and neuroscientific experiments.

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In this episode DCI Janine (Caroline Quentin) and her team are called to an army base to investigate two murders. During the investigation, Janine finds herself becoming attracted to the Royal Military Major assisting with the investigation.
A young female soldier, Cathy Covington (Freya Parker) sneaks out of a barrack party and meets her lover, Mike Blatt (Kevin Wathen) outside the base, where they stumble on the body of Office Ray Pettigrew who has been beaten to death. Pettigrew wasn’t particular popular with the troops and had recently ‘crossed swords’ with two young female soldiers. Then when Cathy is brutally attacked outside the base it looks as if Pettigrew’s killer may have tried to kill again.

The investigation gets underway with Major Tim Fairhead (Nick Reding) offering support from the Special Investigation Branch. Richard’s (Ian Kelsey) nose is out of joint as he’s jealous of Tim, particularly in light of Janine’s obvious attraction to the Major. As they wait for news at Jackie’s house, Bethan appears in a distressed state with some disturbing news that leads Janine and her team to the killer.

Art Nation

Art Nation is a weekly half hour arts program presented by Fenella Kernebone. This week features the untold story of Australia’s most iconic photograph – ‘Sunbaker’ by Max Dupain. Taken in 1937, ‘Sunbaker’ is undoubtedly Max Dupain’s most famous photograph. The image of the bronzed Aussie at rest on the sand, arms folded, dripping with salt water fresh from a swim at the beach, has gone down in history as one of the most quintessentially ‘Australian’ images. However, Art Nation reveals a little-known fact about this photograph - the subject is not actually Australian, he’s an Englishman. Not the red, raw, recently arrived, sunburnt Pommy backpacker we’re used to seeing blistering away on our beaches, but rather, a gloriously tanned gentleman by the name of Harold Salvage.

In the 1930s, Salvage and Dupain shared a passion for rowing and beach life. Salvage and his soon-to-be wife shared camping trips with Max and his then partner, the equally wonderful photographer Olive Cotton. It was on one of these camping trips that Dupain immortalised Salvage in the ‘Sunbaker’. A series of other interesting photographs from these camping trips have also recently emerged.
The Art Nation story includes enlightening interviews with Salvage's and Dupain’s respective sons along with Gael Newton from the National Gallery of Australia and Josef Lebovic - the man responsible for unearthing these recent photographs. The story also combines rarely seen National Library of Australia and ABC archival footage featuring Max Dupain.

Also currently showing is the exhibition ‘Max Dupain & John Witzig’, at Dickerson Gallery Melbourne, 31 March – 17 April, and Dickerson Gallery Sydney, 28 April – 15 May 2010.

Neil was introduced to Chinese cuisine by his father, who in the early 1960’s would take him on regular trips to Sydney’s Chinatown. These early influences soon became the driving force behind much of his remarkable career. Retracing his childhood footsteps, Neil takes Poh on a trip through the hustle and bustle of modern day Chinatown highlighting the extraordinary changes that have taken place over the last forty years.
Back in the kitchen, Poh cooks, ‘Prawn and Yuba Beads’ an irresistible mix of minced prawns and pork, combined with shitake mushrooms and water chestnuts, which are wrapped up in bean curd skin (yuba), before being steamed and deep fried. Neil cooks one of his all time favourite Chinese recipes, ‘Three Shot Chicken’. Cooked in a clay pot, just before serving he adds a shot of chilli oil, beer and light soy sauce to create a unique and surprising taste sensation.
Keen to find out about Neil’s latest culinary adventures, Poh visits his kitchen to sample some of his new hot and spicy creations. Some of these aren’t for the faint hearted, but Neil’s advice is to build up resistance and that “it’s about going with that pain and suffering and realising it’s not really pain and suffering – it’s fun!”
To accompany their dishes Poh has made some ‘Chinese Pickles’. These are simple to make and a perfect foil to hot and spicy dishes. Meanwhile Neil whips out the wok and shows Poh how to make ‘Sichuan-style spinach’, a clean, fresh and tasty dish, proving once again why he’s at the cutting edge of Modern Asian cuisine.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the latest from the world of Australian invention. As we go through life encountering problems great and small, the inventors of Australia are thinking to themselves, “there must be a better way”…

Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, designer Alison Page, and engineer James Bradfield Moody. Inventions featured on the program: 

COOPER NYLON ANCHOR – by inventors Larry Cooper and Jon Cooper from QLD

A boat without an anchor is like a car without brakes. Small watercraft such as jet skis, kayaks, and inflatable boats, need anchors just like any other boat. But the small anchors on the market struggle to hold these vessels in place, dragging, coming loose and often even breaking apart. Larry Cooper has spent most of his life working on boats. In fact, ten years ago he even built a 40 foot sailing boat with his wife that they lived in for five years! When Larry originally turned his attention to developing a lightweight anchor he used aluminium. Thinking the R&D would take about eight weeks, it instead took about four years! But as he moved to new materials he enlisted the help of his two sons, Jon and Grant, and together they began experimenting with materials never used for anchors before.

The Cooper Nylon Anchor is the world's first plastic anchor. It is small and light, weighing less than 1 kg, so it is easily transported and stored on small watercraft. Most importantly, the anchor actually performs better in all conditions than its heavier steel and aluminium counterparts. This is possible thanks to a design that encourages the anchor to dig deep into the sand very quickly, giving it much stronger holding power. The invention has been field tested for 12 months, and proved to have great strength in even the roughest conditions.

DOUBLE CUDDLE – by inventor Christy Puddicombe from NSW

How do you feed both of your newborn twins at the same time while on your own? It’s pretty difficult juggling two babies if your partner isn’t around, and a lot of mothers of twins have to feed one baby while the other waits crying. The Double Cuddle is a pillow that supports two newborn babies and allows you to independently bottle feed them both at the same time. The neck support is elevated to a 15 degree angle, helping to enhance digestion and relieve the symptoms of reflux, colic and breathing difficulties.

FUTUREFENCE – by inventor Kevin Clancey from VIC

Building a brick fence or wall is expensive, time-consuming and can easily be damaged by tree roots. The Futurefence is a unique form of fencing. The invention replicates a traditional rendered brick fence, but is less than half the cost and can be installed in a fraction of the time, without disturbing established gardens or causing damage to council pavements, driveways or nature strips.

While carbon emissions warm us, sulphates could cool the planet. Others have seen it is a convenient way of tackling global warming without adversely affecting the economy.
