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Fleming (Dominic Cooper) is in Canada to train his Intelligence Commandos and himself. Col. Stephenson (Eric Meyers) advises that it might be an idea to give up smoking.
Stephenson introduces Fleming to William Donovan (Stanley Townsend), the future ‘father of US military intelligence’, who tells him they now have the green light to go ahead and create the CIA. 

Donovan challenges Fleming to write a blueprint for the agency, which he does overnight, presenting Donovan with a huge wad of paper at breakfast. Donovan jokes that he should be a writer. 

In London, Ann (Lara Pulver) inspires Fleming with the idea that secrets should be taken by force. Fleming knows his Intelligence Commandos can do the job, but who will lead the team? 

Later Fleming faces underhand tactics at work and rivalry over Ann's affections, before being charged to undertake the ‘K-Protocol'. Meanwhile Rear Admiral Godfrey (Samuel West) falls on his sword to help Fleming continue his work.

The war is almost over but the new threat is the Russians. Ian pitches a hunch – that the German secrets have been moved and hidden ‘in plain sight’ where the various transport lines intersect.
