	After the incident in the pub Al (David Wenham) tells Robin (Elisabeth Moss) she’s fired. But she’s not letting go of the case, so when she sees a friend of Tui’s heading back from the lake, she questions him. He answers her by showing tattoos “yes” and “no” on his hands. Robin’s convinced he knows what’s happened to Tui. 
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As Robin and Johnno (Thomas M Wright) trawl through old photos of themselves as teenagers, it’s a purging for her and an expiation of the guilt he’s felt as the powerless witness to her rape. He explodes about the injustice, which brings them closer. 
An out of town pathologist who’s done analysis on a number of cases for the local police contacts Robin to tell her about the case of a girl Tui’s age who was found dead with drugs in her system and who’d been sexually assaulted. Robin is even more determined to solve Tui’s case. 
Robin’s mum, Jude (Robyn Nevin), is in decline and desperately wants Robin to promise to leave Johnno. This leads Robin to question him about his actions on the night of the rape and he storms out.
Johnno hears his father Matt (Peter Mullan) has sent hunters into the bush after Tui, so he and Robin try to get to her first. They lose their trail and end up making love, but the hunters are watching, and film them. As Johnno chases them off, he’s stabbed before Robin fires warning shots. 
Johnno’s patched up at the women’s camp, and they discover that Tui may still be alive. Robin returns home buoyed, only to discover her mother has died.

Redesign My Brain With Todd Sampson
Thursday, 4 June 2015
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In 2013, Todd Sampson put brain training to the test in the groundbreaking series Redesign My Brain. This unique, transformative and interactive experience ended up as one of the most watched Australian science documentaries of all time and won the 2014 AACTA Award for Documentary of the Year.
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Todd now continues this incredible journey in Redesign My Brain 2, this time to prove that the brain can be trained to meet the challenges and stresses of modern life. Across three dynamic episodes, Todd undergoes scientifically endorsed brain training to prepare for his ultimate challenge – a unique high wire walk across two skyscrapers in Sydney.
During episode two, Sharpen My Senses, Todd puts his brain plasticity to the test. To prove he's been able to improve his sensory perception and awareness, he puts his senses to the test in an incredible challenge – to crack open a three-wheel safe with a million different combinations in under an hour, and in front of an audience in a noisy room at a Master Locksmith's Convention. 
To help Todd sharpen his sensory perception and awareness, he once again puts his brain into the hands of Professor Michael Merzenich, the world-renowned neuroscientist and a pioneer of brain plasticity. First Todd works on sight with plasticity training and exercises to develop his visual working memory. But his visual processing speed and visual spatial attention need improvement, so he enlists the help of William Henzell, three-time Olympian and Australia's top-ranked table tennis player.

Finally, Todd attempts to improve his sense of touch. He enlists the help of Dr David Blake at Georgia Regents University Medical College with two of his sensory training techniques – blindfolded fruit identification, and walking barefoot on uneven surfaces.
