Wall Of Death

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This film follows the brutal struggles of survival along the wall of death – a terrifying, vertical wall that rises up from the waters of the Dead Sea. Those animals which seek shelter here risk some of nature’s deadliest assaults from gangs of hyenas, wolves and leopards, along with earthquakes that can send even the mightiest creature tumbling into the abyss.
The wall of death is an ever-shifting battlefield where both predator and prey fall victim to nature’s whims. To survive, each creature must prove its mettle whether it’s negotiating treacherous paths down sheer cliffs or fleeing from predators.  

Wall of Death is a remarkable tale of survival set against one of the most brutal and beautiful landscapes on the planet. Dramatic interaction among ibex, wolves, hyenas, and rare footage of the area’s last surviving pair of leopards, is captured as nature unleashes its fury when a series of earthquakes and flash floods hit the area. 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Stephen (Benedict Cumberbatch) and Yasim (Anamaria Marinca) return to the Ezard apartment, unaware that an assassin is waiting for them. Russell (Robert Carlyle) arrives just in time to save them. 
The three agree that Yasim can stay in Russell's hideout and Stephen will go back to work, using TIA to access data on staff at Kellerman-Deloit, the manufacturer of the tainted vaccine. 

Meanwhile, Michael (Max Beesley) is worried about Yasim and Nadir (Alina Ioana Serban). He meets with Bepa (Ovidiu Niculescu), a Croatian friend who operates several shady businesses, including one forging IDs. Michael wants IDs for the group of refugees with whom he was smuggled in. 

Back at the Ezard apartment, Stephen sweeps for bugs suspecting someone has been in the space. Eleanor (Eva Birthistle) arrives, at first angry with him for missing the party to celebrate TIA getting voted in, but then calms down and tries to seduce him. 

The next day, Stephen uses TIA to pick Kellerman-Deloit worker Caroline Scott (Nicola Stapleton) as a likely candidate to give information. While at the plant waiting for Caroline, Stephen thinks he sees Michael. 

Stephen follows Caroline and persuades her to talk. She reveals that for a few weeks the previous year, the vaccine production line had been closed for safety reasons. 

Back at Russell's hideout, Stephen checks to see which vehicles came to the plant while it was shut and isolates four rental cars. The drivers turn out to be biochemists with connections to Cooper, and all are dead. 

Meanwhile, Turney (Geraldine James) discovers that Stephen has gotten rid of his ID tags and decides it's time to bring Eleanor into the secret she's protecting.

Final
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In Series 7 of Spooks, MI5 are confronting an old enemy – Russia – as it emerges as a new superpower. In the final episode of the series, the team discovers that Britain is being used as a pawn in an international game of chess involving Russia and the United States. Intelligence brought back from Moscow by Lucas reveals that Russia is planning an attack on London (codenamed ‘Tiresias’) and that it is scheduled to take place today. With the clock ticking, the team must find out what form the attack is going to take.
With everyone a potential Tiresias sleeper agent, there is only one person who has enough Russian inside knowledge to help them – Connie – and the team abducts her from MI5. She agrees to help them in exchange for freedom, and is shaken when the team tells her everything known so far about Tiresias. She reveals that the information they have uncovered is code for a nuclear bomb, and that a Tiresias sleeper will have received the ‘go’ signal earlier that day. Tens of thousands of Londoners will die, unless they get to the bomb and defuse it before 3pm.

Harry persuades the FSB to cooperate with him in preventing the bomb blast and Connie locates the bomb ten minutes before it is to detonate. Only Connie knows how to dismantle it, having designed it herself when working for the Russians. She manages to neutralise the nuclear element, but there is an unstoppable non-nuclear secondary device programmed to detonate if the bomb is tampered with. Connie tells Lucas and Ros to make a run for it while they can, sacrificing her own life to save London and redeeming herself. However, despite working together, in an unexpected twist Harry is taken by the FSB’s Sarkisian…

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Barry Surtees, a successful property developer, his wife Julie and their teenage children live in a large comfortable house in Brighton’s (UK) most affluent suburb.
Barry, who grew up in an orphanage, is driven by a desire to create bigger and better for his family. He decides to build a four storey modern mansion, complete with pool, gym, artist’s studio, fantasy bedroom and a Japanese roof garden.

But as experienced as Barry is in the building trade, nothing quite prepares him for the pressure of building this monster of a house.

During construction, Barry ends up having double hip replacement surgery, material prices escalate and the credit crunch puts pressure on Barry’s spending power. Then to top it off, Barry suffers a heart attack and undergoes quintuple bypass surgery, at which point the entire project looks like it might go belly up.

This is certainly one of the more challenging and dramatic projects featured on Grand Designs.

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: Eureka Flag
Thursday, 6 August 2009
New Series
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
In the third season of five-minute mini-documentaries in the National Treasures series, Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List.

He talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past.

Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In the first mini-documentary of the series, Chris takes a closer look at the Eureka Flag. Since it fluttered above a group of rebellious gold miners at the 1854 Eureka Stockade, the flag of the Southern Cross has become a symbol of democracy and defiance. Now carefully preserved at the Art Gallery of Ballarat in Victoria, the flag, and the National Heritage-listed Eureka Stockade Gardens, remain potent symbols of Australia’s only revolution – a defining moment in Australia’s history.

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Teens are re-writing the rules of sex but while their bodies suddenly become adult, they’re not necessarily in sync with their chief sex organ - the teen brain. Whether they’re having sex or not, whether their parents like it or not, teenagers are sexual beings. Today’s teens are having sex earlier, clocking up more partners and are more sexually adventurous than ever. It all starts with puberty, the human sexuality switch, but it’s the teen brain that drives this change, influencing teen sex lives in surprising ways.
The Teens: We explore the science of teenage sexuality, through a group of diverse teenagers who are all living it.

The Teen Sex Panel: We can’t do experiments on teen sex for pretty obvious reasons, so instead we’ve assembled a panel of teens who aren’t afraid to talk about it. Matt, Judi, Genesis, Olivia and Jessica make up the special team of sex commentators, each selected for their unique perspective, who discuss and debate taboo sex topics.

Marina (18 yrs) is a sexually active, confident young woman who talks honestly and openly with her parents about sex. Calvin (15 yrs) has taken the fast lane to learning about sex. He may be young, but he’s sexually experienced. Liam (16 yrs) and Nikki (15 yrs) are a young couple fuelled by possibly the strongest human drive of all – the powerful force of intense teenage love.

The Science: Developing sexuality is core to the experience of being a teen. But the science behind teen sex isn’t just about raging hormones. The chief sex organ turns out to be the fast changing teenage brain - it’s impulsive, thrill-seeking and wired for risk. We’ll uncover the influences of the brain in both teenage sex and first love. With modern teenagers rewriting the rules of sex, in this episode we explore the rise of STDs and unwanted sex in the lives of Australian teens, as well as the new phenomenon of teen ‘sexting’.

The Solomon Treasures
Thursday, 6 August 2009
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The Solomon Treasures tells the story of the fascinating investigations into the lucrative trade of fake artefacts that have stained biblical history and the discipline of archaeology.
In the last few years biblical history has been turned upside down by a series of scandals. Investigators reveal that some of the most revered objects in Israel, and around the world, are in fact sophisticated fakes. The police suspect it may be the world’s biggest ever antiquity fraud.

In 2001 a tablet which appeared to come from the Temple of Solomon was offered for sale to the Israel Museum. Scholars and scientists declared it genuine, but an official investigation revealed that the tablet was an elaborate fake. Authorities discovered that a highly-skilled gang had been producing high quality, fake biblical artefacts for more than 20 years and many museum collections around the world may now be in doubt.

The artefacts at the centre of these enquiries are of enormous significance. They are the only archaeological evidence for the biblical story of David, his son Solomon, and the other early kings, and the empire over which they ruled. There are no known archaeological sites, just a few priceless seals, tablets, and lamps, which date from the right period and carry inscriptions that match the Bible stories. The authenticity of these artefacts is now in question.

Gone Tomorrow by Lee Childs.

It's two a.m. in Manhattan on a subway car hurtling uptown. Jack Reacher sits sprawled out, heading nowhere in particular, observing his environment. A few tired faces; some weary men and women. Nothing remarkable in that, unless you have Reacher's training. Because the woman he sees sitting across from him is the textbook example of a suicide bomber.
Middlesex by Jeffrey Eugenides.

The breathtaking story of Calliope Stephanides and three generations of the Greek-American Stephanides family who travel from a tiny village overlooking Mount Olympus in Asia Minor to Prohibition-era Detroit. They witness its glory days as the Motor City, and the race riots of l967, before they move out to the tree-lined streets of suburban Grosse Pointe, Michigan. For Calliope to understand why she is not like other girls, she has to uncover a guilty family secret and the astonishing genetic history that turns Callie into Cal, one of the most audacious and wondrous narrators in contemporary fiction. Lyrical and thrilling, Middlesex is an exhilarating reinvention of the American epic.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the next generation of inventors, innovators and designers. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, agricultural scientist Chris Russell, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

SHARK CLAW – by inventor Richard Fitzpatrick from QLD. The sight of a five meter tiger shark is enough to make any sensible person get out of the water. Except for Richard Fitzpatrick, marine biologist, Emmy Award-nominated underwater cinematographer, and now inventor! Richard specialises in sharks, often tagging them to track their long-term movements. The old method to achieve this uses a barbless hook to hold the shark, while a researcher jumps into the water to secure the tail with a rope. This is extremely dangerous for the researcher, but is also incredibly distressing for the shark, which will continue to thrash around with its tail throughout the whole process. Richard could see that the old ways of shark research would have to change. The Shark Claw is a safer and kinder way to immobilise a shark and bring it in line with the boat. The invention is a stainless steel claw, which operates like a handcuff around the shark's tail. Once the spring-loaded claw snaps shut around the tail, the shark tries to swim away, pulling the claw free of the pole. A rope shackled to the device allows you to maintain control of the shark. A buoy is also attached to the rope, creating resistance on the shark's tail so that within a very short time the shark no longer attempts to resist. The effect is as if someone has tied your legs together and pulled them out from under you, quickly pacifying the shark into a relaxed state until it is released.

AERATION MANAGER – by inventor Henk de Graaf from WA. In the past, grain storage in Australia has been restricted to bulk handlers who have the expertise to manage the silos. However, farmers are increasingly storing grain themselves, with nothing available on the market that is intelligent enough to help bridge the gap of knowledge. The Aeration Manager uses the results of years of research and development into the specific behaviour of 20 types of grain-in-storage, to predict the behaviour of the grain and automatically aerate to control moisture whenever necessary.

ROTABRADE – by inventor Chris Trollip from NSW. Sanding and shaping curves when woodworking can be very difficult, and without a power tool with the shape to do the job, the common alternative is to resort to sanding by hand, an unnecessarily time-consuming and labour intensive job. The Rotabrade attaches to an angle grinder, and allows woodworkers to sand or shape curves with accuracy and power. Initially designed for woodworking, it is also capable of sanding or polishing metals such as stainless steel and aluminium.
