Stephen Fry In America: Mississippi
Sunday, 23 August 2009
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Stephen Fry begins his epic journey up the Mississippi in the sultry, voodoo-soaked streets of New Orleans on its busiest day of the year – Mardi Gras. He meets a Jewish voodoo priestess; an Iraqi war veteran who takes Stephen on a tour of the abandoned neighbourhoods destroyed by Hurricane Katrina; homeless people not living the American Dream; and takes a tour through Angola in Louisiana, one of America’s most notorious prisons.
In the Delta, Stephen gets the blues with actor Morgan Freeman at his club, and in Chicago Stephen drives guitar legend Buddy Guy around his old stomping grounds on the South Side. Forsaking calmness at the Transcendental Meditation HQ in Iowa, Stephen travels to Detroit, where he gets to drive a Model T and the latest Cadillac with its designer before enjoying the rustic beauty of an Amish farm and learning how to milk sheep in Wisconsin.

At the Mississippi’s source in Minnesota, Stephen learns how the Hmong refugees, so far from their opium growing villages in Laos, are adapting to the snowy wastes, before catching his first fish in forty years on the frozen Lake Minnetonka.

Talking Heads: Angry Anderson
Monday, 24 August 2009
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“You can’t ever value too highly hugs and kisses.” Could this be Angry Anderson speaking - the wild front man for Rose Tattoo? As Anderson tells Peter Thompson on Talking Heads, he has opened his life to affection and cuddles, attempting to overcome a childhood you wouldn’t wish on anyone. “There’s a stage of enlightenment in a man’s life and it comes - it usually comes hand in hand with age where you just think, I’m just going to tell the truth, nothing more to lose,” he says.
Rose Tattoo’s best-selling album was appropriately named Scarred For Life, but Anderson’s best-selling solo single was Suddenly, a gentle love ballad. Indeed, these days Anderson is just as well known for his charity work as for his music. He’s been awarded an AM for his work as a youth advocate and for supporting many charities. “My lyrics have always been about pain and angst, rising above it, coming to terms with it, beating it, and being better than people possibly might think of you,” says Anderson.
Born Gary Anderson in 1947, he grew up in Coburn, Melbourne living in fear of his father. Listening to the radio as an escape, his favourite performers were Doris Day and Tommy Dorsey. His uncle Ivan, a drummer in a swing band was an important mentor. Surprisingly, Anderson maintains that Rose Tattoo is essentially a swing band, despite the fact he often came off stage bloodied and bruised. In one song Suicide City, he would tighten the microphone cord around his neck until he passed out.

Anderson is not nearly as angry these days, but says he remains determined to spread an openness of spirit that was decidedly absent in his own youth. “It’s a wonderful moment when you’re dropping your 18 year old off in front of his workmates and he will lean into the car and say, ‘Kiss daddy, kiss’.”

Ashes To Ashes
Monday, 24 August 2009
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When a prostitute named Trixie makes a complaint of rape, Alex (Keeley Hawes) has a job persuading her stubborn DCI that raping a prostitute is even possible. Only the resemblance of Trixie’s injuries to that of a recent murder victim, Delphine Parkes, is enough for Gene (Philip Glenister) to want to investigate the matter further. 
Injuries aside, the two victims couldn’t be further apart. Trixie is a street-wise tart, whereas Delphine was a devout church-goer who sang in the local choir. Gene believes that one is more of an innocent victim than the other; and Ray (Dean Andrews) and Chris (Marshall Lancaster) are inclined to agree. Alex feels she’s on a one-woman campaign to help Trixie and warn other working girls in the area. For the rest of CID, Alex’s zeal is hard to bear, especially when there’s another distraction in the form of Nina, a terrified young girl who refuses to leave the police station.

Trixie claims she was attacked by a staff member at a fancy-dress party held on a boat on the Thames. This leads Alex – and a reluctant Gene, Ray and Chris – on an undercover mission to find the man who fits Trixie’s description. With little to go on, they resort to disguises and inventive role-play. 

Alex is adamant that they need to stop this man before he attacks again, and eventually they find a suspect: a waiter named Ryan Burns, an original suspect in the Delphine inquiry and a fellow choir member. But Gene isn’t sure Alex has enough evidence to convict Burns. There is no apparent motive for the attacks and Burns’s influential employer is pressuring CID to release him. To make matters worse, Trixie nurses a secret that could put the whole case in jeopardy.

Finding The Fallen: Secret Trench
Tuesday, 25 August 2009
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The story behind the biggest explosion to ever rock London during the First World War is uncovered by the trench detectives this week.
They explore a once beautiful Belgian village that played a critical role in the final days of the war. A section of trench, that is not referenced on any military map from the era, is unearthed.

Within the trench is a collection of finds: a British Officer’s pair of leather gloves pulled off in a hurry and left inside out; a white silk scarf; a used ampoule of iodine; and an unusual ‘binder’ of canvas and bamboo.

The binder is revealed to be a rare Allied signaller’s kit for sending coded messages back to his gun battery. The trench is identified as a secret forward observation post.

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: Fremantle Prison
Thursday, 27 August 2009
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List. Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In this mini-documentary series, Chris talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past. Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

Built by convicts in the 1850s, Fremantle Prison is the best-preserved convict-built prison in Australia and is part of the earliest phase of European settlement in Western Australia. One of the last remaining links to the days of transportation, the prison was notorious for harsh conditions, including isolation in tiny cells. The conditions triggered wild riots in 1988 and the prison was decommissioned in 1991. Evidence of the hardships remains in the National Heritage-listed prison, including a flogging post, gallows and tunnels carved into its limestone foundations by prisoners.

The Suicide Tourist
Thursday, 27 August 2009
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The controversy about a person’s right to die at a time and place of their own choosing has become focused on the Swiss organisation Dignitas, and its founder, civil rights lawyer, Ludwig Minelli. Dignitas, based in Zurich Switzerland, is the only place in the world where a person seeking an assisted suicide can be helped to die, no matter where they are from. For a year, Oscar-winning Canadian director John Zaritsky had exclusive access to Dignitas, and its clients.
In The Suicide Tourist, Zaritsky tells two interwoven stories about suicide. In the first, he follows a terminally ill man, 59-year-old American Craig Ewert, through the last four days of his life - preparing to leave his adopted home in England for the last time, then on his journey to Zurich, and into the care of Dignitas, with whose help he will end his life. Dignitas - a kind of travel agency to the afterlife - has made all the arrangements.

His death takes place in a rented apartment, where a Dignitas employee prepares a fatal drink. With his wife Mary at his side, Craig swallows the poison, and slips quietly into a final sleep. 

In Switzerland, the law says only that suicide must not be assisted for personal gain. Ludwig Minelli believes the option of a painless and dignified death is a basic human right, and should be legal for all.

The second story in The Suicide Tourist follows Canadian couple George and Betty Coumbias, who test that philosophy, and the Swiss tolerance for a law that some say is giving Zurich a reputation for suicide tourism. George has terminal heart disease, and would like to choose the time of his death with the help of Dignitas; his wife Betty is determined to die with him, even though she is perfectly healthy.

Artscape: Artists At Work: Jon Cattapan

Over the last 30 years, Jon Cattapan has established a reputation as one of Australia’s most significant and prolific painters. Often described as ‘the poet of the floating metropolis’, much of Cattapan’s work responds to the notion of what it means to be a human being in the 21st century urban environment. 
He is best known for his large cityscape paintings which reveal the shifting dynamics of the metropolis - charting the endless flow of information and mapping the psychological trajectory of its inhabitants. 
In July 2008, Cattapan decided to take a risk and step outside of his urban milieu. After years of deliberation he finally agreed to become an official war artist for the Australian War Memorial (AWM) and was deployed to Timor Leste. To his surprise what followed was an experience he describes as “one of my luckiest breaks in my life”.
Artscape: Artists At Work follows Cattapan’s journey to Timor Leste and then back to his studio, in an outer suburb of Melbourne, where he creates a series of art works for the AWM, based on his unique experiences as a war artist.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors is home to the brightest breakthroughs in technology, innovation and invention. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: designer Alison Page, surgeon and inventor Fiona Wood, and futurist and author Mark Pesce. Inventions featured on the program: 

STEM CELLS FOR EYE REPAIR – by inventors Dr Stephanie Watson and Dr Nick Di Girolamo from NSW. There are 10 million people around the world who are blind as a result of corneal disease. The cornea is the first part of the eye exposed to the environment and trauma, and is routinely replenished by a reservoir of stem cells that naturally recur within the eye. However, when these stem cells are damaged or depleted, the result is permanent blindness. Until now, the only way to cure this blindness is to hope for a donor eye and a successful transplant.

In a world-first breakthrough, Dr Stephanie Watson, ophthalmic surgeon, and Dr Nick Di Girolamo, Director of the Ocular Diseases Research Unit at UNSW, have pioneered a technique to cure corneal disease-related blindness. In a pilot clinical trial, the inventors harvested stem cells from a healthy region of the eye. The cells were placed on a therapeutic contact lens and immersed in a serum for 10 days. The stem cells grow inside the contact lens, which is then placed onto the patient's diseased eye for a further two weeks. The stem cells transferred from the contact lens to the patient's cornea where they were able to heal damaged parts of the eye. Several weeks after the procedure, significant improvements were recorded in each patient, successfully returning sight to the eye.

ROBOCAM PRO – by inventor Christopher Robin Collins from NSW. Making movies is an expensive business, especially when you want long, sweeping camera movements that follow the action wherever it goes. Christopher Robin Collins is a filmmaker with 35 years of experience in the industry. His invention, the Robocam Pro, is an innovative and lightweight motion control crane. The motorised crane can seamlessly move across every axis, with or without an operator. In stark contrast to motion control cranes used in expensive Hollywood productions, Robocam Pro is priced so that an independent filmmaker or small production company can buy it outright and own it for future productions.

BLUPOINT – by inventor Graham Gibbon from WA. Mining excavators break apart rock and earth with pointed ends known as bucket teeth. In a mine with tough rock, a bucket tooth lasts an average of three days. These worn down teeth, at least half their original size, are not recycled. They are simply thrown away or melted down to scrap metal and replaced at a cost of around $2000 each. Blupoint is a recycled alternative to replacing bucket teeth every time they wear down. It is a fitting made from hardened steel that is welded to the worn tooth. The fitting lasts as long as a conventional replacement tooth and is at least 30% cheaper. Blupoint creates significant cost savings, as well as increasing local employment opportunities for welders, and helping the environment.

Catalyst

Australian Museum Eureka Prizes – 20th Anniversary
In the 20th Year of the OSCARS of Australian science, the Australian Museum and Catalyst celebrate the most outstanding scientific achievements in research, innovation, leadership, school science, and science communication.

Graham Philips is joined by his colleagues, Paul Willis, Jonica Newby, Mark Horstman and Maryanne Demasi, to talk to past and present winners, leading scientists and celebrities, all keen to discover the Eureka winners for 2009. Catalyst looks at the impact of the Eurekas over 20 years and discovers how receiving a Eureka prize can transform a scientist’s career.

Professor Ove Hoegh-Guldberg – winner 1999, for research into the impact of global warming on coral reefs.“It was a huge blast in terms of my confidence.” Ove’s work confounded scepticism and led to the recognition that sea temperature increases cause the bleaching of coral reefs. He says, “Science points to us losing the Great Barrier Reef as a coral-dominated ecosystem within thirty to fifty years.”

Associate Professor Elizabeth Harry – winner 2002, for research into bacterial multiplication “The Eureka Prize is the most satisfying prize to win in science... It judges your science, what you’ve actually discovered, its significance and being able to share that with the public.” In 2002 Elizabeth was head hunted by the University of Technology Sydney before her award had even found its way to her mantelpiece.
