	Michael Butcher and Phil Palmer were die-hard Londoners, loft-livers in the heart of Soho - until they fell in love with the beautiful location of Christmas Farm near Newbury.  Smitten, they soon took the dramatic life changing decision to throw in their urban media jobs and move lock, stock and barrel to the country.  They faced two big problems however - firstly there was an agricultural tie on the land, so Phil and Michael would have to become farmers.  Second problem was the uninspiring faux-alpine timber chalet serving as a farmhouse - it had to go.  But Phil and Michael weren't happy to build a regular brick farmhouse to replace it - they wanted a 21st century farmhouse unlike anything the area had seen before.
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Determined to bring a bit of urban glamour to the idea of the traditional farmhouse, Phil and Michael's radically reinterpreted version would cleverly combine a vast, white, dramatic open-plan party-pad upstairs, with muddy functional farming spaces downstairs.  As the builders get to work on the extraordinary hand-crafted flint exterior, complete with a vast parallelogram window, Phil and Michael have to juggle construction with farming the land.  In order to make it all work financially, they also establish a new micro-brewery in the barn.
Really wanting to put their stamp on their farming future, Phil and Michael change the name of Christmas Farm to The Two Cocks and soon Two Cocks ale is being knocked back by the barrel in their local pub.  It's a radical lifestyle change and a radical building for this part of the world.  But will their super-modern new hybrid home and farmhouse really allow them to live up to their rallying cry: "white rugs for farmers!"?

In this episode we will test how creative our Life children are as they approach a known tipping point in creativity levels. Scientists around the world recognise the ‘fourth grade slump’ - an age when creativity declines as children become less spontaneous, more fearful of risk and more inclined towards conformity.
Creativity may seem to be abstract, but it has in fact been measured for decades.  Dr David Cropley, a leader in the field of innovation and creativity, takes our children through a series of creative exercises in the Life Lab and the results are astounding. For the first time we will also test their parents as we examine what happens to our creativity as we grow up.
Creativity encompasses much more than artistic ability.  It enables people to approach problems and solutions in inventive ways. This episode tests whether creativity is more than just innate talent. Can it be taught? And are we as parents doing all we can to recognise it and to allow it to develop?
How will Declan solve the problem of a strong desire to be musical in the face of parental opposition? Does Sofia's highly-scheduled life mean she has less time to develop her creativity? Head First: The Orphan Business

	It's a business that's enabling one of the darkest crimes of this century and Australians are unwittingly helping the business to grow and flourish. It's the twisted world of orphanage tourism in Cambodia, where 'orphans' - around 75% of whom have parents - are used as pawns in an industry that turns over huge amounts of money annually, much of it coming from well-intentioned Australians.
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The desire of tourists to 'help' orphans - either as day tourists, volunteer tourists or donors - means there's a huge amount of money on offer if you can start up an orphanage. And many Cambodians are doing just that: stocking them with children they rent, buy or borrow from extremely poor parents (often in rural areas) with promises of a better life in the city.
Australian Steve Morrish is trying to fight the problem head-on. The ex-detective from Melbourne has formed SISHA, an organisation designed to hunt down people or groups who try to exploit children. SISHA works with locals and police but their core focus is investigations - hunting down the bad guys - and that's what Sabour goes over to get involved in.
A case has come up that involves a group of missing children in the capital city.  SISHA starts tracking down every lead and once they have one, Steve enlists Sabour to go undercover to confirm where the children are being held. But Sabour's desire to find the kids ends up getting him into a situation that is far more dangerous than he could ever have imagined.
