Message Stick: Something To Celebrate

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Over two weeks, ABC TV’s Message Stick celebrates its 10th birthday in two shows - Something To Celebrate (Sunday 9 August) and Movers And Shakers (Sunday 16 August) by throwing a party and revisiting some of the most inspirational stories shown on the program over the last decade.
The two programs are a testament to the many extraordinary documentaries produced by our best Indigenous filmmakers over the years. As Aboriginal feature film director and writer, Richard Frankland says, “We’ve got great artists - Kev Carmody, Warwick Thornton, Deb Mailman - all these wonderful storytellers. We don’t need other people to tell our stories anymore. We’ve got Message Stick and our wonderful voice makers to tell our stories.”

Something To Celebrate revisits some of Message Stick’s most memorable moments and characters including Cathy Freeman and Deb Mailman, and breaks out of the usual documentary format to have segments from the 10th birthday party itself, filmed in front of a live studio audience. The party features three live acts to complement short historical segments - Casey Donovan, the youngest ever winner of Australian Idol, and her cousin, soul singer Emma Donovan; former Bangarra dancer, Albert David; and stand up comedian, Sean Choolburra, whose credits include the Melbourne Comedy Festival, the Edinburgh Fringe Festival and Channel 7’s Thank God You’re Here.

Message Stick is the latest program produced by the ABC’s Indigenous Programs Unit (IPU). The IPU was established by the ABC in 1987 with the objective of becoming a centre of excellence for the production of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander television in Australia, and to promote a greater understanding between Indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians. Something To Celebrate applauds this achievement.

Stephen Fry In America: New World
Sunday, 9 August 2009
New Series
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British actor, writer, presenter and author, Stephen Fry, was very nearly an American. In the 50s, just before Stephen was born, his father was offered a job at Princeton University, but chose to turn it down. And so, Stephen was born in NW3 rather than in NJ, New Jersey, and born a Stephen, not a Steve. 
In this six-part series Stephen travels, mostly in a London cab (hired in the US), through all 50 states of the country that he could have nearly called home and which has always fascinated him. Along the way, he visits each state, hearing its song, visiting its landmarks and distinctive sites, looking at its unique and quaint laws, talking to its citizens and discovering the true natures of the 50 individual parts that make up the whole.

He takes in the small town life of Independence Day parades, PTA meetings, Summer Camp and cherry-pie bake-offs, the local elections, pageants and swap-meets. From Minnesota in winter to Death Valley, the Badlands, bayous, boondocks and southern plantation houses, Stephen learns that each state contains something marvellous and particular to its people, landscape and urban environments.

In this first episode, Stephen explores the states that make up New England, before heading south to the nation’s capital and ending up at the civil war battlefield of Gettysburg in Pennsylvania.

As he takes to the road, driving through the autumn colours to uncover what really makes America tick, he meets Presidential hopefuls in New Hampshire, witches in Salem, nuclear submariners in Connecticut, deer hunters and small time mobsters in New York City, a Rhode Island socialite, a lobster fisherman in Maine, ice cream blenders in Vermont and car washers in New Jersey.

The Last Enemy

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Stephen (Benedict Cumberbatch) comes face to face with his brother Michael (Max Beesley) - whom he buried just days earlier. Despite Stephen's claims that Yasim (Anamaria Marinca) is safe, Michael remains suspicious and follows Stephen to Russell's (Robert Carlyle) hideout. 
Michael emerges out of the shadows and is reunited with Yasim. Russell is shocked to learn of Michael, but angry they have compromised him and his hideout, so he destroys it and leaves them to fend for themselves. 

Nye (David Harewood) and Gibbon (Christopher Fulford) visit a detention centre where a refugee has died from the mysterious virus and find Cooper (Paul Higgins) there, about to perform an autopsy. Nye makes some calls and a clean-up team arrives to remove the body. 

Michael persuades the furious Yasim and Stephen to work with him. He's narrowed the tainted vaccine down to one batch - EZ759 - and wants to blow the conspiracy of silence open. But they need a blood sample from a sick refugee who came in with Michael, which means getting to them before Bepa (Ovidiu Niculescu) helps them disappear. 

They arrive at the station just as an alarm sounds and the refugees are removed by police. Michael and Yasim slip away but Stephen is taken to Eleanor (Eva Birthistle). She tells him that Inquirendo will fund the next five years of his research if he leaves now. Thinking he's lost Yasim, Stephen reluctantly agrees, but as he reaches the airport he has a revelation. 

When Turney (Geraldine James) and Eleanor learn Stephen didn't get his flight they use TIA to strip him of the ability to use his ID. 

Within 12 hours of having his ID taken away, Stephen is a shell of his former self. Desperate for help, he goes to see Cooper.

Compass: My Brother, Balibo And Me
Sunday, 9 August 2009
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Two years ago Paul Stewart was dying of liver failure. The former punk rocker’s life of hard drinking and drugs had caught up with him, and he’d been waiting in a Melbourne hospital for 16 months for a donor liver.
“I couldn’t eat anything and was throwing up blood and getting new blood transferred in all the time, and just waiting for that liver… every night crying myself to sleep,” he tells Compass.

A priest had said final prayers when a nun appeared at his bedside. Paul had never met her before but she promised to get all her religious sisters in East Timor to pray for him. Within days Paul received a new liver.

Paul believes his survival was quite simply a miracle which he attributes to the sudden appearance of Sister Helena who, ironically, came from the very place that had robbed him of his brother more than 30 years before. 

Paul was 14 when his older brother Tony, a TV sound recordist, was killed with four other Australian-based newsmen in the remote East Timorese village of Balibo.

Paul channelled his adolescent anger over his brother’s death into Australia’s emerging punk rock scene and by the 1980s he was in a band called The Painters & Dockers. Signature tunes included Die Yuppie Die and Nude School.

Later he befriended a young East Timorese exile in Melbourne, Gil Santos, whose father disappeared during Indonesia’s 25 year occupation. Together they started a band called The Dili Allstars. 

“We wanted to support East Timor’s fight for independence and music became the perfect vehicle,” says Paul.

Since then the pair have raised money for all sorts of projects in East Timor.

This story is told in Paul’s own words. He goes on a trip to East Timor, his second since his life-saving liver transplant. Accompanied by Gil “the brother I gained” Paul takes along a donor gift of 30 acoustic guitars. He and Gil give them to young, impoverished arts and music students in Dili. They also visit the Alma nuns, qualified physiotherapists, who work with disabled children in the outlying slums.

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Swapping the Ford Cortina for a red Audi Quattro, DCI Gene Hunt (Philip Glenister) rolls up his sleeves and embraces the ‘80s in the sequel to the critically acclaimed and phenomenally popular Life on Mars.
Set in 1981, everyone’s favourite politically-incorrect cop, flanked by his faithful sidekicks DS Ray Carling (Dean Andrews) and DC Chris Skelton (Marshall Lancaster), turns his attentions to taking on the ‘southern nancy’ criminal scum in the nation’s capital.

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The second series of this acclaimed program returns to uncover the past and solve mysteries using a mixture of archaeology, forensics and geneaology.
In Northern France, an excavation yields evidence of WW1 mortar bombs. Its position reveals it to be a trench that was key to the Allied taking of ‘Hill 70’ during the summer of 1917.

The trench detectives begin a search for the tight-knit band of brothers who fought there, revealing the name of a Canadian soldier who led the group into battle. As they close in on how he came to be there, they uncover the moving, Dickensian story of this ‘Barnardo Boy’.

The soldier was the eldest of three English orphans rescued from the crushing slums of a northern steel town in Britain and shipped to Canada where the children were sent their separate ways. None were told where the others were, but all were bound by a strong desire to reunite.

This Barnardo Boy episode was awarded the 2009 Golden Sheaf for Best History Documentary.

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No matter who you are or what you do, every aspect of your life is now governed by the law, from where you walk, how much you can drink, to how you should behave in public. But hardly any of us know how laws came into being.
In this four-part series, Tony Robinson goes on a fascinating and sometimes bizarre journey to discover where English laws came from, who made them and why. From trials of boiling water, through the decapitation of a king, to the emergence of modern democracy, it’s a journey that starts 2,000 years ago and remains unfinished today.

Tony finds out how the Normans created the first surveillance society, how today’s compensation culture was started by the Anglo Saxons and how a man whose body is kept in a London cupboard inspired us to stop stringing up people and locking them up instead.

Throughout his historical journey, Tony plays the part of the accused, judge, jury and executioner and discovers the often strange circumstances from which the main tenets of modern English law emerged.

In this episode, Tony journeys back to the Dark Ages, before laws were written down and trials involved harsh physical ordeals. But by the end of this period, the Saxons had created the very first sophisticated legal systems of courts and juries some 200 years before they were formally introduced.

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: De Groot's Sword
Thursday, 13 August 2009
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
In the third season of five-minute mini-documentaries in the National Treasures series, Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List.

He talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past.

Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In the second mini-documentary of the series, Chris takes a closer look at Francis De Groot’s famous sword. De Groot, an Irish-born right-wing agitator, upstaged the 1932 opening of the Sydney Harbour Bridge by slicing through the ceremonial ribbon moments before the NSW Premier Jack Lang could cut it. A lengthy court battle followed, establishing that De Groot, not Lang, had legally opened the bridge. The antique sword he wielded, now held by a private collector has thus cemented its place as an Australian national treasure and is now included in the National Heritage List.

Whatever! The Science Of Teens
Thursday, 13 August 2009
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Science reveals that irrational, inexplicable teenage mood swings aren’t only normal, they’re helpful and beneficial - even if they are painful for parents and teens alike. Teenagers may be sulky and surly one moment, exuberant and ecstatic the next. And it’s more than hormones that brings on these extreme teen mood swings, it’s their developing brains that are also to blame. Teens are at a cerebral crossroads; their brains driving new ways of thinking and feeling, and how teens learn to manage their moods can either empower or derail them for the rest of their lives.
The Teens: In this episode we meet four young Australians each with their own story to tell about the emotional roller coaster of being a teen. The science behind teen moods is told through each personal experience. Aaron, Estelle, Sarah and Rebecca are all experiencing life as a teen in different ways and talk about their moods and situations. The independence seeker, the popular kid, the misfit and the depressive all face their own challenges of mood as they negotiate their way through the teenage years. 

The Science: The latest science shows that typical teen moods have very little to do with the effects of pubertal hormones. Scientists have recently found that the teen brain is itself in conflict, caught between heightened sensitivity to emotions, while at the same time lacking the skills to control feelings. At the same time teenagers’ brains are going through this transformation, teens are thrust into a volatile and unstable social world. It’s a perfect storm for emotional upheaval, negativity and just plain teen angst, but it’s also an essential part of becoming an adult.

Consuming Kids: The Commercialisation Of Childhood

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With virtually no government oversight or public outcry, the multi-billion dollar youth marketing industry in America has been able to use the latest advances in psychology, anthropology and neuroscience to transform American children into one of the most powerful and profitable consumer demographics in the world.
American kids now influence an estimated $700 billion in annual spending, targeted virtually from birth with sophisticated commercial appeals designed to sell everything from Hollywood merchandise and junk foods to iPods, mobile phones, and the family car. The result is that childhood itself has been commercialised. Consuming Kids traces the evolution and impact of this disturbing and unprecedented phenomenon, exposing the youth marketing industry's controversial tactics, and exploring the effect of hyper-consumerism on the actual lived experience of children.  Dr. Susan Linn, the Director of the Campaign for a Commercial-Free Childhood, explains: “This generation of children is marketed to as never before. Kids are being marketed to through brand licensing, through product placement, marketing in schools, through stealth marketing, through viral marketing. There’s DVDs, there’s video games, there’s the internet, there are iPods, there are cell phones. There are so many more ways of reaching children so that there is a brand in front of a child’s face every moment of every day.”

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The by-the-book, old-fashioned policing methods of Inspector George Gently (Martin Shaw) come under assault in the increasingly corrupt Met in London in the 1960s when the line between criminals and the police becomes more and more blurred.
A character adapted from the gripping Alan Hunter novels, George Gently is grief-stricken and disillusioned when an old foe, the vicious Joe Webster (Phil Davis) murders his wife in a hit and run. He vows to quit the force, but not before his informant tells him Webster is mysteriously present at a funeral in Northumberland of a young bikie Billy Lister (Christian Cooke) whose murder is being investigated.

He takes on the case as his final hurrah and encounters a young brash copper, Detective Sergeant John Bacchus (Lee Ingleby) whose policing methods are bordering on dodgy and who is working under a superior found to be planting evidence and running a drug ring.

Gently discovers a personal secret about Webster as he recognises more and more evidence of his grisly murder methods. He also becomes a father figure to Bacchus, determined to prevent him going the way of his corrupt superior and on a path to the iniquitous Met to pick up more bad habits.

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In the wake of Melanie’s (Gia Carides) final departure, and Eve’s (Susie Porter) separation from Art (Richard Roxburgh), the boys’ father Gerry (Nick Tate) suggests a family weekend away to reconsolidate emotionally and support Vance (Tom Long). Despite Art's reluctance, they leave later that day.
The men arrive at Bear Rock to find Gerry has tricked them into a men’s weekend workshop, which includes a confessional outpouring in a sacred tepee convened by leader, Black Elk. Art is not impressed by a man who thinks he’s a moose - especially when he confiscates his mobile phone! Men take turns revealing their deepest emotional issues and Vance finds himself unexpectedly connecting with Syd, the cross-dresser. The trip culminates in a confrontation between Art and Gerry about the 'pledge' Gerry made to his eldest son many years ago.

Finally revealing the truth of his sexuality, Dale (Tom Budge) makes the decision to leave the Far Out East in order to 'find' himself. Lizzy (Kathryn Beck) remains supportive despite her inward hurt - and as she continues to prepare for her baby, she feels limited by her options and her desire for something more.

Despite running into each other in town and being reminded once again why they fell for each other, Art and Eve can't seem to connect before Art is whisked away to the men’s retreat. He’s pleasantly compensated, though, when the first chapter of his romance novel raises interest with a publisher who suggests he could secure a lucrative writing contract.

When Carter (Craig Hall) announces that the CEO of Evagreen, Mitch, will fly into Broken Bay to consider Eve’s proposal for an eco village on the Palm Valley site, Eve rises to the challenge, and when Carter makes it clear his feelings for Eve are more than just professional, Eve is tempted by the prospect of untroubled romance and an exciting future.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

HYPER SLICER – by inventor Tek Temal from NSW. Kebab stores can be busy places, and a lot of customers mean a lot of time spent working in front of a steaming rotisserie.  This can be especially unpleasant in summer, when it can be 50 degrees Celsius standing in front of a hot doner. The cut of the meat can also be inconsistent, as each shop assistant cuts from a different angle and with different levels of skill, resulting in meat that is often too thick or too thin. Inventor Tek Temal is a mechanical engineer with a long family history of kebab shop owners. Having helped out in the family kebab stores he saw a huge gap in the market for an automatic solution to the problem.
Now the kebab industry is finally being upgraded with the Hyper Slicer, an accurate, hands-free kebab meat slicer. The invention is a robot that clips onto existing hand held slicers, so that when operated, it automatically moves the slicer to perfectly cut the meat while freeing the staff to perform other tasks in the store. The Hyper Slicer eliminates heat stress, provides consistent and perfectly cooked cuts of meat, and saves significant time, making life a whole lot easier when the 3am rush comes along.
MULTIMODE ENTANGLEMENT– by inventors Hans-Albert Bachor and Katherine Wagner from ACT. Effective and innovative communication technology is the key to enhancing growth and opportunity in business, with faster and more secure computers a must. Quantum Entanglement is a method of transferring data through beams of light. Until now, this technology was limited by its inability to send multiple strands of data at one time. Dr Hans-Albert Bachor from the Australian National University, and PhD student Katherine Wagner, have achieved a significant breakthrough in this field.  By effectively merging two beams of light into one, they have greatly increased the amount of data that can be sent, allowing data to move from one computer to another with enhanced security at the speed of light.
FOXLIGHT – by inventor Ian Whalan from NSW. The feral fox is a major pest in Australia, costing an estimated $227.5 million annually in stock and native wildlife losses, as well as money spent trying to control them. The Foxlight simply and effectively combats the problem of stock loss through the innovative use of lighting mimicking movement, effectively deterring foxes throughout the night.
