	In this six-part series, COMPASS revisits influential religious and social movements in Australia’s recent past from Sunday School to the Maharishi, from the RSL to Women’s Lib. Some are grounded in powerful spiritual beliefs, others espouse philosophies and values that have changed lives and left a lasting legacy.
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In this episode, Compass takes a look at the RSL. Formed in Australia in 1916, the RSL was borne out of the camaraderie, concern and mateship shown by diggers for the welfare of their mates during and after the First World War. Originally based in clubrooms provided by philanthropic organisations, RSLs quickly sprang up in all states. With a strong membership base the RSL has been able to lobby for a federal repatriation system, service, disability and war-widow pensions, employment and retraining programs. It claims to be Australia’s first welfare agency, and welfare remains a prime function - although some believe its pokie clubs and business arm have taken over its original noble intent.

Robin takes up her search at the women’s camp where her confrontation with GJ gets her nowhere, even though she suspects GJ knows more than she’s telling. And a visit to Matt Mitcham’s house, leaves her feeling that he is guarding secrets they haven’t come close to uncovering.

	Popular wisdom used to be that people who 'had work done' were desperate and sad, with many Australians eschewing cosmetic surgery lest they ended up looking like frightened clowns in a wind tunnel. 
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But that opinion has been lasered away with Australians now spending $850 million-a-year on cosmetic surgery and that figure growing at 25 per cent per annum. These days, it’s not unusual for a 13 year-old to get liposuction or for plane-loads of Australian women to make Contiki-style tours to Thailand to be nipped and tucked.
