The Wild West: Billy The Kid

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David Leon (Cutting It, These Foolish Things) plays Billy The Kid.
Escapologist, lover, joker, charmer – everyone loved Billy. When he died, he was just 21 years old but he had killed six men.

Careful scrutiny of the many original letters written by The Kid, and reports drawn from government files reveal an amazing truth. The government had promised Billy The Kid immunity from prosecution for his first two killings, both of which happened as part of a cattle war where all law had broken down on the frontier.

But once Billy had served his purpose as a prosecution witness, the deal was not honoured.

Billy was forced back on the run, turned back to crime, killed two more men and was captured. 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Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors presents our Bright Sparks Special! Kids are taking over the studio, as the country’s brightest young people show their inventiveness. The inventors are kids, the judges are kids and even James may have met his match… The panel is made up of kids who have already appeared on the show as inventors.
Rachel Latimer, aged 15, was The New Inventors 2008 Bright Spark Award winner. She invented the Easy Girth, a device to help her tighten the girth on her horse’s saddle. Arda Yilmaz, aged 15, was the first person under 18 to present his invention on The New Inventors. He appeared in the first series when he was just 9 years old, with his Super Mixer Turbo, to help automatically stir cooking pots in his parents’ takeaway shop. Lisa Bell, aged 16, appeared on the show two years ago with her Button Doer Upperer, a device to help her father, who was suffering from arthritis and carpal tunnel syndrome, do up his shirt buttons without pain.

Inventions featured on the program: 

SURFVIBE - Hunter Conochie, aged 10, from Queensland’s Gold Coast loves to surf, but sometimes it can get him into trouble. He often loses track of time while he's out having fun on the waves. Meanwhile, his mum is waiting for him on the beach with no way to call him in. Surfvibe is a vibrating waterproof device that is strapped across a surfer’s arm or leg, allowing them to be signalled by someone up to 600m away. Hunter is now on his third prototype!
WHALE CALF FEEDER - Heidi Goodall, aged 16, from NSW wondered why Colin - the abandoned baby humpback whale beached in Sydney’s Pittwater in August last year – couldn’t be saved. When she saw that he had to be euthanised because he couldn’t be fed fed artificially or led back out to sea, she wanted to find a solution. The Whale Calf Feeder is designed to provide a temporary way to supply the nutrients a stranded whale calf might need to have the strength to return to the open sea.
VISIBILITY VEST - Austin Teakel, aged 18, from Wagga Wagga NSW was just a young guy enjoying his motorcycle until a near miss turned him into an inventor. When he was nearly run over because a car driver didn't notice that Austin was indicating and braking, he decided he needed to make his intentions more visible. The Visibility Vest, powered by the motorcycle’s wiring, makes motorcyclists safer by putting the blinkers and brake lights at the eye level of car drivers.

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: Royal Exhibition Building
Thursday, 17 September 2009
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List. Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In this mini-documentary series, Chris talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past. Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

In the seventh documentary of the series, Chris visits Melbourne’s Royal Exhibition Building - an architectural masterpiece of the 19th century which showcased Australia’s arrival on the world stage as an economic powerhouse. Victoria, initially fuelled by the gold rush, boasted the largest exhibition building in the world with its annexes combining to cover 14 hectares. Some two million people attended the centenary exhibition, nearly twice Victoria’s population. The National and World Heritage-listed Royal Exhibition Building was used for the opening of the first Australian Federal Parliament in 1901 and served as a wrestling venue during the 1956 Olympics. It is the only exhibition building from that period remaining in the world.

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Tonight on Collectors we have a program of infinite variety and sparkle.
Jon Williamson is a scavenger and collector of discarded metal contraptions; bird skulls, bits of timber and patterned creations of nature such as sea urchins. Deconstructed typewriters and piano keyboards are the favoured feed-stock for his resultant gothic-style jewellery. Elaborate necklaces made from dozens of type bars (the bits that go ‘clack’) from early typewriters, topped with a stylised finch skull, are standout examples of this collector’s art.

Adrian Franklin takes us into the increasingly popular era of loft living. Not only are old industrial buildings and warehouses becoming hot property for conversion into apartments and flats, but all sorts of old industrial furnishings and bric-a-brac are being spruced up to go into them. Adrian shows us what to look for, how to use it and where to get it.

‘Roving Eye’ Gordon Brown takes us down arts and crafts memory lane with an exhibition of the works of prominent Queenslander L.J. Harvey, who was a teacher, sculptor, wood carver and potter par excellence.

We meet a musician dubbed ‘Australia’s only classical pop star’. Jane Rutter is one of the few classical flautists in the world who happily and successfully crosses over into jazz and pop, and back again. To help her do this she has a collection of 60 flutes of all descriptions. Her ‘Stradivarius’ is a handsome flute of great beauty, being entirely crafted out of 14-carat gold and sterling silver.

Artscape: Marc Newson In Conversation

This week on Artscape, Fenella Kernebone chats to legendary Australian designer Marc Newson.

Newson is one of the world's most popular industrial designers. Born in Sydney in 1963, he graduated in jewellery and sculpture at the Sydney College of the Arts back in 1984. Today, with a career spanning over 20 years, Newson has worked for studios in Sydney, Tokyo, Paris and London, and designed everything from chairs, watches and kitchen gadgets to surfboards, cars and jet aeroplanes.
Newson is now known internationally as the undisputed star of ‘design art’. He even has permanent collections of his work in New York’s Museum of Modern Art, London’s Design Museum and Australia’s Powerhouse Museum. In April this year his iconic Lockheed Lounge again broke world auction records for a living designer selling for over two million Australian dollars. Adding to the numerous design awards under his belt, this year he received the 2009 Australian International Design Award of the Year for the Qantas A380 Economy seat.

Pedigree Dogs
When does breeding dogs to win show prizes become an animal welfare issue? A recent BBC documentary shown on ABCTV, Pedigree Dogs Exposed, has fuelled a heated debate in the UK. Animal welfare interests and breeders of show dogs are pitted against each other as they argue over how much in-breeding is appropriate for pedigree dogs. Following up on the controversial BBC documentary, Dr Jonica Newby investigates some Australian pedigree dogs.  

Cavalier King Charles Spaniels are just gorgeous, their appealing looks and good nature make them perfect pets for young children. Prize-winning Cavaliers (in the UK) are bred to have cute little heads, to satisfy the judging criteria laid down by the famous Kennel Club of the United Kingdom. But they can have significant health problems. For some, their scull is too small to house their brain and the resultant pressure causes involuntary movements and excruciating pain. A qualified veterinary doctor, Jonica Newby gives the Australian Cavaliers and some other pedigrees a bit of a health check
Imaginary Friend 
It is estimated that 65% of children will have an imaginary friend in the first 8 years of their life and for many parents it can be quite alarming - if not frightening - to discover their child’s latest best friend is merely a figment of their imagination. But, imaginary friends are not the unhealthy individuals they’re often thought to be – quite the opposite in fact. 
Developmental psychologists have been looking into the benefits of having imaginary friends and they’ve found that children with virtual buddies have more developed language skills, and perhaps an earlier development of a ‘theory of mind’. Dr Graham Phillips caught up with a researcher who is discovering that, for children at least, the benefits of exercising a vivid imagination can be very real.
Dugongs
Despite being a protected species little is known about the enchanting dugong. 
It’s feared the impact of fishing and loss of habitat could be pushing them to the brink of extinction. To better understand them and secure their future, marine biologists in Queensland are carrying out extensive research into the dugongs’ behaviour and breeding patterns. Surfing scientist, Ruben Meerman dives in to lend a hand.
