Yellowstone: Summer

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As the spring melts the winter snow, the full extent of Yellowstone is gradually revealed. Now, from the surrounding lowlands, herds of elk, pronghorn and bison return from their winter feeding grounds to take advantage of America’s richest natural grasslands, right in the heart of Yellowstone. In only a few weeks, a brutally harsh deep freeze has been transformed into a flower-decked nursery perfect for the year’s newborn animals. There is also a new cast of characters that emerge bleary-eyed from hibernation as grizzly bears begin to teach their young the secrets of survival in Yellowstone: how to hunt fish in the still-frozen rivers and, as the season progresses, when to move out through valleys and grasslands into summer forests and up into Yellowstone’s alpine peaks. 
In this spectacular wilderness, over 10,000ft high, they slide and scrabble, hunting millions of tiny moths buried under rocks on the barren slopes. But summer here is fickle. Even on Midsummer’s Day, winter can descend from the surrounding mountains bringing punishing snows to fragile flower meadows. August is the only month in the year when it does not snow, but then, just as it seems the easy living of summer has finally arrived, it is brought to an abrupt end as fires sweep through the forest, laying Yellowstone to waste.

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Historian Bettany Hughes explores the ‘Golden Age’ of ancient Athens at the dawn of democracy. Can Athenian democracy live up to its reputation as the place that we in the West cherish as the birthplace of freedom, equality and free speech? By looking behind the myth Bettany Hughes discovers what was really going on in Golden Age Athens.
This series uncovers brand new research about Athens, and the tensions between new ideas and traditional beliefs, and asks how it was that the city that championed democracy could also put to death its most famous thinker, the philosopher Socrates.

In the sixth century BC, Athens was run by tyrants, rulers who governed with absolute power, but when one young aristocrat decided to use ‘the power of the people’ on his side to defeat a rival, the genie was out of the bottle. Democracy was born.

Voting was restricted to male citizens born in Athens. Slaves and foreigners could not vote, and women not only could not vote, but also had to be veiled outside the home.

The most famous of all the generals, Pericles, built the Parthenon to celebrate Athens power, but he also took the city into a disastrous conflict, the Peloponnesian War, which was to be their ultimate undoing.

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The media is a hungry beast – it devours everything and is never satisfied. Now, 19 newcomers to television – recruited after a nationwide call for young talent - are being given the opportunity by the ABC to feed the beast. 
Each week, they will produce a half-hour of topical TV, as well as daily web content, bringing viewers news from outside the loop. This means they are being asked to find stories that aren’t part of the regular news cycle – or to cover stories that are, from a fresh angle. They have been given one editorial instruction: “tell us something we don’t know”. Beyond that they are being encouraged to use every skill they have – humour, curiosity, passion, bullshit-detection and good old-fashioned snooping around - to bring us the world as they see it, re-mixed.

The Hungry Beast website will feature new original stories from the Hungry Beast team each day. Hungry Beast on the web will also be a community where the audience can contribute stories to the website, and potentially have them broadcast on the TV program.

What will Hungry Beast look like? Laughs Denton, “Hard to say. I expect it’s going to be pretty rough around the edges to begin with – an unusual hybrid of journalism, comedy and… something else. These guys have been instructed to be rigourous in what they do, but also to take creative risks. I don’t think we’re really going to know what the show is until we see it. It probably won’t even start to achieve its potential til the end of its first season. When people ask the team what the show is going to be, they usually respond by saying it will be somewhere between the 7.30 Report and the 7PMProject – so think of it as the 7.15 Reject.”

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: Bonegilla
Thursday, 1 October 2009
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List. Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In this mini-documentary series, Chris talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past. Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

In the ninth documentary of the series, Chris visits the Bonegilla Migrant Camp in Victoria, where more than 300,000 migrants had their first taste of Australian life, before moving out to transform Australia socially and culturally. Established in 1947 to house post-war immigrants, the National Heritage-listed property was a spartan former army camp with the most basic facilities. Isolated and primitive, it was freezing in winter, hot in summer, had shared bathrooms and laundries, and pit latrines. Riots erupted in 1952 after the suicide of three young residents triggered widespread dissatisfaction with the standard of living. Conditions improved soon afterwards and the camp continued operating until 1971. Today, Block 19 is all that remains of 28 blocks – an historical artefact of Australian post-war immigration.

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Two Sydneysiders question the notion of civilised society. They are marrying into Vanuatu’s tribal culture, a rich and sustainable existence. 
Filmmakers Larry Gray and Mary O’Malley are about to be married in the tradition of the Namal people of Vanuatu’s Tanna island. Mary and Larry discovered the Namal people years ago while making a documentary series. They stayed in one of the many villages on Tanna that practise a ‘kastom’ lifestyle, that is one that has no need of modern trappings, including money. The Namal get all their basic needs from their gardens and they don’t just subsist, they thrive. Larry believes they can do that too. Mary wants to believe it.

Larry and Mary and their nine-year-old son, Ryley, lead fairly typical middle-class lives, juggling work and school commitments, paying bills, rushing to and fro. They barely know their neighbours or indeed anyone in their street. This is starkly contrasted with their experiences on Tanna with its eco-friendliness and strong communal support.

The traditional Namal wedding on Tanna is a joyous occasion and for the city guests the couple bring along, the island lifestyle is a shock and a delight, but is the tension for Larry and Mary between idealism and realism too great?

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to improve the way we live. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: surgeon and inventor Professor Fiona Wood, agricultural scientist Chris Russell, and designer and inventor Sally Dominguez.

Inventions featured on the program: 

RAYMAX – by inventors Ray Ng and Max Cherry from VIC. No matter how hard we try, it’s inevitable that from time to time we’ll all reach the front door of our homes and realise the keys are inside. If someone is home it's a mere inconvenience, but if the house is empty you've got a real problem. Max Cherry is an award winning locksmith, having received the highest recognition in the industry. He has partnered with Ray Ng, a fellow TAFE locksmith teacher, to invent the Raymax.

Raymax uses biometric technology that allows people's fingerprints to be the key to their homes. In the past, biometric locks have been excessively complicated systems that are expensive and not compatible with existing locks. Raymax can be retrofitted to any existing lock. The system powers down automatically to conserve battery life and self-activates whenever a finger is placed on the reader. One hundred fingerprints can be programmed into the system, and stored fingerprints can be deleted if you decide to deny someone access. And in case you’re wondering, a finger changes shape if it is severed and cannot activate the system, so criminals shouldn’t get any wild ideas...

HY TRI PACK – by inventor Tony Henry from VIC. Tractors are used for more than just transport on a farm. They also provide a power source for lots of other farm machinery. However, it is nearly impossible to get all the work done if you are only using a tractor. Tony Henry, who once created the robot Sergeant Bash for the BBC show ‘Robot Wars’, has invented the Hy Tri Pack, a hydraulic power pack that can transform a ute into a tractor. This enables farmers to get work done a lot faster, as a ute can travel up to 100 km an hour. The invention can be used for a wide range of agricultural applications, more efficiently and cost effectively than previous methods.

INTERNAL BORE CASING CUTTER – by inventor Chris Davidson from QLD. Legally, we only own the top 6 inches of our land, so when a mining company wanted to do exploration work on Chris Davidson's farm he didn't have a choice. During this time, the company dug numerous bore holes. At the end of the process, they had to dig holes 6 metres wide so that a man could climb in, cut the top off the bore casing, and seal it off. This was very disruptive for his farming and life. The Internal Bore Casing Cutter cuts the pipe from the inside eliminating the need for large holes and ensuring there is significantly less disturbance of farmers’ land.

Prostate Testing
Prostate cancer is the second most common cause of cancer deaths among males. Testing for it involves a simple blood test to measure the Prostate Specific Antigen, or PSA test. For years, public health messages encouraging “early cancer detection” have been loud and clear. We've all been told that the best defence against cancer is to get tested and for the earliest possible detection and treatment. But prostate cancer is different. It is estimated that 50% of screened prostate cancers are never destined to cause you symptoms, let alone kill you. So there are an awful lot of men receiving potentially harmful treatments with serious side effects such as impotence and incontinence. Dr Maryanne Demasi investigates the pros and cons of cancer screening.
The Trouble with Tests 
Recent Australian research is throwing out a fundamental challenge to the way doctors look after their patients. If the findings are right, millions of dollars are being wasted on medical tests. It's not a plot or a conspiracy, it's done with the best will in the world, but doctors have been taught to diagnose and monitor people undergoing treatment with tests. But the evidence suggests it's misguided and could lead to risky treatment changes. Dr Norman Swan takes a close look at what can become a long and expensive run on the medical treadmill and offers some suggestions on how to get off. 
Prostate Treatment 
Dr Maryanne Demasi meets with a number of men who have recently received a cancer diagnosis and are now faced with making the decision to proceed with treatment. Treatment options for prostate cancer come with a range of side effects like impotence, incontinence and sometimes rectal bleeding. For many men the impotency and incontinence are more fearful than the cancer itself. Treatment options range from radiotherapy to the removal of the prostate itself. Dr Maryanne Demasi discovers that the choice becomes a very individual decision.
