Meanwhile, there are animals escaping everywhere. The film crew has left a gate open and some kangaroos have got out while Inger has to deal with squirrel gliders that have escaped in her car.

Human Planet: Mountains: Life In Thin Air

Many people have a deeply spiritual connection with high places, be they European mountain climbers, yak herders or descendants of the Inca. But these are also tough places where you have to fight for survival. 

Twice a year in Peru, the people of the high puna take part in the Ch'iaraje, a ritual battle with its roots in Inca tradition. It is deemed necessary for a good harvest with the spilling of blood required to appease the mountain. Traditionally, the conflict also ensured the people of each village were equipped to defend their land ‑ the one thing most at a premium in the high mountains. 

The Q'eros people of the Andes seldom leave their secluded valleys, but once a year 30,000 pilgrims make the trek up to a sacred glacier at 4,500m to take part in the Q'oyullr Riti, the snow star festival. Part mountain worship, part Christian folk festival, the event is controlled by Ukukus (men dressed up as bears), who carve huge blocks of ice from the glacier that pilgrims use to bless their lands at home in order to ensure good future harvests.

The Long Goodbye

Our brain makes us who we are, it gives us our memories, our ability to think, to understand the world around us and it gives us our sense of self. All this is slowly stripped away for a person living with dementia. The Long Goodbye follows the journeys of three families living with dementia as they struggle to maintain the identity and dignity of those they love.

The film follows three families all at different stages in their condition: Michael, a criminal barrister with four teenage children was diagnosed with early onset Alzheimer's disease at the age of 49; Myrle, an elderly carer for her husband Ken who requires constant care and supervision; and finally Tom, a 72‑year‑old carer who is desperately struggling to look after his wife Brenda who is in the latter stages of her Alzheimer's disease.

Every week 1000 more Australians are diagnosed with dementia and the numbers continue to escalate in line with our ageing population. There are currently 245,000 Australians living with dementia and it's estimated that there will be over 1.13 million by 2050. Raised in the unparalleled optimism and prosperity of the '50s and '60s, the baby boomers are accustomed to controlling their own destiny. As the dementia epidemic looms it is unknown whether science will save them this time.

Middle Of The World: Eddie Perfect follows comedian, actor, composer, performer and Helpmann Award winner, Eddie Perfect as he joins forces with internationally acclaimed musicians, the Brodsky Quartet, to create Songs from the Middle.

The partnership is the brain‑child of the Australian National Academy of Music (ANAM) in order to provide its students with the opportunity to play outside the classical repertoire with some of the world's finest musicians.

Perfect, who has built a successful career around performing satirical songs in shows such as Shane Warne the Musical, decided to write a cycle of songs as a homage to his childhood suburb of Mentone on Melbourne's beachside. 

"The Mentone idea was one I'd been kicking around for a little while in my head, a kind of excuse to make peace, in a musical way, with a suburb I'd trashed since leaving," he says.

The UK‑based Brodsky Quartet is famous not only for its classical virtuosity, but for its genre‑busting collaborations with the likes of Bjork, Dave Brubeck and Elvis Costello. The group has never heard of Eddie Perfect, but embrace the Songs from the Middle project for its innovation, and the chance to mentor the ANAM musicians.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors presents an episode with ingenious creations for building and the environment. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: designer and inventor Sally Dominguez, eco‑designer Leyla Acaroglu, and guest judge electrical contractor Mark Rietbergen. 

Inventions featured on the program: 

ENVIROMESH ‑ by inventors Jon Scott and Andrew Richards from QLD

Jon and Andrew are plumbers who met on a building site and have been inventing together ever since. Over the years they started to notice the disadvantages of using steel to reinforce concrete structures, especially steel's predisposition to rust over time. This phenomenon is known as concrete cancer and is one of the main factors that reduces the life of a building.

Enviromesh is an innovative alternative to traditional steel concrete reinforcement. The invention is comprised of a recyclable polymer and glass fibre construction material. It is corrosion resistant and significantly improves the longevity of civil, industrial and residential structures with clear advantages in terms of environmental impact. 

SUREFOOT ‑ by inventor Neil Despotellis from VIC

Posts and poles are common in buildings and other structures. But a significant amount of materials and labour are required to secure the footings for posts. Neil Despotellis is a professional carpenter and general jack‑of‑all‑trades. He had a lot of trouble getting machinery into established backyards. In the end he often had to dig the holes by hand, making the whole job difficult and expensive.

Surefoot is a cost effective way to ground posts of any size without the need for digging, excavation or cement. A specially designed steel plate secures a series of pins, providing the strength needed to hold any post in place. A jackhammer is then used to push long poles into the ground providing a strong footing. Once in place, the invention can hold posts of any size, for virtually any purpose. 

REMOTE SOLAR ISOLATOR – by inventor Joe Hudson from NSW

Solar panels are great for the environment, but they do have a dangerous side. When the sun shines, solar panels act like a little sub-station, producing their own localised power and feeding it into the communal grid. Most of the time this is a great thing, but in an emergency such as a fire or flood you need to know that the current on your roof is not accumulating to a dangerous level.

The Remote Solar Isolator remotely switches off the combined voltage of a solar panel array in case of emergency. It stops the voltage from accumulating to a dangerous level, allowing emergency workers to safely access the roof of a house where solar panels are installed.

Koala Heatwave

Koalas get most of their moisture from the gum leaves that they eat while bushier trees also provide shade during hot weather.  However, as heatwaves increase in duration and frequency due to climate change, koalas are going to find it more difficult to survive ‑ but there's another battle looming.  Increased atmospheric carbon will make gum leaves less nutritious and more toxic.  Paul Willis travels to Gunnedah in NSW where a successful colony of koalas is feeling the heat.

Asthma Thunderstorm

Hay fever sufferers in Victoria rue the rye grass season, when airborne pollens bring on the uncomfortable symptoms.  However, a rare phenomenon that's caused by a perfect storm of weather conditions and airborne allergens can turn hay fever into an asthma attack.  Tanya Ha meets with researchers looking into the role rye grass plays in this explosive mix.

Iron Whales

Scientists suspect that like cows in a paddock, whales fertilise the ocean with their manure. The more marine plants grow, the more carbon dioxide the ocean absorbs.  Mark Horstman investigates the interaction of carbon absorbing phytoplankton, krill and baleen whales and meets scientists who are working to determine whether the iron in whale poo has a significant effect on sustaining phytoplankton.

Batphone

The aftermath of natural disasters such as earthquakes, tsunamis and bushfires is all the more chaotic when communications systems are knocked out.  Paul Willis meets telecommunications expert, Paul Gardener‑Stephens who has devised a means of using a series of mobile phones to create an effective network for communication and GPS tracking.

Poobiotics

Eucalyptus leaves are poisonous to most animals and are low in nutrients. Koalas, however, have a special bacteria in their stomachs that breaks down the toxins in the eucalyptus oil. But they aren't born with it - the essential digestive aid comes from the baby koala's mother and it's not in her milk.
