Compass: Hospital Chaplains: It's A Tough Job

	Every day in Australia over 40,000 patients are in hospital. While medicine tends their bodies, hospital chaplains tend their souls. Over eight episodes we follow our chaplains' journeys alongside the patients and their families at three major hospitals. They are Catholic, Protestant, Muslim, Jewish and Buddhist. Regardless of their faith, they all meet the same challenges - to help make sense of the mystery of illness, pain, suffering and despair. This series offers a unique bedside view of the daily life and death drama of hospital life through our chaplains' eyes.
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In this episode, Chaplain Di Roche supports a family as their son fights for life in ICU. The 21-year-old British backpacker is found close to death in the middle of the road and is rushed to Sydney's Royal North Shore Hospital. Dan has a severe traumatic brain injury and his parents have flown in from the UK to be by his bedside, not knowing if their son will live or die. While medical staff work around the clock to keep Dan alive, Chaplain Di is on hand for his parents, guiding and supporting them through their nightmare ordeal. Meantime, at Liverpool Hospital in Sydney's south-west, Chaplain Graham McKay finds himself at the bedside of a retired earthmoving driver who has terminal cancer. Neville asks Chaplain Graham, an Anglican minister, to help him prepare to die.

	Boyd (Trevor Eve) and his team burrow deep into the paranoid, polarised world of early 80s British national security, uncovering sabotage that goes to the heart of government today.
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Dr Grace Foley (Sue Johnston) discloses her intimate relationship with Murray (John McArdle - Brookside), the peace activist who dealt the fatal blow to a Ministry of Defence police officer during a guerrilla attack on a nuclear convoy. Viewing the footage, they see Piers (Adam Rayner) purposefully touching the warhead, backing up Grace's theory - that he wanted to be identified. 
Eve (Tara FitzGerald) discovers Piers was dying of bone marrow disease and it becomes clear that Lucy (Anna Chancellor - The Hour) is holding back. The reason for Piers's overnight conversion to the peace cause looks like sabotage. 
Nervous for his life now that the tape is out, Murray is anxious to speak with Lucy but she is executed, and suddenly he is in the frame. Boyd insists Grace bait Murray to get information. 
At the meet, Murray hands over the gun planted on him to Grace but Spence (Wil Johnson) misreads the exchange and intervenes, causing Grace to fall hard.

	This 70 minute biopic looks at the life of music legend Shirley Bassey.
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Born in Cardiff's Tiger Bay to a white mother and Nigerian father, Shirley was the youngest of eight children in a family living well below the poverty line. By the time she is a toddler the family has moved to the all white area of Splott. Shirley takes no prisoners when faced with racist taunts and the stares of local kids. By the time she is 12 Shirley has discovered she has an extraordinary voice and can earn money singing in pubs around the docks. By the age of 15 she is already singing and dancing in 'coloured review shows' popular in the 1950s. 
But it is a chance meeting with struggling agent Mike Sullivan that changes Shirley's life forever. He promises to make her a star, but has no idea of the personal sacrifice that will mean for the teenaged Shirley.
Sullivan controls every aspect of Shirley's career, guiding her to success. When she meets and falls in love with young film producer Kenneth Hume, the relationship between Shirley and her mentor is tested to the limit. Oblivious to rumours about Hume's sexuality, the two marry and the power struggle between the two men for control over Shirley's life threatens to destroy her.

Treacy remarks that it's one of his favourite hats because it annoyed so many people.

	Narrated by Alan Brough (Spicks And Specks) Wild Life At The Zoo is a fly-on-the-wall look into the workings of one of the world's most renowned zoos, Taronga - home to 340 species and 3,400 animals across 52 acres of prime real estate on the shores of Sydney Harbour.
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Over eight episodes viewers will be treated to a range of dramatic and heartfelt events revealing the intimate bond that exists between the animals and their keepers. Between high risk medical procedures, moving chimps to their new multimillion dollar sanctuary or helping with the birth of Sumatran cubs, this series shouldn't be missed. 
After years of planning, the Targona Zoo's entire chimp community is on the move to a new state of the art sanctuary providing them with more room to roam. It's no easy feat for keepers and vets as they try to relocate 18 of the zoo's most dangerous animals, including a bunch of burly teenage chimps which are planning an ambush on the current Alpha male chimpanzee, Lubutu.
The move has attracted the attention of international chimpanzee expert Dr Jane Goodall who believes the new sanctuary is world class and watches with interest as the relocation could provoke riots amongst the chimps. 
This process requires a team of vets who dart, anaesthetise, and restrain the chimps for the 300m journey to their new home but not all goes to plan as a routine health check on one of the chimps is marred by an emergency that puts the zoo on high alert.

Australia On Trial: Massacre At Myall Creek

	In Sydney in December 1838, seven men stand accused of the mass killing of a group of unarmed Aborigines.  The massacre of about 30 Wirrayaraay people at Myall Creek was the culmination of a series of conflicts between settlers and Aborigines in the Liverpool Plains region of NSW. The men responsible for the massacre included freed and assigned convicts who had spent a day unsuccessfully pursuing a group of Aborigines. When they came to Henry Dangar's Myall Creek Station, they discovered a group of Wirrayaraay who they rounded up and tied together.  The Aborigines were then led off and massacred. Two days later, the men responsible for the massacre returned to the scene of the crime to burn the bodies.
Twelve men are charged with murder. To most people in Sydney, the killings are simply the price of colonisation.  The Sydney Herald refers to ‘black animals’ unworthy of attention. The first trial finds 11 out of the 12 not guilty.  But there are dissenting voices and leading citizens attend an inaugural meeting of the Aborigines Protection Society to discuss Indigenous rights and Aboriginal claims of land ownership.  As the public debate becomes more heated, seven of the acquitted men are re-arrested to face re-trial.  This time, a key witness, George Anderson, whose testimony in the first trial had been half-hearted in fear of retribution, tells his story in graphic detail. The second trial delivers a new verdict - guilty.
The Judge sentences all seven men to death. After legal objections are exhausted and the Executive Council rejects petitions for clemency, the sentences are carried out.  The hanging of the seven European settlers for their part in the Myall Creek massacre causes controversy throughout the colony.  It leads to heightened racial tensions and hardened settler attitudes towards Aborigines.  But NSW Governor George Gipps is unrepentant - for him, the British Empire is a force for civilisation and this trial has again highlighted the need for Australia to look closely at its social and moral attitudes moving forward as an emerging nation.

A Very Short War
Thursday, 19 April 2012
	A Very Short War follows the life of pioneering Australian aviator, Cliff Carpenter, one of many Australians whose life was lost to war. The story is told through the eyes of Cliff's nephew and Australian actor, Bill Young (The Pacific, Hollowmen), as he embarks on a personal trek - travelling from Australia to New Zealand, Wales and Norway - to unearth  the truth behind the uncle he never knew, and the details surrounding his lonely death in a country half a world away from home.
By the early 1930s, 21-year-old Cliff Carpenter had designed and built his first aeroplane, initiated the first series production of Australian-designed aircraft, and was soon barnstorming rural New South Wales with his aerial circus. With jobs in the fledgling local industry limited, this young daredevil aviator sailed to Great Britain in late 1938, acquiring a job with Imperial Airways piloting the magnificent Empire Flying Boats between Southampton and Singapore. With the outbreak of war on 3rd September 1939, he enlisted with the RAF to be stationed with 210 Squadron (Flying Boats) at Pembroke Dock.
On the evening of 8th April 1940, an urgent call went out for volunteers at the RAF base at Pembroke Dock on the south-west tip of Wales. Ten men from the far corners of the Empire - four from England, two from Wales, two from Northern Ireland and one each from Canada and Australia - hastily came together to form a crew to pilot a Short Sunderland Flying Boat on a mission deemed vital by the Admiralty. 
At 1.30pm they took off to the east. Once in the air sealed orders were opened - the mission ‘Proceed to Oslo. Reconnaissance’. They were not to know that Germany had invaded Norway that very day. At 5.50pm nine of the men were killed including 28-year-old Cliff Carpenter.

Meanwhile, 'Gatehouse' (Stephen Rea) has tracked Glickman down to Dublin, but Glickman is waiting for him. There's a showdown, with each blaming the other for ‘Counterpoint’ and Wratten...
DI Gabriel (Chiwetel Ejiofor) takes a call from the missing Glickman, who advises him to ‘follow the drugs’. 	Miles and Chandler are on the hunt for Marcus Salter, who has mysteriously escaped from prison after being arrested for the murder of four people, including his half-brother Ben Salter.
Then another brutal crime is discovered. Only fifteen-year-old, over-indulged Lola Emery has survived, the rest of her family murdered in their home, killed by hammer blows - apparently the same weapon used to kill tailor Ben and his assistants. And the trail of bloody footprints indicates the killer had a limp - just like Marcus.
Lola reveals her father and Marcus fell out over an unpaid bet, supporting the theory that money is the motivation for the murders. They finally track Marcus down, and put him back behind bars.
But more murders occur - three students are slaughtered in their house after self-righteous housemate Lara Lawrence leaves to get milk.
Chandler realises Buchan was right - the girls are the key. All three survivors arguably needed to be taught a lesson in humility. And someone feels compelled to do just that, punishing them by killing the people closest to them.
Once again, Buchan finds a case from the past that helps shed light on the identity of the killer.
But where is the killer now? Why does he feel this murderous need to teach 'entitled' girls a lesson? And who has he targeted as his next victim?

Mountain Pygmy Possums

The female Mountain Pygmy Possums of Mt Buller are meeting some new suitors - males from Mount Hotham.  The Mt Buller possums were only discovered in 1996 around the resort and ski runs, and since then, numbers and genetic diversity have dramatically declined.  To help correct this decline scientists are translocating Mt Hotham male possums to Mt Buller, in the hope they'll mate with Mt Buller females.
