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In a first for ABC TV, the new series of Doctor Who will launch on ABC iView – the ABC’s internet broadcasting service – two days prior to its broadcast on ABC1.
Less than two weeks after the first episode airs on the BBC in the UK, Australian viewers will be able to stream it on iView from midnight on Friday 16 April at http://abc.net.au/iview, prior to the ABC1 broadcast.

The new series stars Matt Smith (Party Animals) as the 11th Doctor – introduced to viewers at the end of the recent two-part special The End Of Time – and Karen Gillan as his companion Amy Pond. Bafta-winning writer Steven Moffat (Coupling, Jekyll) is replacing Russell T Davies as lead writer and executive producer. 

In a special hour-long first episode, the Doctor has regenerated into a brand new man, but danger strikes before he can even recover. With the TARDIS wrecked, and the sonic screwdriver destroyed, the new Doctor has just 20 minutes to save the whole world – and only Amy Pond to help him.

Britain From Above: Untamed Britain
Tuesday, 20 April 2010
Final
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This final instalment sees Andrew microlight and paraglide through the skies, getting a buzzard’s eye view of the nation’s untamed and untameable landscape. He joins geologists, meteorologists, amateur photographers and festival goers to explore Britain’s geology, the impact of the weather on its shores and the riches that lie hidden beneath.
Microlighting down the Great Glen Fault in the Scottish Highlands, Andrew looks at Loch Ness and learns about the very origins of the nation, where England and Scotland collided over 400 million years ago. He visits Northern Ireland where geologists looked down from above at a river flowing through the Sperrin Mountains to discover unimagined riches: gold.

Paragliding on the Welsh borders, Andrew finds out how to read the clouds before flying over the east coast of Norfolk where the wind’s destructive powers are shown to devastating effect.

Geology and weather also affect the country’s wildlife. Satellite tracking shows the migration of birds from Senegal and Siberia to Britain’s shores. Using thermal imaging that is normally employed to search out insurgents in the mountains of Afghanistan, other immigrants from the East can be tracked, for instance, the shy Sika deer which help manage the land on Lulworth Range.

The series concludes at Glastonbury Festival: Britain in microcosm.

Artscape: Lisa Roet: Ape Lady
Tuesday, 20 April 2010
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Spanning a career of almost 20 years, artist Lisa Roet has made the plight of chimpanzees the subject of her life’s work. Her passionate investigation of primates has seen her producing artworks in mediums as diverse as sculpture, photography, video art, stained glass, screen printing, drawing and painting. 
Filmed in the 150th anniversary year of Charles Darwin’s revolutionary book On the Origin of Species, this film traces some remarkable up-close-and-personal experiences Roet has had observing primates at circuses, zoos, ape research centres and in the jungles of Borneo and Malaysia. Through artworks both major and whimsical, Roet ventures where others fear to tread, even exploring sexuality between humans and our hairy cousins. “I have had weird questions from people - ‘do I have romantic inclinations towards apes?’… No, I don’t! I don’t have sexual fantasies about apes,” Roet assures us.

Artscape follows the artist as she creates her most ambitious work yet – a huge, three-metre high, one-tonne bronze cast to honour a very particular chimp.  “While I was working at the Antwerp Zoo (Belgium) on a series called Ape and The Bunnyman, I concentrated on one particular chimp. Several months after this body of work was completed I received a phone call from a taxidermist who asked me to visit his studio as he had something to show me. He had been asked to stuff a chimpanzee that had died at the Antwerp Zoo to be placed in the Brussels Museum. He pulled the dead chimpanzee from the freezer – at this moment I recognised it as being the chimp I had worked with for Ape and The Bunnyman. I decided to immortalise this chimp by making a death mask of it. Turning this into a Roman scholarly-type bust I created a mould which I’ve since reworked many times over to produce many different types of chimp busts, but this huge bronze bust is the most challenging yet,” says Roet.

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Love-rats, sport cheats, drunken escapades, mob-men, fallen idols and sizzling starlets – celebrity scandal makes great copy. Narrated by Geoffrey Rush, the eight-part comedy series Lowdown shines a spotlight on the life of a man whose job it is to feed the public’s insatiable appetite for celebrity gossip; a man who’ll risk life and limb to secure every scandalous scoop.
Based loosely on events from his former career as a showbiz journalist and columnist, Adam Zwar (Wilfred) stars as Alex Burchill, author of the Lowdown column which appears in the once mighty tabloid newspaper – the Sunday Sun. Each week Alex interviews celebrities for his column, some willingly and others not so, and each week those celebrities somehow ruin his life. It may not sound like much fun, but it invariably leads to great copy. The readers love it and the ailing Sunday Sun relies on it. 

But Alex is not alone in his pursuit of the famous through rehab centres, strip clubs and seedy hotels. Loyal friend and Sunday Sun photographer Bob Geraghty (Paul Denny) is always on hand to ‘pap’ any misbehaving, distressed or vulnerable celeb when they least expect it, while Alex’s on-again-off-again girlfriend, Rita Heywood, (Beth Buchanan) has a habit of jumping into bed with Alex’s quarry. Alex’s inept GP, Dr James (Dailan Evans) fuels his cyber-chondria, and his passionate but paranoid editor Howard Evans (Kim Gyngell) has Alex under-the-pump for his wicked weekly copy - the more outrageous the better. 

Gatekeeper to the stars, no nonsense publicist Hope van der Boom (Julia Zemiro) keeps Alex in the loop. She manipulates the media with style and is unafraid to be caught out telling a lie or three, while Alex’s broadsheet nemesis Dylan Hunt (Ashley Zukerman) is always hot on Alex’s tail and just a click away from stealing his story. 

In the first episode Alex scores a highly coveted interview with the environmentalist, Tantra-loving, Buddhist rock god, Wasp Warneke (Anthony Ahern) on one condition...he doesn’t ask about Tantra.

Grand Designs Revisited: Moroccan
Thursday, 22 April 2010
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When Kevin McCloud met Anne and Richard Curtis in 2000, they were about to embark on the ambitious task of converting a disused electricity substation in Sunderland in north-east England into a Moroccan-inspired family home.
Anne, a local council arts administrator, and Richard, a policeman, are rebuilding, furnishing and redecorating their house from scratch. It’s a project that requires a lot of passion and energy.

DIY enthusiast Richard is doing much of the work himself. It’s a punishing schedule managing the demands of the build and working shift work. It’s not long before the project falls three weeks behind.

For inspiration, Kevin takes Anne and Richard to a Moroccan trade fair and a Moroccan restaurant. It’s a long way from the Sahara to Sunderland!

Six weeks after they were supposed to move into the house, they’re still a long way off finishing. Anne chooses traditional Moroccan colours for the interior walls and commissions local artisans to design and make some fixtures for the house.

But with so many commissions and their erratic cash flow, the project soon goes over budget.  

Nine months down the track, the family moves out of their on-site caravan and into their new home.

Three years after his first visit to the site, Kevin revisits Anne and Richard to find out what life’s like living in Moroccan Sunderland.

Kokoda: Part 1: The Invasion
Thursday, 22 April 2010
New Series
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This two-part documentary tells the story of the brutal World War II campaign fought between Australia and Japan in the green hell of the mountains of Papua New Guinea.
Told from both the Japanese and Australian perspectives the series also explores the impact of the decisions of high command on the soldiers at the front line.

Kokoda delves behind the myths of war to tell the story from both sides of the conflict, giving an authentic and comprehensive account of the desperate confusion of war, the intricate connections between the frontline soldiers and military high command, and the political agendas that influenced the campaign and continue to percolate through contemporary Australian society.

To tell the story with authenticity, the Kokoda film crew walked and filmed the length of the Kokoda Track, capturing for the first time the visceral nature of the terrain and the Owen Stanley Mountains.

The series follows in the footsteps of Australia’s ill-equipped and poorly trained conscripts, the ‘chocolate soldiers’ and the battled hardened troops of the Australian Imperial Forces, walking the treacherous 98-kilometre jungle trail from Port Moresby to Kokoda, then on to the blood-stained battlegrounds of Gona, Buna and Sanananda.

The documentary includes interviews with Australian and Japanese veterans and historians, letters to loved ones, previously unpublished documents, archival footage, footage from the track and dramatisations in Australia and Papua New Guinea. The diaries of embedded war correspondents Okada Seizo and Chester Wilmot paint an intimate portrait of how soldiers on both sides felt during the battles.

Kokoda introduces the key commanders, including controversial American General Douglas MacArthur, Australia’s General Sir Thomas Blamey, and Japanese Commander Tomitaro Horii, for whom defeat in a campaign that had cost thousands of Japanese lives, was intolerable.

Kokoda examines the Australian public’s response to military campaigns – both then and now – and the myths that they engender.

Travels With A Tangerine: Magicians And Mystics
Thursday, 22 April 2010
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The very British Tim Mackintosh-Smith, an Oxford University classicist who has called the Middle East his home for 25 years, takes us on a unique 75,000 mile journey, through 40 countries, in the 700-year-old footsteps of medieval explorer Ibn Battutah.
This is the story of one of the greatest journeys of all time. In 1325, shortly after the end of the Crusades, a young Moroccan Muslim called Ibn Battutah set out on a pilgrimage to Mecca. It was to become an odyssey from one end of the known world to the other. In all, he travelled 75,000 miles - more than three times the distance Marco Polo covered.

In episode two, Tim travels through Turkey, the Crimea and India. On his way, he uncovers all that is weird, wonderful and mystical in the Islamic world. In Konya, Tim watches an illegal whirling dervish ceremony; in the Taurus Mountains, he meets the last of the Turkoman nomads. He chats to Tatars in Crimea, and the Patriarch of the Orthodox Church in Istanbul.

In Delhi, he searches for insights into the pathologically generous but psychotic Sultan Mohammed Shah. He watches a Muslim magician performing the Indian Rope Trick, and goes to a ‘sacred jam session’ of Sufi music, reliving Ibn Battutah’s ‘hippy phase’. 

Leaving Delhi, Tim meets a hundred-year-old yogi who does nothing but smoke marijuana, shout expletives and beat his devotees with a brush. Will Tim receive one of his unique ‘blessings’?

Waking The Dead: Deus Ex Machina
Friday, 23 April 2010
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A Sudanese politician in the UK, Khaled Ahmad (Abdi Gouhad), goes on a hunger strike to protest at the UK’s continued refusal to hand over the skull of the ‘Mahdi’, a Sudanese ruler from the 19th century. It was originally stolen from a Sudanese mausoleum by British forces. 
Boyd (Trevor Eve) and the Cold Case unit are asked to investigate the current whereabouts of the skull so that UK authorities can return it to Sudan. 

At the same time, a retired MI6 agent, Sir Cyril Barrett (Graham Crowden – A Very Peculiar Practice, Waiting For God), asks Boyd to reopen the cold case of Omar Jaffiri (Hassani Shapi), an Iraqi refugee found murdered in his London grocery shop 20 years previously. Barrett tells Boyd the two cases are connected. 

The team are told that a secret society - the Fakirs – may have the skull, and indeed Boyd and his team find them in possession of one during weird ritual. But forensics show it’s made of resin. Not convinced that the Fakirs don’t have the real thing, Boyd questions Prof. James Andrews (Alex Jennings – Cranford, The State Within, The Four Feathers) and his wife Elaine Wilson (Lisa Jackson), a couple who are in charge of the Fakirs, and bullies Wilson into giving him information. 

Not only do they find a skull, but a member of the Fakirs hanging by his arms in the same manner as the refugee was tortured 20 years before. This is the link they were looking for, but where to go from here?

The ‘My Secret Art Life’ segment which looks at people’s secret artistic loves, is the poignant and sometimes funny story of a meter-reader - Adrian Maiolla - whose passion is life modelling. Maiolla decided to bare all and take up life modelling 10 years ago as a way of helping him readjust to society after a brain tumour.

Talking Heads: Mark Occhilupo

This week on Talking Heads Peter Thompson is joined by one of the most loved and respected surfers on the planet, Mark Occhilupo.

Occy burst onto the surfing scene as a precocious teen with outrageous talent. He became a child star by 16, was ranked third in the world at only 17 and adored as a surfing superhero in America.
But within five years Occy’s life was spiralling out of control. He was burnt out by bouts of depression and excessive partying. He quit pro surfing and took to the couch. In what he calls his ‘Elvis period’ the former pin-up boy ballooned to over 110 kilograms.
He was eventually pulled out of his funk by family and friends and what followed is one of the greatest sporting comebacks of all time. 
In 1999, Occy stunned the surfing community by becoming World Surfing Champion. He was 33, the oldest person ever to win it. He now holds the record for the longest career in professional surfing, spanning 25 years.

Poh's Kitchen

As the warmer days draw to a close, it’s the perfect time for a barbecue and Poh’s been invited to Neil Perry’s home in Sydney, to cook up a feast to share with his family.
Poh has decided to make traditional Malaysian satays. In Neil’s apartment overlooking beautiful Sydney harbour, she prepares a marinade to go with the satays. Based on an old family recipe, it’s a deliciously spicy mix of coriander, cumin, lemon grass and turmeric. 
Eager to show Poh how he barbecues meat, Neil prepares two superb dry aged ribs, both grain and grass fed, which are simply infused with a little olive oil and salt. But this is not your average cut of meat, so before Poh begins her peanut sauce, Neil takes her to his butcher shop in the Sydney suburb of Woollahra.
Proprietors Vic and Anthony Puharich have spent over a million dollars fitting out this wonderland of butchery. Butchers practising their craft behind glass, walls of Himalayan rock salt and the special of the day under surveillance by numerous copper-encased video cameras, are just some examples of the imagination and humour that has gone into this unique shop.
Poh has made ‘Ketupat’ traditional Malaysian rice dumplings to serve with her satays. She’s cooked the dumplings in little baskets woven from coconut palm leaves. Always up for a challenge and much to her mum’s surprise, Poh has taught herself how to weave these baskets, which even in Malaysia is a rapidly declining craft.
With the barbecue fired up, Neil gives Poh his tips on cooking meat using this classic Aussie method. Particularly important is ‘resting’ your meat, which makes a huge difference to the finished product. 
There’s nothing like sharing a barbecue with family or friends, so to wrap up a perfect day, Poh sits down with Neil and his family to share the autumn feast they’ve cooked together.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, futurist and author Mark Pesce, and designer and inventor Sally Dominguez. Inventions featured on the program: 

SECURE CYCLE – by inventor Jennifer McBride from VIC

There are always excuses for not ditching our cars for the greener and healthier bicycle. A lack of storage facilities has left bicycles prone to vandalism, theft and the weather. Bicycle accessories such as helmets, lights, pumps and shoes, are bulky and a major inconvenience; they can’t be safely left with the bike, so they have to be carried along to work or school instead. Jennifer McBride is a recent graduate of Industrial Design from RMIT. She loves the outdoor life, whether it’s surfing, hiking, or riding her bicycle around Melbourne. Her day-to-day frustrations commuting to classes turned her mind to inventing, when she found it almost impossible to carry around all her bike accessories as well as her university equipment. 

Secure Cycle is a slash-proof, waterproof bicycle cover that wraps around the entire bike and its accessories. The cover is locked to the pole or fence that you secure your bike to with the bicycle lock. The invention is made of a material which is extremely hard to cut, but is still flexible to fold and carry. Secure Cycle covers the entire bike, so that the bike and the rider’s accessories are completely protected inside. Jennifer hopes that the invention she has created as a solution for her own individual problem could increase the uptake of bike riding throughout the country, increasing the community’s health and reducing our car usage.

Other inventions featured: 

LOCATABLE LIFEBUOY – by inventors Peter Loader and Simon Lodge from NSW

During a sailing trip, Peter Loader became trapped in the centre of a huge storm in the middle of nowhere, knowing that if he became separated from the boat it would mean almost certain death. Inspired by his experience, he teamed up with Simon Lodge to invent the Locatable Lifebuoy. The invention incorporates a personal locator beacon into a lifebuoy by designing an aerial that winds around the inside. Once activated, the beacon sends real-time location information to rescue organisations, so that they can locate and save people in trouble at sea as quickly as possible.

EASY HAMMER – by inventor Rory Kennard from NSW

Jackhammers are an OH&S nightmare. They’re heavy, create strong and constant vibrations, and need to be held in awkward positions, putting workers at serious risk of back and musculoskeletal injuries. Easy Hammer is a trolley that clamps and supports jackhammers so that the user can work comfortably behind the trolley as they push it along, simultaneously dampening vibrations and reducing the weight of the jackhammer. 

Featuring new ideas on how to avoid vandalism, theft and weather when storing bicycles; rescue organisations can locate and save people lost at sea; take the pain out of jackhammers.

Molecular Bypass
Many illnesses are caused, at least in part, by faulty genes. And for decades there’s been the dream of fixing up these mistakes with genetic engineering. Genetic engineering hasn’t progressed as quickly as people had hoped, but scientists have come up with another way of correcting genetic mistakes.

Graham Phillips meets researchers in Perth who have devised a way to skip faulty sections of genes during the cell production process. (Just as a computer patch might instruct a computer to skip faulty sections of code.)

The researchers’ first focus is on people with muscular dystrophy: a disease caused by defects in just one particular gene. However the scientists’ technique is so fundamental it could eventually be used to treat many other genetic disorders, including very common diseases that involve multiple defective genes, like cancers and Alzheimer’s.

The Male Pill
For almost 50 years ‘The Pill’ has offered women a convenient, effective and reversible means of contraception. But despite decades of research the development of its male counterpart has remained elusive.

Dr. Maryanne Demasi visited Melbourne’s Prince Henry’s Institute to look at some research that’s suggesting that it may not be too far away.

Peruvian Mummy
Locked away in the little known McLeay museum in Sydney lies a mummy shrouded in mystery. Since her existence was uncovered in the 1960s many have tried to find out who she was, where she came from and how she got to be there.

But all efforts to answer these questions have remained unanswered – until now. 

To crack this coldest of cases, Dr Paul Willis follows a trail of new evidence – all the way to Chile. 

Animal Action - Redback Spiders
Redback spiders are infamous for their venomous bite that can cause serious disruption to our nervous system. Researchers at the University of Toronto in Canada have recorded their macabre nocturnal antics which show just how nasty the female’s love bite can be for a male with a fatal attraction.
