Compass: Hospital Chaplains: Suffer The Children
Sunday, 22 April 2012
	Every day in Australia over 40,000 patients are in hospital. While medicine tends their bodies, hospital chaplains tend their souls. Over eight episodes we follow our chaplains' journeys alongside the patients and their families at three major hospitals. They are Catholic, Protestant, Muslim, Jewish and Buddhist. Regardless of their faith, they all meet the same challenges - to help make sense of the mystery of illness, pain, suffering and despair. This series offers a unique bedside view of the daily life and death drama of hospital life through our chaplains' eyes.
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In this episode, a Newcastle mother-of-three collapses with a brain aneurism and is airlifted to Sydney's Royal North Shore Hospital for emergency surgery after doctors detect dangerous bleeding in her brain. ICU Chaplain Di Roche helps the family through the crisis, particularly 12-year-old Sally who is afraid to see her mum unconscious and on life support after the operation. Chaplain Di knows just how to help. Meantime, at Liverpool Hospital in Sydney's south-west, Muslim Chaplain Anwar Albarq visits a 7-year-old boy, lucky to be alive after being left for dead by a hit and run driver at a pedestrian crossing. Chaplain Anwar prays with Zakaria's family for his safe recovery. But it's the young boy's plea for the offending driver that surprises and touches everyone.

Two On The Great Divide

New Series
	In the tradition of Two Men In A Tinnie and Two In The Top End, John Doyle and Tim Flannery are off on another adventure.  In this three-part series, the intrepid pair travel by car, by foot, by boat and by air, exploring the Great Dividing Range from Victoria up through New South Wales and Queensland, finishing in the Torres Strait.
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John and Tim's journey encompasses many stories about the range; from the geological formation, the fossils that lie witness to a deep past, the human interaction with the range and the environmental changes along the way.
In each episode there are moments of adventure, moments when John and Tim excitedly dip into the fossil or historical records, and other times when they simply revel in quirky Australian characters.
But it's not all spectacular scenery and beautiful vistas. True to the title, John and Tim also set out to investigate some of Australia's 'Great Divides' in society, including debates over mining, food security, land ownership, patriotism, climate, censorship, brumbies and wealth distribution.  They also debate some less weighty issues: Melbourne versus Sydney; hippies versus hoons; tidy versus untidy towns.
Most strenuously of all, Tim and John attempt to climb the big six peaks - William, Bogong, Kosciuszko, Warning, Bartle Frere and Cornwallis, with varying degrees of success.
In tonight's episode, they start the journey at Dinosaur Cove in Western Victoria to find out how the Great Dividing Range was formed.  Next, they travel to the Grampians to climb Mt William, and search for gold in Bendigo. In Daylesford, John has his tarot read while Tim has a man-facial. A drive through Marysville reminds them of the extremes of this continent and the lurking dangers of natural disasters.  They complete the first leg of their journey taking on Victoria's highest peak - Mt Bogong.

	Medical student, Karl Barclay (Babatunde Aleshi) who has been missing for six years, comes to the attention of the Cold Case team when his DNA matches with a corpse found in Hales reservoir six years ago.
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DSI Boyd (Trevor Eve) wants to know why no -one connected the missing person and the corpse earlier, given Karl's family had returned to the police 64 times to chase inquiries. 
Boyd and Grace (Sue Johnson) find Karl's father, Gideon Barclay (Don Warrington), in the snooker hall near his home. He is devastated by the news as he and his other son Jacob (Ashley Chin) always thought he had gone travelling. His wife, Lisbetta (Claire Benedict), an evangelical Christian, keeps a shrine to her son in his bedroom.
The original post-mortem report noted wounds that Karl sustained before drowning but, unusually, the corpse was cremated. 
Boyd seeks out the original investigating officer, Detective Inspector Legwinski (Douglas McFerran) whose evasive manner increases Boyd's suspicions of a cover-up.
Boyd draws on Sarah's (Eva Birthistle) counter-terrorism skills as the case gets complicated and involves MI5, but can she deliver? A former colleague is expertly exploiting her guilt over an officer's death during a previous operation. 
Sarah finally begins respecting Boyd's approach, but has she already done his reputation irreparable damage amongst the top brass?

Artscape: The Wonderful World Of Professor Cardoso
Tuesday, 24 April 2012
	Born in Colombia and now residing in Sydney, Maria Fernanda Cardoso is a Yale graduate and an internationally renowned artist with a reputation for unique installations. Artscape looks at this amazing woman's work as she prepares for an exhibition featuring photographs, footage and 3D models of insect genitalia entitled It's Not Size That Matters, It Is Shape. The exhibition is part of a PhD project titled ‘Museum of Copulatory Organs’ or MoCo for short.
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Cardoso says of insect penises, "I was really amazed when I found these beautiful shapes; it changed my whole perception of the world".
Currently doing a PhD in Arts and Science at the Sydney College of the Arts, Cardoso jokingly states that she needed the backing of academia otherwise people would think she was “too weird”.
Elizabeth Ann Macgregor, Director of Sydney's Museum of Contemporary Art is highly complimentary of Cardoso's work. "The interesting thing about Maria is that she takes a topic like an animal penis and she teaches us something about it... I don't think anyone has explored this topic over such a long period of time with such intensity."
Cardoso's mark was made as an artist in the mid 90s when she created Professor Cardoso's Flea Circus featuring real fleas performing real tricks; trapeze artists, high divers and the odd flea funeral when there was an accident. 
 Following the circus, Cardoso was informed of the flea's unique mating habits, leading her to investigate how things work for other animals.
