Human Planet: Jungles: People Of The Trees

The world's rainforests are brimming with life. They are environments of plenty where a successful community needs more than the hunt for resources to keep it together. 

The Matis of Brazil have long adapted their hunting techniques to cater for animals at ground level and those high in the canopy. Their ornate blowpipes, some 3.5m long and decorated with turtle shells and capybara teeth, can only be used pointing straight up at monkeys and birds high in the canopy. Numerous rituals and ceremony focus on successful hunting, and developing an affinity with the prey. 

Once every three years in a sacred grove on the border of Ghana and Togo thousands of followers gather for the spectacular seven day celebration that is Kokuzahn. In a trance, a voodoo dancer is able to touch his tongue to a white hot machete, thrust a flaming branch down his throat or walk upside down along the branch of a tree. Considered miracles, these superhuman feats defy credibility and demonstrate the extraordinary power of their deity.

Compass: Widows Of War

Anzac Day is a time to commemorate the men and women who fought and died; the battles won and lost. But there's another story rarely told, about the women who waited at home, and were left bereft and alone. Around

100, 000 Australian women are classified as 'war widows'. Many lost their husbands in wartime; others in war‑related circumstances afterwards. 

This program follows the stories of four women whose husbands fought in different conflicts ‑ World War Two, Korea, Vietnam, the first Gulf War and Afghanistan. Although from different eras, their stories of anguish and loss transcend time and place. 

How they coped ‑ then and now; how they were supported and where they turned to in their anguish and loss will all be explored in this poignant story to screen on the eve of Anzac Day.

Victoria Hopkins is Australia's youngest war widow at just 24. Her husband Mathew was killed in Afghanistan in 2009. Her grief is raw and ever present; "There is no way that you can turn those feelings of grief off, there is no switch there."

Olywn Green is 87 and has been a widow for over 60 years. Her husband Charlie was killed in Korea in 1950. She coped by withdrawing into herself; "When Charlie died, I completely shut down. It was all I could do to cope with the next day."

Other widows like Lisa Cooper and Meg Green had husbands who were casualties of war in a different way. Their husbands returned home but were deeply traumatised by their war time service.

When Australian rock band Jet won its first Aria seven years ago, there was no one prouder than David Powell, their original manager.

In 2002 Powell took on a young band that didn't have a name ‑ soon to be Jet ‑ and booked regular gigs at the Duke of Windsor, one of Melbourne's main live venues.

By 2003, Powell and Jet were boarding a plane for Los Angeles to record the Get Born album at the legendary Soundset Studios. 

While the Jet juggernaut went on to dominate local and international rock charts, fate was less kind to Powell. He was dumped by the band on the cusp of international fame and soon after was left fighting for his life in hospital.

"It really was the moment where the innocence of it all was lost. To be completely honest, I don't think it was ever that fun after that either," reveals Nic Cester, Jet lead vocalist.

But Powell's support of Jet has never waivered despite tensions that have arisen over the years. As for Jet, the price of fame has seen them take a break from 'Jet Land' this year.

A Royal Romance is a 55 minute documentary, introduced by Tony Jones and followed by a national debate. It's all part of a 90 minute package on April 28 titled: Q&A: Is The Royal Romance Over?

A Royal Romance explores our unique relationship to Queen Elizabeth via interviews with three former Australian Prime Ministers; ordinary Australians who cheered her on the streets of their cities and towns; and those close to the Queen in her royal household. There are some exceptional Australian icons; Germaine Greer shows how well she can curtsy, Rolf Harris plays 'Waltzing Matilda' as he did on the streets of London during Elizabeth's coronation, and former republican Prime Minister Paul Keating reveals his fond admiration for a monarch he wanted to sack. 

Through the prism of Elizabeth's 15 royal tours, Australia's changing attitudes to the monarchy are unfurled. Long ago we abandoned singing 'God Save the Queen' and began to question the relevance of the monarchy to our daily lives, but many Australians ‑ perhaps even a majority ‑ find it hard to let go of a Head of State who wears a crown half a world away.

A Royal Romance delves into the emotional flash points ‑ the Whitlam dismissal by the Governor General in 1975, where the fires for constitutional change were lit, the failed 1999 republican referendum, the impact of royal marriage scandals ‑ and then asks what will happen after Elizabeth? Will her heir, Prince Charles, see the end of the monarchy in Australia?

The House Of Windsor: A Royal Dynasty: The First Windsors

With the impending nuptials of Prince William and Catherine Middleton, ABC1 is revisiting the story of the most famous Royal family in the world during The House Of Windsor, a 3‑part documentary screening over 3 nights. 

Witness the triumphs of the crowned heads calmly steering their country through two world wars, their moments of public splendour (the fireworks that saluted George V's Silver Jubilee and the tide of love that swept Elizabeth II aloft on her Golden Jubilee), their days of personal joy (Prince William’s graduation day, Prince Harry's passing‑out parade) and their days of sorrow (the failed marriages and the deaths of Princess Margaret and Princess Diana).

This is the story of Bertie, the Duke of York ‑ the most shy and unlikely of Kings, who was recently featured in the film The King’s Speech. With the help of his gifted wife, Elizabeth, he grew into the role of King George VI and crucially re‑established confidence in the monarchy.

Episode Three: A Queen For All Seasons ‑ Thursday, April 28 at 6.00pm on ABC1

The last part of this series covers Elizabeth II's reign. It's a romantic story of a princess who fell completely in love with a prince called Philip. As a young mother, she was called suddenly to the throne and ruled with calm authority. All four of her children brought trouble to the Queen's door as adults. However she was hailed as the great survivor, the calm at the centre of the storm.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors presents a medical special, dissecting the latest innovations to make us healthier and happier. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, futurist and author Mark Pesce, and guest judge ACRRM Registrar of the Year Dr Sarah McEwan. Inventions featured on the program: 

SPIRAL THIGH BRACE ‑ by inventor Natalie Bennett‑Bremner from WA

Hypermobility, musculoskeletal, and developmental disorders can cause a person's hips to turn inwards or have femoral anteversion (often known as pigeon toes). These conditions can cause hip and knee pain, instability, and uncoordinated walking and running. Taping or rigid braces are used to correct posture and positioning, but taping can only be used a few days at a time and can irritate the skin. Rigid bracing is a problem for the hip area, which needs more flexible support.

When Natalie Bennett‑Bremner's own daughter suffered hypermobility, she applied her years of experience as a physiotherapist to inventing a better treatment for the condition. The Spiral Thigh Brace reduces excessive internal rotation at the hip, decreases the knock‑knee position and can be used for gait re‑training in children with pelvic instability or weakness. Wearing the brace encourages the hips and legs into a more neutral position. 

SPACE SAVER SPACER ‑ by inventors Liam Scott and Matthew O'Malley from SA

Asthma affects over two million Australians. Asthma spacers, that attach to commonly used puffers, make it easier to administer the medication and improve its effectiveness. But spacers are bulky and inconvenient to carry. Liam Scott and Matthew O'Malley are two students representing Team BaCoN‑ seven students from the northern suburbs of Adelaide in Year 11. The team competed in a robotics competition where they had to design, build and program a robot, which they called 'The Beast'. They also had to complete a research project in the biomedical field, from which they developed the Space Saver Spacer, and were awarded the National Research Project Award for their efforts. 

The Space Saver Spacer is a portable and collapsible large volume asthma spacer that saves 80% of the room taken up by a traditional spacer. It allows asthma sufferers to carry their spacer with them at all times in their pocket or handbag, ensuring they get the most effective use of their medication, without lugging around an awkward device.

ABASSIST – by inventor Alfred Vegvary from QLD

If you’re elderly, sick or disabled, standing up can be difficult. Some people can’t stand without assistance from a carer, leaving them isolated when they are on their own. Alfred, aka Ab, is an actor and inventor. He injured his knee in a car accident, compounding the damage when he slipped off a chair and landed heavily on his knees. Unable to stand up unassisted, Ab felt compelled to come up with a solution.

The Abassist is a walking stick or crutch that contains hydraulics to help lift you up. It weighs only 2 kg, but can lift up to 120 kg. And hopefully in the future it will assist more than just Ab.

The Oil Crunch

It's referred to as the oil crunch ‑ when global supply fails to meet demand. The International Energy Agency believes that the global supply of oil peaked in 2006 but went unnoticed due to the global financial crisis. But demand is on the rise again, thanks largely to the surging economies of China and India. Oil is now harder to source and companies go to extraordinary extremes to tap new supplies, such as deep sea, tar sands and natural gas liquids. Jonica Newby follows her report of five years ago into Peak Oil with astonishing predictions from researchers and the International Energy Agency that suggests a global oil crunch is imminent.

Kenyan Hot Rocks

In the great African Rift Valley, near Lake Naivasha in Kenya, the Earth's crust is a mere 6‑8 kilometres thick. Here, the Olkaria Geothermal Power plant draws steam from deep below the ground to turn turbines and generate electricity. It provides base load renewable energy for Kenya without the bi‑product of greenhouse gases associated with coal power stations. Paul Willis visits the site and discovers that in transforming the lives of many Kenyans, it has also created a thriving flower industry exporting to Europe.

Australia's Nuclear Future

Australia is a leading exporter of uranium, helping power the 440 nuclear reactors in 30 countries generating 14% of the world's electricity. But what are the practicalities for building our own nuclear energy industry? Unfortunately, the wait for plankton to turn into oil is rather a long one. So other sources that are environmentally friendly and safe to produce are in hot demand. One proposal is to feed algae carbon dioxide and fish farm slurry to create the perfect little oil factory. Could it be that simple?
