Return to Cranford
Sunday, 1 August 2010

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It is late summer 1844, and two years on since Miss Matty Jenkyns (Judi Dench) lost her beloved sister, Deborah.
But once again, her home is full of life and bustle. Not only has her brother Peter (Nicholas Le Prevost) stayed on in Cranford, but her dream of having a child in the house has been realised in the birth of Tilly, daughter of her maid Martha (Claudie Blakley) and her carpenter husband, Jem Hearne (Andrew Buchan). Miss Matty relishes every moment of being the centre of such a busy household.

The shadow of the railway still looms over the town. But much to the relief of Matty and the town ladies, Miss Pole, Mrs Forrester, Mrs Jamieson and Miss Tomkinson, Lady Ludlow (Francesca Annis) has steadfastly refused to sell the land that would enable it to come into Cranford itself. For others, however, this spells disaster: Captain Brown (Jim Carter) believes that modernisation is inevitable if the town is to survive.

When Cranford native, Mr Buxton (Jonathan Pryce), returns to town with his son and niece, William (Tom Hiddleston) and Erminia (Michelle Dockery), Matty can see that father and son’s grief over Mrs Buxton’s recent death has left them at odds with each other, and that William and Erminia are in need of company. Matty is also concerned about another young person whom she sees only at church: Peggy Bell (Jodie Whittaker) lives in an isolated cottage outside the town with her inattentive mother, Mrs Bell (Lesley Sharp), and domineering brother, Edward (Matthew McNulty). So Matty decides to intervene, and engineers an invitation that will bring the four young people together.

The surprise arrival of Lady Ludlow’s son, Lord Septimus (Rory Kinnear), leads to a chain of unexpected events. Captain Brown believes he has secured rights to bring the railway line into Cranford, only to be shocked by the discovery that Mr Buxton holds its fate in his hands. 

Meanwhile, tragedy strikes in Miss Matty’s own house and she finds she must re-evaluate her opinions of the railway and think for herself. Can she change the course of events and, if so, should she?

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What do you get if you put an Englishman, an Irishman, and a Welshman on a boat bound for Dublin?
British comedians Griff Rhys Jones, Dara O’Briain and Rory McGrath are back together and this time the trio are making their way across Ireland via canal and river, taking in the sights on their way to the famous Limerick Poetry Festival.

With Irishman Dara obviously nervous that Griff and Rory's behaviour (and in particular their terrible Irish jokes) will embarrass him on home turf, his two companions are in their element. Poh's Kitchen
Wednesday, 4 August 2010
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Tonight’s episode is definitely one for the meat lovers as Poh offers her service as an apprentice to butchers, Jason Bradly and Bill Smith. 
Growing up in a Malay/Chinese household Poh wasn’t exposed to cooking with large pieces of meat, but as someone keen to develop her cooking skills in a country that produces great meat she is determined to learn more. And who better to teach her than a couple of men who admit to being ‘born to be butchers’. Jason and Bill have had a butcher-shop together for over 10 years and were delighted to take Poh on as an apprentice for a day. 

Back in her kitchen, Poh tackles a roast. Poh’s leg of lamb is marinated with mustard and infused with rosemary and garlic before being roasted. A braised cabbage dish provides tang to cut through the richness of the meat, while kipfler potatoes are ‘smashed’ and baked with butter to give an added crunch. It’s a beautiful warming winter dish. 

The butchers do what butchers do so well, and change the way we look at cuts of meat. They take a leg of lamb, just as Poh used, but bone and butterfly the joint before marinating it in a Greek-style marinade. After pan frying the marinated meat, they serve it with lots of garlicky yoghurt as delicious Greek yiros. Bill then cooks up two different steak cuts as a comparison, oyster blade and scotch fillet. 

Poh finds both cuts of steak equally tasty and tender, a real eye opener given that one cut is twice the price of the other. One more reason why getting advice from a good butcher can really pay off.

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Kevin McCloud revisits an unusual building in the wild open countryside of Cumbria, one of the most beautiful regions in the UK.
Helen and Phil Reddy wanted their home to make the most of the spectacular views, but they also wanted it to be ecologically friendly with no heating bills. Their solution was to build an earth-sheltered home, with most of the house built into the hillside.

The big challenge was to draw light into the building and at the same time keep the wet out.

Helen and Phil used large quantities of concrete and waterproof membranes to protect their home against leaking, and sunk light wells into the back of the building to provide them with a modicum of light.

But would this building survive and would the technologies deliver the ecological lifestyle so desired by Helen and Phil?

Five years on, Kevin McCloud goes back to the wilds of Cumbria to see how Phil, Helen and their new brood have adapted to underground living.

The Botany Of Desire
Thursday, 5 August 2010
Final
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While tulip breeders may spend long days tending their cultivars, nothing compares to the high-tech, 24-hour intensive care given another plant — cannabis, a.k.a. marijuana. The Botany of Desire explores the history and physiology of this lowly weed that has made itself so desirable that nearly 15 million Americans risk arrest each month by smoking it. 
While fruits produce sweetness and flowers produce beauty, some plants produce chemicals that have the power to alter human consciousness. And, like our craving for sweetness or love of beauty, the desire to change consciousness appears to be hardwired into humans. Cannabis has cashed in on that desire and spread from its birthplaces in India and China throughout the world, where passionate — and mostly illegal — gardeners tend to its needs with slavish devotion. Although cannabis is now illegal in most countries, many cultures throughout history have embraced it.

Our relationship to the potato began in the Andes Mountains of Peru. It was there, more than 8,000 years ago, that the plant was first domesticated, and more than 5,000 different varieties of potatoes are still grown there today. When the Spaniards conquered Peru in the 16th century, they took the potato back with them to Europe, where the plant would grow in abundance. But, unlike the Peruvians, the Irish grew mainly one single type of potato, the Lumper. The Irish potato fields, with their genetic uniformity, soon became vulnerable to biological pests. In the 1840s, when a virulent spore swept through the island nation, almost the entire potato crop was wiped out. The ensuing famine was so severe that it killed one out of every eight people in Ireland. 

Yet this parable has already been forgotten in America, where consumer demand for smooth, perfectly uniform French fries has resulted in the planting of another monoculture potato crop — the Russet Burbank. The Botany of Desire contrasts this ‘industrial’ method of agriculture with organic farming, which avoids toxic chemicals and encourages genetic diversity.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors is bursting with the innovative and the imaginative, the unique and the unusual, the fantastic and the fascinating.

Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: futurist and author Mark Pesce, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla.

Inventions featured on the program: 

PANEFORMA – by inventor Richard Cassaniti from NSW

Australians generate around 2.08 tonnes of waste each per year.  Part of the problem is the thousands of take-away containers we all use that end up as landfill. So what if you could have a container that is edible and biodegradable? Edible bowls have been around for ages but you have to take out the bread inside, which just results in more waste. Richard Cassaniti took over his father's bakery 15 years ago with his brother.  One day when a customer asked him if it was possible to make a perfectly shaped bowl out of bread he said no, but it got him thinking, and after much research and trials he found out it could be done.

Paneforma is a baking mould that creates a uniform shaped bowl every time with just the right amount of dough. The dough is dropped into the bottom mould, and then baking cups are inserted to ensure the shape is maintained, while retaining bars keep everything in place while baking.

CUSTOM COLOUR AEROSOL – by inventor Ross Brinsdon from VIC

Solvent-based paint, the kind you usually get in aerosol spray cans, is smelly, toxic, hard to clean, and usually only available in a very limited range of colours. Wouldn’t it be great if you could just walk into a paint shop, choose one of the thousands of shades of house paint, and get it put into a can? The problem is house paint is water-based, so if you try to spray it out of a can, you don’t get the fine mist that you need for good coverage.

Custom Colour Aerosol cans allow you to put premium water-based house paint into an aerosol can and create aerosol paint with a smooth coverage.   And yes, it does come in other colours!  In fact, it comes in any colour you want.

PORTABLE LIMB LOAD MONITOR – by inventor Peter Barrett from VIC

Learning to walk after a stroke is labour-intensive and expensive. When stroke sufferers try to walk they move all their weight onto their unaffected side. This causes poor balance and makes getting out of a chair very difficult. Inventor Peter Barrett is an electronics engineer who has spent the last 24 years designing, commercialising, manufacturing and marketing medical rehabilitation devices.

The Portable Limb Load Monitor is a biofeedback device to encourage stroke patients to independently shift more of their weight when standing onto their affected side. It also measures and logs data as the patient moves. The results can then be used to assess the benefits of the treatment.

Catalyst

Polypharmacy
Australia is becoming a pill-popping nation. Around 200 million prescriptions are filled every year. Some researchers believe many of these scripts are not only unnecessary –they’re actually making people sicker.
This cocktail of prescribed, over the counter and alternative medications is known as polypharmacy: where patients are on a number of different medications at the same time. The drugs can interact with each other and put people in hospital.  

Dr Maryanne Demasi investigates what is being done to manage the problem.

Rat Wars
Introduced species have caused all sorts of problems for Australian natives over the years. Just think rabbits, cane toads - and of course that very early pest: the European Black Rat. It could have slipped ashore even before Captain Cook had time to plant the flag! The black rat’s been particularly devastating for our native bush rat.

Dr Paul Willis finds new research that indicates the bush rat may be capable of holding its own against the invader when in its native bush habitat. In fact, it was the citizens of Sydney that displaced the native rats in the first place as part of an eradication program during the plague of the early 20th century. The challenge now is to remove the black rat from native bushland and establish the natives before more black rats can move in.

Born Again Batteries
Chances are there’s an electronic device within reach that’s powered by battery – your TV remote, mobile phone or wristwatch. Batteries are everywhere in our lives. But they have some significant shortcomings: they don’t deliver power or recharge quickly and they have a limited lifetime.

So how do we make batteries better? Tanya Ha discovers that the battery powering the devices of the future may not be a battery at all.

Animal Action - Clever Crows
The New Caledonian crow is one of the few species apart from humans known to manufacture and modify tools. University of Auckland researchers have been testing the reasoning power of wild crows, by giving them complex problems to solve.
