	Top US, European and Iraqi leaders - political and military - tell the inside story of their private talks, phone calls, deals and clashes to convey the richest and most authoritative version of this story yet in The Iraq War.
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Former members of Saddam Hussein's regime tell - for the first time on television - just what he said to them as the threat of war grew. The insiders tell what happened in the first year after the invasion as Iraq's liberation became a US occupation and Iraq descended into civil war.
