	There aren't many people who would take on the role of project managing an ambitious, minimalist eco build with no previous experience. But in 2008 Mimi da Costa did just that, giving herself a deadline of just 16 weeks to complete the project, and leaving it up to her husband Andre to juggle his work and their kids.
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Andre and Mimi wanted to give their young family a sustainable and healthy home in the heart of the Kent countryside. The design of their giant two-storey timber house, heated by state-of-the-art glass panels, looked simple enough and aimed to blend effortlessly into the neighbouring woodlands. But the devil is in the detail and Mimi soon found herself surrounded by a dizzying number of sub-contractors and a very complex build that threatened to drag on for months.
Two years after they moved in, Kevin returns to find out if Mimi and Andre achieved the house of their dreams and if their giant wooden box has settled into the landscape and given them the healthier, greener lifestyle they wanted.

	How do you build the perfect house in the Glass House Mountains when you can only visit the site twice during its construction?
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Having always lived in big cities, international banker Robert Hadley and his wife Anne wanted somewhere quiet to build and when they stumbled across a block in the Glass House Mountains with spectacular views, they knew they had to have it.
The couple have an interest in Zen gardens and in Japanese design. They wanted their house to be tranquil and a retreat from the hustle of big city living. They challenged architects Lindy Atkin and Stephen Guthrie to create a haven protected from the strong winds whisking up the escarpment while still taking in the views.
Over the 16 months it took Maleny House to rise out of the ground, Robert and Anne were living in Romania and were only able to visit twice. But with an abiding interest in architecture they had supplied a detailed brief to Lindy and Stephen. Over the internet a great relationship and friendship developed between owners and architects as they shared their thoughts about the process. 
An oasis of peace is now evident in the resulting house, especially in the sanctuary of the courtyard space which is central to the building and protected from the wind. The property's 200 tonne stone wall took six months to construct with a stone mason placing every stone individually to show off its special beauty.
The result is a house of simple beauty, combining an Asian aesthetic with an Australian touch.

	A moving, intimate, funny and, above all, true-to-life look at the colourful stories of midwifery and families in East London in the 1950's, based on the best-selling memoirs of the late Jennifer Worth.
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When Jenny Lee (Jessica Raine) first arrives in London's East End, she knows nothing about hardship, poverty or indeed, life itself. Raised in the wealthy English countryside, she's previously spent time in Paris and could have done anything. But she chose to become a nurse and now, as a newly qualified midwife, Jenny has come to work in the poorest area of the city.
Attached to an order of nursing nuns at Nonnatus House, Jenny is part of a team of midwives who visit the expectant mothers of Poplar, providing the poorest women with the best possible care. The life that greets Jenny is a world away from what she's used to - either at home or in the hospitals where she was trained.
The streets teem with children - families of between six and ten children are commonplace - and with just one eight-bed maternity ward to serve the whole district, most deliveries take place at home. Few homes have indoor sanitation and none have hot running water.
This drama follows Jenny as she meets her patients for the first time - women like Conchita (Carolina Valides), who is on her 25th pregnancy and Mary (Amy McAllister), a prostitute and pregnant at just 15. At first shocked by the appalling conditions, Jenny soon learns to love the people who live in the East End.

	Griff Rhys Jones, Dara O'Briain and Rory McGrath kick off the final leg of their journey to Venice threading their way through some of Croatia's 1200 islands, escorted by a pod of dolphins.
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They soon discover that travelling along the Adriatic out of season means that there are very few options to get to Venice by boat, so they attempt to hitch a ride with a super yacht at the Split yacht show. The only problem is that they have to wait two days to find out if there is a yacht available, so they fill in time by travelling on a tanker delivering drinking water to the outlying islands along the coast.
Outside the Roman city of Pula, Griff and Rory come across Europe's largest nudist colony, and Griff can't resist getting his gear off.
Eventually the three men make it to Venice and are immediately thrown into practice for a Gondola race. A race down the Grand Canal is a big deal to the locals and they want to make sure the three men are good enough to take part in the competition.
Rory tries to make a suitable trophy out of glass for the race winner, while Griff and Dara end up cooking with the last remaining fishing families in Venice.  Griff's search for ingredients leads him to Venice's finest vegetable stall - at the local women's prison, while Dara's visit to the local fire station ends up in an emergency call.

	Jenny Sages' portraits have been exhibited 20 times in the Archibald Prize. This year her self-portrait ‘After Jack’, painted after the death of her husband, was both runner-up in the Archibald and winner of the People's Choice Award.
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Born in Shanghai to Russian parents, Sages came to Australia in 1948. She studied at East Sydney Technical College and the Franklin School of Art in NY. After working as an illustrator for 30 years, she has painted full-time since 1985. She won the Wynne Prize in 2005 and Portia Geach Memorial Award for portraiture in 1992 and 1994. Her work is represented in numerous public and private collections including the Art Gallery of NSW and the National Portrait Gallery, Canberra.
In 1983, at the age of 50, Sages went to the Kimberley on a life-changing trip and experienced an epiphany. It was the start of a full-time commitment to painting, and for the next 20 years she would ‘walk the country’ with a group of female artists - it was on one of those expeditions she met Emily Kame Kngwarreye.
Sages' ‘Emily Kame Kngwarreye with Lily’ was the first portrait purchased for the newly established National Portrait Gallery in 1998. She would go on to paint Emily's niece, painter Gloria Petyarre, ballerina Irina Baronova and the writer Helen Garner to name a few.
The essence of her work lies in the process of using the ancient technique of encaustic (hot wax) mixed with pigments. Rarely does Sages use a paintbrush but rather her fingers and knives are the tools of her trade.

The Slap: Hector
Based on Christos Tsiolkas's best selling novel, The Slap is an eight-part drama series that traces the shattering repercussions of a single event upon a group of family and friends. It is a searing portrait of middle class life, and the mores and morality that shape modern, multicultural Australia.

At a suburban barbecue a tight-knit group of family and friends celebrate Hector's 40th birthday. Food and wine flow, and as the guests enjoy a long, lazy lunch they debate everything from soap operas to state schooling.

When the kids start climbing the walls after too much playstation Hector sets up a game of backyard cricket. It's all going well until four-year-old Hugo takes his turn to bat and gets bowled out. Suddenly the game escalates into a fight, resulting in Harry, Hector's cousin, slapping Hugo, who is not his son.

The event and what follows ricochets through the group to devastating effects.

Told from the points of view of eight different characters, all of whom attend the barbecue, each episode reveals a new side to 'the slap' and its consequences.

The Slap explores what happens when the veil of civility that binds us as a society, is rent aside by one disturbing action. It brings to vivid life questions of parenting, the rights of children, race, class, sexuality, and the different perspectives of men and women. As the story spins to reveal each character's perspective, we see how the events surrounding that summer barbecue force them to face up to fundamental truths about themselves and their lives, and how they have all, in their own way, been 'slapped'.

MS Cure

It's widely accepted that Multiple Sclerosis (MS) is an autoimmune disease. The cause of MS is unknown and there is no cure. But some maverick doctors contend that MS is triggered by an infection which can be treated. It's believed that a common bacterium, Chlamydia pneumoniae can infect blood vessels in the brain and spinal cord and ultimately lead to nerve damage. Maryanne Demasi meets the doctors who are at odds with neurologists in proposing that an early diagnosis of MS could provide a cure with something as simple as antibiotics.

But what if you could redesign the energy grid to allow two-way energy flow, where the houses themselves become the power stations?
