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Grand Designs: Lake District

When Robert and Milla Gaukroger found a plot of land overlooking Lake Windermere in the Lake District National Park, they felt like they had hit gold. The site has a rather ugly 1980s house on it but rather than knock it down, Robert is going to incorporate it into a new design which will quadruple its size. Three large linked extensions will be added, and to cap it off, an enormous and very complicated domed grass covered roof will be constructed over the whole house.

Passionate about sustainability, Robert also designs his own heating system. A large spine wall in the building, lined with a latticework of pipes will carry water heated by solar panels and a wood burning stove. The idea is that it will be a huge storage heater, if it works.

But this project is full of risks; the biggest of all is starting with only £100,000 of the £400,000 budget in place. To save money the family move into the 1980s house, despite it being knocked down around them. They are forced to sell their possessions one by one in an increasingly desperate attempt to keep the project going.

The story of Australia's J.P 'Jack' McGowan plays like a Hollywood script. An epic romance set against the birth of cinema featuring high adventure, war, fame and great love won and lost. J.P was one of Hollywood's first stunt directors who, with his wife and on‑screen daredevil Helen Holmes, paved the way for the action‑adventure blockbusters we know today. 

Jack was born in the small railway town of Terowie in South Australia. He had been a sailor, stockman, a Boer war hero and an actor before he stumbled into the embryonic film industry in 1912. He was dubbed the 'Railroad Man' due to his specialisation in railway-themed films: the beginning of the action blockbuster genre. 

At the heart of Stunt Love is of course a love story. Jack's life in the movies was founded on his relationship with wife and 'leading lady' Helen Holmes. Jack's creative zeal was at its peak during his 13‑year relationship with this equally dynamic woman. As Hollywood's first stuntwoman Helen was brave and tough, a collaborator willing to risk life and limb to get the best stunt scene. 

As a director Jack was a pioneer. He forged new rules and created cinema iconography such as the damsel tied to the railway line. Helen broke new ground as a woman, leaping from trains and fist‑fighting bad guys. 

Stunt Love tells the story of Jack and Helen, their creative and personal partnership and the birth of an art form that now dominates world culture.
