	Over 9,000 years ago agriculture started in different parts of the planet: the Middle East, China and greater Australia in the Highlands of New Guinea, still then attached to the mainland. As seas rose, agriculture spread to the Torres Strait Islands but on mainland Australia people rejected it.
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They chose instead to carefully manipulate the available natural plants and animals to greatly increase their food resources. In Queensland's rainforest people learned how to remove the poison from some of the forest’s most abundant toxic nuts. In Victoria a huge communal aquaculture system was engineered. Thousands of people lived in stone houses in settled villages.  Fire stick farming was used all around Australia to create habitats that encouraged particular plants and animals. 	Based on the short stories by G K Chesterton, Father Brown is the newest crime series on ABC1. This month on The Book Club, host Jennifer Byrne and panellists Marieke Hardy and Jason Steger are joined by journalist Mark Colvin and Jane Allen, writer of the ABC drama Crownies.

The two books being reviewed are Claire Messud's new release The Woman Upstairs, and Flann O'Brien's surrealist classic The Third Policeman.

The Woman Upstairs examines the plight of its lonely protagonist, Nora, a school teacher and artist.  Nora struggles with a rising fury at her own invisibility and the realisation that her life seems to be destined for mediocrity. Thick with literary allusion, The Woman Upstairs takes a disconcerting look at love, ambition and isolation.
Flann O'Brien's posthumously published novel, The Third Policeman, is a darkly absurdist comedy. The story follows its narrator through a series of surreal, disturbing and hilarious adventures which take place after he commits two very serious crimes. The Third Policeman subverts the assumption that reality and fiction are necessarily separate whilst exploring the nature of time, death, and existence.

Bitter truths of a sugary diet; Water Fluoridation

Sweet Poison

In only a few decades, there are now more obese people on the planet than there are undernourished.  When it comes to getting fat, we've come to believe it's as simple as 'calories in' versus 'calories out' - if you want to shed the kilos, you need to burn more calories than you consume.  But not all calories are the same.  Some people absorb calories more efficiently and it matters what types of foods your calories are coming from. Sugar is now being proposed by experts as the new dietary villain that's making us fat and sick.

In the 60s, we were told that high fat diets were bad for us, so food manufacturers substituted fat content with sugar.  We've all seen the ‘99% fat free’ labels but those foods generally have higher sugar content.  This is a vastly different diet to the one we've evolved to eat.  But it's easy to fall into the trappings of sugary food.  MRI scans show sugar triggers the same reward centres in the brain as nicotine, alcohol or cocaine.  Should sugar be regulated in the same way as these toxic and addictive substances?  Dr Maryanne Demasi investigates the bitter truth about the dangers of a sweet diet.

Water Fluoridation
The addition of fluoride to water supplies for dental health has been touted as one of the 10 greatest health achievements of the 20th century, alongside immunisation, compulsory seat belt wearing and smoking bans.  Not everyone, however, is excited about the Government putting fluoride in our water. Councils across Queensland are turning their backs on water fluoridation, but are they making the right decision?  Ruben Meerman takes a look at how fluoride protects teeth and the reasons for its addition to water supplies.
