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Juliet Miller's (Maxine Peake) life is turned upside down forever after an incident that leaves her family fighting for life, love and survival. 
From the outside, Joe (Matthew Macfadyen) and Juliet Miller seem to have perfect lives: designer house, Joe's dazzling career as a top barrister, Juliet's enviable job as stay-at-home-mum to 13-year-old Ella (Alice Sykes) - but all is not what it seems. 

A flustered Juliet prepares for her husband's return from work. When he arrives with flowers and greets wife and daughter, both adults are jumpy and frenetic. There’s unsettling clues as to what might be going on and we wait anxiously for some kind of eruption. 

That night, a shocking incident occurs which will change each of their lives forever. Juliet is plunged into the criminal justice system and has to fight for her sanity and the survival of her family.

Police investigations centre on the family background while a social worker takes care of Ella and her future, and makes plans for the unborn baby. 

Juliet's solicitor tries to encourage her to understand what has happened and attempts to penetrate Juliet's wall of silence in order to help her. Ella visits her mother in prison but gives her a very stony reaction which plunges Juliet deeper into turmoil. Juliet’s legal team are in dire straits with a murder charge to defend, while Juliet is still unable to talk about life with Joe.

A few months on, Juliet gives birth, under prison guard, to a daughter. The baby gives Juliet a renewed sense of purpose but her future is not looking any less bleak.

Martin’s dream as a teenager was, “to open the bowling for Australia against the poms”, but he thought he’d probably become a history teacher. As luck would have it he landed a job at the ABC that changed everything…

“I love history and I devour it now. I just can’t get enough of it but I also want to see history being made rather than report on the way it used to be 200 years ago...I think journalism allowed me to go to places and see history being made,” he says.

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In 2005 Kelly and Masoko Neville set about building a spectacular oak frame and straw bale hexagonal house in the Cambridgeshire Fens. Kelly, a carpenter, had always dreamed of building an eco-friendly home that could provide a base for a new self-sufficient life where he and Masoko could produce their own food and energy from the land.
The unusual two storey house was built around a spiral staircase carved out of an 800-year-old oak tree trunk, the centrepiece of an interior that drew inspiration from Tolkien’s Hobbit. But this herculean journey was far from easy. The unusual hexagonal design would challenge the most experienced builder, and with no architect to turn to for advice, Kelly had to tackle all the problems alone, building literally with his own hands.

Three years later, Kevin McCloud goes back to visit Kelly, Masoko and their young son to see if they are managing to lead the idyllic self-sufficient life they so craved, and to see whether Kelly has recovered from the physical ordeal of building their home.

The Making Of Modern Australia: The Australian Soul

Final
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The final of the series looking at changes in the social and cultural fabric of Australia since World War II looks at the Australian soul.
Of all the great shifts since the War, perhaps religion has travelled farthest. In the 1940s and 1950s, Australians dutifully attended church and Sunday school and the church had a firm grip on the Australian soul. But from the late 60s, bad boys and girls were finding spiritual fulfilment elsewhere and the churches struggled to keep up.

Nowadays only about 8 per cent of Australians go to church every Sunday and 18 per cent say they have no religion at all.

In this episode we see an Irish Catholic family who experienced sectarianism first hand in the 1950s, a nun touched by romance during the flower power days of the 1960s, a priest radicalised by the Vietnam War in the 1970s, an Aboriginal woman trying to maintain the ties to traditional beliefs and two Protestant boys, both at the Billy Graham crusades in the 1950s, who embarked on entirely different future paths.

Anatomy Of A Massacre
Thursday, 19 August 2010
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On November 12, 1991 an estimated 200 people were shot and killed by the Indonesian military during an independence march in occupied East Timor. Images of the massacre at the Santa Cruz cemetery in Dili, were eventually smuggled out of the country and became world news.
The footage along with eyewitness testimony was instrumental in the country gaining independence. But the bodies of the dead protestors were never returned to family members and their location has remained a mystery. 

Nearly two decades after the massacre, an elite forensic team from Australia and Argentina begins an investigation to find the mass graves where the victims were secretly buried by the Indonesian military. Grieving relatives may finally have an opportunity to reclaim and bury the bodies of their loved ones. Forensic anthropologist Dr Soren Blau from the Victorian Institute of Forensic Medicine in Melbourne is leading the investigation.

It had taken Dr Blau several years to gain permission from the East Timorese authorities to begin the fieldwork as the investigation is politically sensitive. The findings of the forensic team could solve some unanswered questions about one of the most infamous mass murders of the 20th century. Exactly how many died? Was the massacre a tragic over-reaction by junior soldiers or were senior officers involved? Were there cold-blooded executions of survivors following the shooting at the cemetery?

Cutting edge forensic science reveals new, disturbing evidence about what happened on that fateful day. But the chief mission of the forensic anthropologist is to return the remains to the families of the dead. 

With graphic archival material and witness testimonies, Anatomy Of A Massacre also retells the story of the massacre itself.  This is a landmark film about one of the most notorious massacres in recent history. It is a unique story that combines modern forensic science with powerful emotion.

Art Nation

Colin Lanceley is one of Australia’s most significant but least known collage artists. This week on Art Nation, Lanceley looks back on his career from the Annandale Imitation Realists in the 60s to his latest exhibition in Sydney. 

Now 72 and perhaps at the peak of his career, Lancely made his name as a young, rebellious force on the Sydney art scene in the early 1960s when with two other young artists he founded Annandale Imitation Realists and overturned accepted conventions. As part of this spoof art organisation his work included creating two much lauded assemblages - The Dry Salvages and Gemini – both crafted from street junk.

Lanceley describes this as a time when Australia was a relative backwater. “Here in Sydney it was as flat as a tack. It was the Menzies government which everyone was tired of and young people were all pissed off with, didn’t want anything to do with it, it was everyone’s bete noire, all the people that I knew anyway and it was a time which, where that kind of conservatism and lack of guts, lack of courage which is one of the things that, one of the things that we were motivated by actually.”
To close the program this week, popular young singer songwriter Clare Bowditch and her band The New Slang play a track from their new album in the Art Nation studio.

Poh's Kitchen

Have you ever been put off cooking a recipe because it contained a lot of spices? Poh took a while to warm up to the idea of spices but now she loves them. To find out more about the mysterious world of spices Poh has invited Indian chef Ragini Dey back into her kitchen to share some of her amazing knowledge.
In Malaysia recently Poh was reminded of the depth and complexity of Nonya culture, and this inspired her to master an old classic, Nonya Chicken Curry. A staple of Nonya culture, the dish has always been a firm favourite in Poh’s family and it occupies a regular if innocuous position on the Christmas table, right next to the ham! Poh was always slightly daunted by the prospect of tackling the spices in the recipe, so when she finally attempted it and it emerged smelling just like the dish she loved through her childhood, Poh jumped for joy: it was like conjuring magic. To accompany her curry Poh cooks up some roti. Yes, she’s cooked them on the show before but a Malaysian chef recently showed her a great recipe for creating perfect roti every time, and Poh’s eager to pass on the knowledge.
Ragini is a master of spice and a keen communicator. She believes that no culinary knowledge is sacred and that recipes are for sharing. This week she’s decided to share a recipe for the Ultimate Roast Chicken, an incredible dish which features a dazzling array of spices. The recipe first came into her family via devious means. Her grandmother was hosting a dinner party and invited a talented chef to cook the dish. This proud chef was never going to part with the recipe, so Ragini’s grandmother sent each of her daughters into the kitchen one by one on the pretext of chatting with the man. As each one spoke with the chef, they secretly observed the ingredients he was using, and passed them on to their mother, who collated them into the wonderful recipe you can see today on Poh’s Kitchen. Ragini is also an inventive chef herself, and she prepares one of her delightful new creations, Naan and Butter Pudding.

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to improve the way we live.

Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and designer Alison Page.

Inventions featured on the program: 

TAIL WIND POWER ASSIST – by inventor John Wessel from VIC

A lot of people like to ride their bike to work. But by the time you get there you’ll probably have worked up a sweat, which isn't the best look as you step into the office. Electric motors can give you a hand tackling hills, but they are heavy, create drag on the bike, and can't be removed when you don't want to use them.

The Tail Wind Power Assist is a light weight and removable electric motor for bicycles. It can be installed or removed in seconds, so you can take it easy on your way to work, then get a real workout on your way home. The motor can go up to 30 km an hour, and when you don't want to use it the device pulls away from the tyre, so there is no drag.

SHAMP – by inventor Laurie Nicoll from VIC

A lone busker cuts a solitary figure. It can be hard to be heard above all the noises of the street, and playing with a band without amplification is nearly impossible. Using a traditional amplifier requires power, and battery powered amplifiers are a hassle to carry around and struggle to be heard.

Musician Laurie Nicoll, who counts a platinum record among his previous achievements, has turned inventor. The SHamp is a compact amplifier that fits into the sound hole of an acoustic guitar. The invention is easily installed and produces enough power to ensure that your solos are heard.

ACOUSTIC FILTER – by inventor Dr Patrick Glynn from QLD

Diesel particles are very fine and penetrate deep into the lungs, making them extremely hazardous to human health. This is a serious problem in confined spaces like mines. The particles are too fine for filters to pick them up, and mines are already dangerous enough.

Dr Patrick Glynn, a specialist in the thermodynamics of heat engines and the storage and conversion of heat energy, has developed an invention to tackle this serious problem. The Acoustic Filter uses acoustics to clump diesel particles before they leave the exhaust pipe so that they can be trapped by filters. This ensures that these dangerous diesel particles can finally be caught.
