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Schools Spectacular - the world’s largest youth variety extravaganza - reaches out in 2009, taking the cherished event in a new direction as it celebrates its 26th year.
This year’s theme, Reaching Out, will see more than 3,000 public school students aged 5 to 19 on display in a dazzling show of colour, movement and music inspired by Australian life.

Pooling talent from rural and metro areas right across NSW, Schools Spectacular combines a 1,000 voice choir, 1,800 dancers and an 80-piece symphony orchestra, with foyer performers, Aboriginal and all-male dance ensembles, and more than 40 featured artists.

Last year’s 25th anniversary show marked the end of an era when director Mary Lopez AM - who had been at the helm for all 25 shows - announced she would be handing over the reins to long time member of the Schools Spectacular team and last year’s associate director, Peter Cook.

“This year’s show, with the theme Reaching Out, carries on the proud traditions of Mary’s legacy while also encouraging its performers to look to the future and reach out, in all directions, across all boundaries and even beyond our shores,” Mr Cook said.

Former Australian Idol musical director John Foreman will return as compere. “It’s an incredible event, a magical night of entertainment and an amazing, uplifting night of television,” he said.

Albert's Memorial
Sunday, 13 December 2009
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Albert’s Memorial is an emotional and thought-provoking film. It’s the Millennium year and Albert (Michael Jayston) is dying. His final wish is to be buried in the meadow where, as a young soldier, he joined forces with the Russians during the encirclement of Berlin in April 1945. 
Before he died he enlisted the help of his old comrades in arms, Harry (David Jason) and Frank (David Warner). It’s a crazy idea but life is short, friendship precious and the trio have known one another for more than half a century. They steal Albert’s corpse from the undertaker and set off across Europe in Harry’s black cab complete with portable stove and fruitcake to re-invade Europe.

As in 1945, little goes according to plan. Hopelessly lost on the outskirts of Dunkirk, they pick up Vickie (Judith Hoersch), an attractive young German hitch-hiker who reads, not simply maps, but motivations too as she swiftly deduces the underlying cause of their journey. She’s a mysterious girl, who helps them both to be open and honest with each other as they confront their past.

While Frank and Harry reminisce and bicker their way across France, and into Germany, she learns of the dark secret that is still eating at the heart of their friendship. Harry has always believed that Frank was on the point of deserting when the Russians arrived, while Frank is still traumatised from not acting swiftly to save the life of a young German refugee killed by his Soviet allies.

They have never spoken about either incident, but this journey forces them to confront painful truths and learn to forgive themselves. And when Frank digs Albert’s grave, Vickie mysteriously reappears. Just who is she? The answer comes to him just in time.

Elders With Andrew Denton: Rosalie Kunoth-Monks
Monday, 14 December 2009
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Rosalie Kunoth-Monks is a woman remarkably sure of her place in the world - but it hasn’t always been that way. In 1955, the movie Jedda transported her from the Northern Territory desert into celluloid history. In fact, Rosalie’s own life reads like a film script - from reluctant child-star to nun, to activist and leader.
Born in a creek bed by Utopia station in the Central Australian desert, sixteen years later Rosalie found herself in the world of movie-making in Sydney. She had no concept of acting and found her time on film-sets strange and bewildering. To this day Rosalie still experiences anxiety when she thinks about the fear and homesickness that went with it. When filming was over, she was delighted to leave show business behind and return to her protective and loving tribal life.

But two deeply traumatic events followed when her mother died and her father abused her. She left her home and found her way to an Anglican convent in Melbourne where, in taking the vows of poverty, chastity and obedience, she ‘found a healing way to deal with what had happened’. She also found an inner strength. 

But the pull of serving her own people proved too great to ignore, and after ten years Rosalie was granted dispensation from her vows. After marrying and having a daughter, she eventually returned to Utopia where she now manages the massive Tennant Creek shire - an area larger than the UK.  

The compass by which she lives remains her culture and her land. She believes the most important piece of knowledge an Aboriginal person can have is their own sense of identity, and she works hard to help her people find this. Rosalie is a principled, driven person who won’t do things half way. “I’d rather cut off my nose than give in to something that I don’t feel good about or believe in”, she says.

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Written by acclaimed screenwriter Heidi Thomas (I Capture The Castle, Madam Bovary), Lilies is an original eight-part BBC drama series premiering on ABC1. This gem of a series is gritty, real and engaging as we are absorbed into the lives of a depression-era family in Liverpool.
In episode five, The Sea, the family encourages Billy to visit a badly injured friend from the war, hoping it will cheer him up. But Nazzer’s reappearance raises difficult emotions for Billy. He tries to deny them by going out with local girl Queenie, but the two men fall in love and Nazzer inspires Billy to overcome his fear of water. When Billy is finally ready to admit his feelings for his friend, however, it is too late.

Meanwhile, May discovers she is pregnant to Mr Brazendale whilst working for Father Melia. She decides to try to conceal her pregnancy as she is afraid of Dadda’s reaction if he finds out she is unwed and pregnant to a married man. Thinking Mr Brazendale will take responsibility, she goes to the house to reveal her news, but is horrified to discover that the Brazendales had planned to use her to remedy their own childlessness. 

Mrs Brazendale’s repeated miscarriages had now rendered her completely infertile, and May’s seduction by Mr Brazendale occurred with his wife’s consent. His wife hoped that May would fall pregnant and be forced into adopting her baby out to them. May was tricked into becoming the Brazendale’s surrogate, and because of her meagre social status they expected to be able to buy her off. But they had not taken into account May’s fiery temper and stubborn nature.

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In recognition of the cultural significance of an endangered species in their area, a community in the very small, isolated wheat and sheep farming town of Ongerup in Western Australia have taken on a mammoth task to save their Gnowangerup Shire faunal emblem, the ‘gnow’ (Noongar is its Aboriginal name) or malleefowl from local extinction.
Narrated by Australian country musician John Williamson, Gnow Or Never tells the story of the challenge this dedicated community face, the rewards and the successes they achieve and the developing natural environmental interest from all sectors in pursuit of the long-term survival of their ‘malleehen’.

The malleefowl is a strange, ground-dwelling bird that has survived mass land clearing, feral predators and bushfires. How long this unique and vulnerable species can last is dependent on the struggle to reverse the destruction of the past.

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A 15-year-old ironmonger’s son rose from lowly beginnings to spend 50 years with the Royal family. During his time working at the palace, this key ‘man in the background’ got to know the Queen Mother and the royals better than anyone else. He learnt all their secrets and also what power that knowledge represented.
As the Queen Mother’s butler and key palace insider, Bill Tallon saw and heard everything, but never told.

Now ‘what the butler saw’ can be told. His story is one of obsession, power, politics and hierarchy inside the royal circle. But since his death, Tallon’s legacy has also revealed another side - a man split by loyalty, overrun by his sexuality and feared by those who worked for him behind palace doors.

Natural Mysteries: The Bodiless Bear
Thursday, 17 December 2009
New Series
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In the heart of the American West the bodies of four black bears were discovered. There were macabre scenes of severed heads, disarticulated remains and dismembered bodies turned inside out. The investigation that followed these chilling discoveries, changed the way Yellowstone bears were viewed forever.
Set in the mountainous and inhospitable back country of Yellowstone this is the true story of the struggle between two of America’s top predators in one of the last true wildernesses in the US, where people rarely set foot and animals reign supreme. Yellowstone is a place of powerful and primal forces. It is the last place in the US where all of the large mammal predators can still be found and is the setting for a battle that seems as ancient as the mountains themselves.

What was going on in Yellowstone?

The story follows the investigation as it weaves its way from one killing to the next. A series of four black bear deaths occurred, each one at a different time of year, in very different settings and in very different habitat. Each was gruesome in its own way. Upon examination of all the evidence, investigators discounted the wolves, mountain lions and wolverines, leaving just the bears themselves. But Yellowstone is home to two species of bear, the black bear and the grizzly. So which species of bear could have carried out these killings?

Cannibalism within bear species was well understood so could it be a black bear that has killed another black bear? Or alternatively could it be the scarcer but much more aggressive grizzly bear? If so these would be the first accounts of such killings in Yellowstone. The scientists were determined to find out.

The National Parks: America's Best Idea: The Last Refuge
Friday, 18 December 2009
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A young 24-year-old, Theodore Roosevelt had a great love of hunting and became one of the national parks’ greatest champions, after discovering there were bigger trophies to pursue.
By the end of the 19th century, widespread industrialisation had left many Americans worried about whether the country, once a vast wilderness, would have any pristine land left. At the same time, poachers in the parks were rampant, and visitors thought nothing of littering or carving their names near iconic sites like Yellowstone Park’s ‘Old Faithful’ geyser.

Congress had yet to establish clear judicial authority or appropriations for the protection of the parks. This sparked a conservation movement by organisations such as the Sierra Club, led by wilderness prophet John Muir, the Audubon Society, led by George Bird Grinnell and the Boone and Crockett Club led by Theodore Roosevelt.

Spectacled Bears: Shadows Of The Forest

Once thought to be vegetarians, recent reports suggest spectacled bears are attacking cattle. This film travels across the Andean chain and deep into the Ecuadorian interior to discover the truth behind this elusive animal.
A native of South America, a few years ago the spectacled bear was once thought to be a shy, vegetarian animal of the Andean cloud forests. However farmers in the regions where spectacled bears live claim their cattle have been attacked and killed by these animals. But opinions differ wildly and some believe that other than a few insects, the bears are strictly vegetarian.

This film travels across the Andes in a quest to discover the truth. Including interviews with farmers and rare footage of the bears and their homes, as we search for the evidence.

With three bear experts on the trail - Isaac Goldstein, Armando Castellanos and Rob Williams - travelling across Equador and Peru, they highlight some ground-breaking research into areas where spectacled bears are found and explain why so little is known.

Could the growing rarity of the bears’ usual food supply be driving them to eat cattle? The film offers a timely insight into the life of this increasingly threatened animal.

As they struggle to piece together the scenario, Carter befriends Fran’s son in the hope he might know something that he isn’t telling them.

Wire In The Blood: From The Defeated

In From The Defeated, forensic clinical psychologist Dr Tony Hill (Robson Green) is brought in by Inspector Alex Fielding (Simone Lahbib) to investigate a series of kidnappings and murders where it appears that the victims were also killers.

The body of the first victim, a young male, poses a riddle. He was beaten, strangled and shot in the head. Why were all three methods of murder necessary? When a second victim is found who's mysteriously linked to the first only by the presence of skin under his fingernails, the answer seems to be that the two young men had no connection other than in death. One victim killed the other. But who killed the survivor?
As more victims emerge, Tony begins to piece together a bizarre chain of attacks in which killer becomes victim in a grotesque survival of the fittest challenge. The gun in each case apparently belongs to the same person - an illegal dogfight promoter who claims the weapon was stolen some time ago - but is it him who has abandoned dog fighting and moved onto humans?
Meanwhile, someone is stalking a young single mother living in a remote country cottage. The woman's complaints are dismissed by the local police, and it is only Tony who realises that she is related to the other murder victims, and that she will play out the final act in the murderer's dark master plan.
Tony faces another challenge when Michael - the cannibal psychiatrist he helped to convict in Unnatural Vices - manages to escape from jail by murdering the prison chaplain, suffocating him with the pages from his own Bible, and then disguising himself in the chaplain's clothes. Michael is back out on the loose, and Tony knows that he will kill again.
When a Bible passage is left pinned to Tony's windscreen, and Tony receives a phone call from Michael, his worst fears are confirmed. Will Tony be Michael's next victim?
