	In the picture perfect town of Parati, Michael Palin meets up with Prince Joao de Braganza, heir to the defunct throne of Brazil, who argues that the arrival in Brazil of the Portuguese court after escaping from Napoleon's occupation did much to establish the institutions that have enabled Brazil's economy to flourish.
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He joins Carolina Ferraz, star of a galaxy of telenovellas, the immensely popular Brazilian soap operas, on a visit to the home of rap star, philosopher and poet Criolo. Criolo lives in the slums of Sao Paolo, and thinks the notion of social equality is a distant dream for most Brazilians.
Ex-President Fernando Henrique Cardoso gives a more optimistic vision as Michael takes to the skies of Sao Paolo to avoid the hundred-mile traffic jams. He meets a mega-rich king of waste disposal and learns there are millions to be made from garbage.
Travelling south to Blumenau and Pomerode he finds German speakers, models who dream of becoming the next 'Giselle' and tries pulling steins from a mobile bierkeller. Chance encounters with spiritualists also challenge his views on what makes a typical Brazilian.
Enjoying the beauty and serenity of The Pantanal he catches piranha that are instantly turned into sushi; helps cowboys treat a calf attacked by a jaguar; and has close encounters with wildlife in the company of cowgirl Polliana Rondon. At the magnificent Iguazu Falls, Michael concludes that Brazil has much to offer the world as it takes its place as a new superpower.
