Elders With Andrew Denton: Richard Dawkins
Monday, 21 December 2009
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Richard Dawkins is probably one of the most influential and provocative thinkers of our time. He is the essence of scientific reason and, as this interview shows in a most fascinating way, not someone who is used to being asked questions about things other than science and religion. 
Renowned as a brilliant evolutionary biologist he is probably most famous, or notorious, for his strident atheism. It’s his long held idea that there is a profound contradiction between science and religious belief and that there is no well-demonstrated reason to believe in God. “I think the idea of a divine creator belittles the elegant reality of the universe,” he says.
Richard talks about his boyhood in Kenya and the wonder and mystery he feels for the natural world. He says it is the ability to have deep emotions that make us human, and in the face of such majesty as the Milky Way, any of us can feel overwhelmed and completely exhilarated. He describes his recollections of his ‘Garden of Eden’ childhood and admits that his botanist father, also an Oxford graduate, was a far better naturalist than he ever was. 

His parents instilled in him a scientific way of thinking, and within his “happy and fulfilled” childhood provided him with many opportunities to question, discuss and talk.

But she isn’t successful and becomes dangerously ill. Although Ruby and Iris have been furious with May after discovering she is pregnant to Mr Brazendale, she is still their beloved sister and they care for her until she is well.

Hitler's Favourite Royal
Tuesday, 22 December 2009
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Queen Victoria’s favourite grandson, Prince Charles Edward, was forced at the age of 14 to leave Britain to head up the hugely wealthy Dukedom of Saxe Coburg and Gotha in Germany. The principality came under the royal title through the marriage of Victoria to Prince Albert, but due to a series of unexpected deaths of uncles and cousins in Germany in 1900, the young prince was the only viable contender. 
His life was changed in ways neither he nor Queen Victoria could ever have imagined.

At the outbreak of World War I, 14 years later, he was forced to fight for Germany against the country of his birth. On Germany’s defeat, he was stripped of his British titles by his cousin King George V and declared a traitor peer by British Parliament.

At the same time in Germany, with the declaration of the Republic, the Kaiser abdicated and all princes became ordinary citizens. 

Charles then became a fervent supporter of Adolf Hitler and his National Socialist Workers Party. His involvement with the German Red Cross embroiled him further in the darker side of the Nazi regime and implicated him in their euthanasia programme.

At the close of war, he was arrested, interned and judged ‘an important Nazi’, shamed, heavily fined and he died in poverty and obscurity in 1954.

This is the extraordinary and heartbreaking story of the man the royals dumped, banished and forgot.

The National Parks: America's Best Idea: Leave It As It Is
Friday, 25 December 2009
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President Theodore Roosevelt, upon visiting the Grand Canyon for the first time, remarked: “Keep this great wonder of nature as it now is. Leave it as it is. You cannot improve it. The ages have been at work on it and man can only mar it.”
The president invited wilderness prophet, John Muir, to join him on a camping trip at Yosemite after which they joined forces to protect more American landscapes as national parks, but they parted ways when Muir fought the battle of his life to save Yosemite’s beautiful Hetch Hetchy Valley.

President Roosevelt gave new energy to the young conservation movement adding new national parks, saving forests, and using an obscure law originally meant to protect small Native American archaeological sites, as a tool to set aside vast tracts of land as national monuments.

The ancient cliff dwellings of Mesa Verde were preserved as a national park, but in Yosemite’s Hetch Hetchy Valley, the city of San Francisco won approval to build a water reservoir, flooding John Muir’s ‘mountain temple’ and leaving him broken-hearted before he died in 1914.

Compass: De-Stuffing Christmas
Friday, 25 December 2009
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Australians had a bumper Christmas last year, spending 37 billion dollars over the festive period, much of it on Christmas presents. Yet according to a 2005 Australian Institute survey, 73 per cent of Australians say they would be happy for somebody to make a donation to a charity on their behalf as a substitute for a Christmas present. Figures like these have inspired some people to think about new ways of giving during the festive season. 
In this made-for-Christmas special Compass explores some interesting gift-buying alternatives, the stories that have inspired them and the consumers embracing them. It follows Christian aid agency, TEAR Australia, which pioneered the charity card catalogue. It’s a scheme where a gift is bought for a family member or friend, but they don’t actually get it. Instead they receive a card that says their gift – a fruit tree, mosquito net or even a goat - has gone to someone in need in the developing world.

Other agencies and charities now have similar catalogues. Compass follows a group of primary school students who have decided to buy Oxfam’s gift cards as presents, and have come up with inventive ways of raising the money. “I think it gives you a nicer feeling inside when you actually give,” says one of the students.

So where will all these presents end up? Compass tracks the story to one of the more remote and impoverished corners of the world, Oecusse - an enclave of East Timor.

Here locals in Buneo village receive Oxfam’s Famers Packs of seeds and fruit trees. They’ll sell their produce and use the money to send their children to school, or buy sugar and rice to feed their families. Another educational gift is a program to teach mothers about better nutrition for their children.

Compass also explores alternative gift giving back in Australia, visiting stallholders at markets in Sydney who sell Fair Trade goods – weavings, bags, jewellery and carpets – made by communities in the developing world who are paid a fair wage for their work.

As one Christmas ends, this program provides much to ponder before the next shopping frenzy begins.

It’s a delicate case which needs an experienced pair of hands. With the prospect of promotion as a reward for a successful outcome, Ian knows there is no alternative than for him to fly to New Zealand, leaving Fiona with the wedding plans.

Ian arrives with his hidden agenda and his bureaucratic reasons for rejecting the Maori’s claim, but the Maori elders will not give up without a fight. They manage to delay Ian’s return while they prepare an appeal. It’s just long enough for the hard-hearted Ian to become seduced by his new surroundings.
