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Written by Emma Frost, Consuming Passion: 100 Years Of Mills & Boon is a contemporary drama that delves into the world of romance following the meteoric rise of publishing phenomenon, Mills & Boon.
Despite the success of Mills & Boon, the novels remain at the centre of a critical debate. Are Mills & Boon books a shining example of commercial success, or are they a form of social contact with outmoded notions of female desire and sexuality? In the publishing house’s centenary year, this film offers a well-timed exploration of romance, sex and what it means to both men and women.

This drama charts the history of Mills & Boon through three interwoven stories, set in three different time periods, each with its own heroine.

1908 – 1928: The story of Mary Cowpe (Jodie Whittaker), a real historical figure, who struggles to find the romance that she craves in her marriage to Charles Boon (Daniel Mays), who is so passionate about publishing that he reserves little time for anything else. 

1974: Janet (Olivia Colman), shy, big-hearted and a little mousy with no time or opportunity for romance, must console herself with novels containing tales of unbridled passion. When her ailing mother falls ill, the tall dark and handsome Doctor Grant (Patrick Baladi) looms broodingly into her life.

2008: Kirstie (Emilia Fox), is a university lecturer teaching her students about romantic literature across the ages, albeit with a somewhat cynical approach.  When an opinionated young student Jack (Ot Fagbenie), catches her eye, she is forced to re-examine her life and love life altogether.

Elders With Andrew Denton: Muhammad Yunus
Monday, 7 December 2009
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Muhammad Yunus is a trail blazer. He is a devout optimist who truly believes that a world without poverty is an achievable goal. The son of a Dhaka jeweller, and one of nine children, he was taught the combined value of education and imagination at a very young age.
Witnessing the horrors of the Bangladeshi famine in 1973, his credentials as a commerce professor and economist were little help in the face of such despair, and he vowed to work from the ground up to advance the lot of his people.

After studying in the US, he became a pioneer of the micro-credit system when he handed out loans to impoverished village women. Lending money to the poorest of the poor and then watching as the tiny loans transformed lives became his life’s ambition, and his diligence and vision were rewarded when he was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 2006.

Muhammad recalls his journey from a one-man band banker to head of the now international Grameen Bank, with grace and humour. He believes that all of us should live by a very simple premise: ‘Live life in a way that will not take away, in any way, the enjoyment of life of another person’. ‘Hero’ is a most overused word these days, but in this case it’s a fitting description for a man whose credo is to be useful to the world.

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It has been six months since the Tarrengower women’s prison choir project began and from an unpromising start, Jonathon and the women have worked hard to create a unique Tarrengower sound. Now, in one final concert, they must prove the pilot program has been a success and that music can in fact change peoples’ lives.
Jonathon wants the women to record some songs as a memento of their experience. He knows that hearing their own voices back will be tangible proof of how far they have come and hopefully give them a huge boost of confidence. This, he believes, will help them not to re-offend upon release.

The women are escorted to a local recording studio. Jonathon aims to record ten songs but he has only four hours. It’s a big ask for his amateur choir and he is making no concessions. It’s an intense experience.

The results are mixed. Stephen and Jonathon are not sure they have managed to record enough material to mix the tracks and the women have experienced the difficult and occasionally uncomfortable side of recording.

Back at the prison, the Tarrengower choir is planning one final concert for the other prison inmates, friends and family and the top brass from Corrections Victoria. Kasey Chambers returns to help put on the best show possible. 

The outcome of the final concert will influence Corrections Victoria in deciding if programs like Jonathon’s will be allowed in other prisons and the women know a lot is riding on their final performance.

Snowdon And Margaret: Inside A Royal Marriage
Tuesday, 8 December 2009
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In the ‘Swinging Sixties’, Lord Snowdon and Princess Margaret were by far the most glamorous and modern members of the Royal family. Tony Snowdon was a flamboyant, charismatic and talented photographer and the Queen’s beautiful sister was one of the most eligible women in the world. 
Their volatile marriage ended in scandal and divorce in 1978, the first in the Royal family in more than 400 years. 

At the time, Princess Margaret was blamed, portrayed as the philandering wife when her affair with landscaper Roddy Llewellyn on the Caribbean island of Mustique, was splashed across the newspapers. Tony played the part of the wronged husband.

But this film, drawing on extensive archival footage and unprecedented access to Lord Snowdon’s friends and family and with material gathered by his biographer, Anne de Courcy, tells a different story.

It reveals that Tony’s sexual activities put Princess Margaret’s indiscretions in the shade.

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Why would two sane people travel to war-torn Afghanistan for their honeymoon?
Honeymoon In Kabul follows newlyweds Maggie Haertsch and clown doctor Jean Paul Bell on their whirlwind mission to take medical aid and humour to the children of Kabul.

Maggie and Jean Paul arrive in Kabul amidst riots, only to discover that their precious cargo of humidicribs and advanced medical equipment is strewn over a dirty hospital floor, useless in a country where electricity is unreliable and thousands of children are dying of malnutrition and dysentery every year.

The film explores the politics of aid in a country long suffering from aid fatigue, and looks at the issues and sensitivities around charity and aid. 

Maggie and Jean Paul’s stoicism and sense of humour is reflected in equal measures by many of the Afghan characters in the story. The film shows Jean Paul’s belief in the power of humour to entertain and transcend cross-cultural barriers with his simple paper bag trick. He entertains gun-wielding Afghans, nervous American soldiers, doctors and sick children as he endeavours to introduce his ‘paper bag revolution’.

Armed with donations of baby clothes and a few toys, Maggie and Jean Paul find their motives questioned by one of Afghanistan’s most respected political activists and parliamentarian, Malalaya Joya, when they visit her safe house. 

Honeymoon In Kabul is an inspiring story about two passionate Australians who discover that the delivery of aid in Afghanistan is as complex and delicate as any second marriage.

The haul proves disappointing, but they recover enough Diazepam to take Jimmie to the station where he is met by his solicitor Damien Tucker (Dorian Lough), who proves to be a tough cookie.

Meanwhile, police respond to a call from a concerned mother Fran Morris (Kelly Harrison), whose son Noah (George Sear) has unwittingly taken something, and PC Sally Armstrong (Ali Bastian) finds Diazepam under the child on the couch. 

Fran protests that the drug isn’t hers. But with several previous convictions, police aren’t inclined to believe her, that is, until they see a photo of her with Rochelle Chapman on her fridge, and realise there might be another explanation. 

As they rush Noah to hospital, Fran says Rochelle left Jimmie because she discovered she was pregnant, and took the drugs for money to escape. She says that when Rochelle left briefly, and she flushed the drugs down the toilet, but some must have fallen on the floor, and Noah found them.

Frustrated that they failed to recover the bulk of the drugs, and unwilling to buy Fran’s story, DS Max Carter (Christopher Fox) puts the pressure on when he realises Fran knows who the drugs boss is.

Wire In The Blood: Falls The Shadow

In Falls The Shadow, forensic clinical psychologist Dr Tony Hill (Robson Green) is brought in by Inspector Alex Fielding (Simone Lahbib) to uncover the identity of a serial murderer who is killing prostitutes and experimental psychologists in a very specific sequence.

At first it looks as if the murders are unrelated - committed by two different serial killers - and the police are treating the murders of the prostitutes and psychologists as separate cases. But as the investigations unfold, Tony begins to see parallels between the motivations of both sets of murders, and using his understanding of the criminal mind, he reveals that it is in fact the same killer perpetrating both.
Matters are complicated when Tony is arrested as a prime suspect in the case because of his friendship with the first murdered psychologist. He was the last to see her alive and traces of his blood are found in her hotel room. So did Tony really kill her, or is he telling the truth?
Although Inspector Fielding comes to Tony's rescue, providing him with an alibi and refusing to accept that he is a murderer, another police inspector who believes in convicting purely on the basis of physical evidence has Tony thrown into jail. The fact that Tony has no motive for murdering his friend is disregarded. But when the killings continue while Tony is behind bars, it becomes clear that he can't be the murderer after all.
So who is murdering prostitutes and experimental psychologists? Tony's psychological insights finally lead Inspector Fielding and the team to the murderer, but when Tony insists on confronting the murderer himself, he gets more than he bargained for. Will this be the end of Tony Hill?
