Fake Or Fortune?

	Respected international art dealer and one of the UK's foremost experts on the discovery and identification of lost British art, Philip Mould, joins forces with BBC journalist Fiona Bruce in Fake or Fortune? to reveal the art world as they investigate remarkable stories that lie beneath the surface of paintings. Every picture tells a story, but none quite like this as paintings are about to be treated as evidence at a crime scene, using old fashioned detective skills and the latest forensic testing.
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In the early years of the 20th century, spinster sisters Gwendoline and Margaret Davies spent much of their vast fortune buying the cream of European art as a gift to the people of Wales. When Gwendoline died in 1951 all the paintings in her collection were bequeathed to the National Museum of Wales. Amongst the works most proudly displayed were many by J.M.W.Turner, perhaps the nation's best loved artist. These paintings were the pinnacle of the sisters' collection, carefully selected and greatly valued.
Yet within months of this extraordinary act of generosity, the authenticity of the paintings was thrown into doubt by art world experts who branded them fakes. These prized exhibits were deemed ‘unfit to hang on the gallery's walls’. For more than half a century a cloud has hung over three of the landscapes, said by experts to be a hand other than Turner's. But Philip believes this may be a miscarriage of justice. Philip and Fiona investigate.
