	Converting a disused farm building into a dream home is a challenging task but taking on a whole set of them including a decaying mill, a waterlogged house and centuries-old outbuildings that could fall down at any minute, is another challenge altogether.  But that's what Nick and his American wife Heather have done.
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Coulton Mill in North Yorkshire is a Grade II listed, ten-acre site with a rotting watermill which turned grain into flour for centuries.  The mill is joined to the miller's house and rising damp is all through the building.  The two barns are derelict and near collapse.
Thought to have 13th century origins, historical evidence links Coulton to a powerful order of monks that challenged the authority of Henry VIII.
Meanwhile, the stonemason reveals that the wall holding up the waterwheel is severely weakened and if it falls, it might jeopardise the other restoration work that has taken months to complete.

	This series follows the midwives on the Central Delivery Unit at Saint Mary's Hospital in Manchester - one of the busiest labour wards in the UK. These midwives have to work out how best to look after each mother and baby, while juggling the resources of a modern hospital.
Midwife Gill mans the triage desk, assessing the women who demand to be admitted. She has to decide who's in labour - who to admit and who to send home. Midwife Ann looks after Carren and Barry whose baby has not been moving. They've returned to give birth at St Mary's after losing their newborn a year ago. Catalyst: On The Road
Our intrepid trio move from open sheep and wheat country to the mining mecca of Kalgoorlie, host to Australia's largest open cut gold-mine and a raft of underground mines. Anja, Simon and Derek go underground to investigate how gold deposits form and how rock is blasted safely to provide just a few grams per tonne of the precious ore. 

Far riskier than working with explosives is Simon's stand-up comedy routine at one of the local pubs where he unleashes the funnier side of maths on the unsuspecting patrons.

The integrity of mine shafts and tunnels many hundreds of metres below ground is of paramount importance.  Derek and Simon visit a facility that dramatically tests to breaking point the materials used to secure mine shaft walls.

On the eastern goldfields of Western Australia sits a massive expanse of thick, crunchy white salt. This stunning site at Lake Lefroy is a reminder of Australia's geological history and changing climate. To get an idea of how vast this area is, the trio get low down and fast as they land sail across the lake. Meanwhile, an international team of scientists take advantage of this stunning location in a different way.  As the TERRA Earth observing satellite sails across the Western Australian sky, the scientists will be using the salt lake to help them improve the accuracy of gathering data from the satellite, which could be used to track climate change and even mine for gold.
