Monty Python: Almost The Truth The Lawyer's Cut

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Forty years after they were unleased on an unsuspecting world, Monty Python: Almost The Truth The Lawyer’s Cut is the definitive history of the Flying Circus.
This two-part documentary covers the comedy troupe from their birth to the present day, highlighting their childhood, schooling and university life, as well as their pre-Python work.

The documentary features a wealth of sketches from the 45 episodes of Monty Python’s Flying Circus TV series as well as their hilarious live performances and footage from their classic films Holy Grail,Life of Brian and Meaning of Life.

From their fateful start in October 1969, the Monty Python clan – John Cleese, Eric Idle, Michael Palin, Terry Jones, American Terry Gilliam, and Graham Chapman, (who died in 1989 from cancer, aged 48) – ignited a comedic revolution and set the bar for satire, slapstick and outright silliness.

New and exclusive interviews with the comedy troupe members and archival footage of interviews with the late Graham Chapman unveil the deeper truths behind their expertly crafted buffoonery.

Commentary from modern day comedians and performers – including Steve Coogan, Eddie Izzard and Russell Brand – cite Monty Python’s Flying Circus as a core influence on their own work.

Monty Python is credited with a sardonic, even cynical edge that took shots at everything proper; pompous barristers, perverted accountants, daffy psychologists, inept military commanders, supercilious news anchors and all others who represented the ruling class.

Success is an attitude. This could almost be the theme of Talking Heads, ABC TV’s interview program, hosted by Peter Thompson now in its sixth season. Thompson’s guest this week is Janine Shepherd, who is someone who certainly embodies the ‘can-do’ mindset.
As setbacks go, Shepherd’s were Olympian. She’d been close to realising her dream of representing Australia at the 1980 Calgary Winter Olympics as a cross country skier. However, during training on a bicycle ride she was hit from behind by a car, leaving her a partial-paraplegic and in chronic pain.

Shepherd tells Thompson that skiing again proved impossible. So she latched onto a new dream - to fly, and within two years she had her commercial pilot’s licence and even got to fly an F-18.

“That's one of the greatest lessons that I've been taught as a result of my accident is that I'm not my body. It’s been an amazing journey but one that has lead to the ultimate freedom,” she says.
Janine Shepherd’s story is intense. After her accident Shepherd says she visited ‘the other side’ and made a conscious decision to return to her broken body. The sense that life had a spiritual purpose gave her what seemed to be a strong foundation to fly, write best-selling books about her journey and speak publicly. A film, Never Tell Me Never starring Claudia Karvan as Shepherd, has been made of her experience.

“I choose to look at my life in a positive way and make the most of it. You know there was more life to be had, more experiences to be had, more love to give. That's what I'm here for,” says Shepherd.

QI: Fashion
Tuesday, 16 February 2010
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QI, hosted by Stephen Fry is the world’s most impossible quiz.
On the face of it, QI (short for Quite Interesting) is a TV comedy panel game like any other. It has a chairman and four contestants who are asked questions and get points for their answers. But there the resemblance ends.

The questions on QI are so difficult that the panellists almost never get one right. So the chairman only gives points for interesting answers, regardless of whether they are correct, or even relevant.

In theory, it is quite possible for the most ignorant person in the room to win the game. In practice, this rarely happens because the game is booby-trapped to the disastrous disadvantage of people who believe everything they are told.

The chairman awards heavy penalties for wrong answers which are also ‘obvious’ – clichés, misconceptions and ‘common wisdom’ – much of which is taught every day in school, but is in fact completely untrue.

The subject matter of QI is unique because it takes as its canvas not familiar material like the news, sport, television and pop music, but the entire universe.

QI’s Supreme Fiendish Question Master, Stephen Fry, wields autocratic power over the scores. Stephen's task is to gently encourage his guests to search for answers, avoid urban myths, and reach deep into their comedic pockets to entertain us.

Permanently installed guest Alan Davies develops the intellectual counterpoint and, as Stephen puts it, “rushes headlong like a puppy into the wall of ignorance”. Alan highlights, with his inimitable comedy style, that there are no stupid questions. Only funny ones.

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Cheese Master Will Studd visits three continents in search of the world’s most spectacular cheeses and producers.

Poh's Kitchen
Wednesday, 17 February 2010
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Poh is a huge fan of Thai cuisine and when she discovers that Thai food guru, David Thompson, is in town she pulls out all stops to get him to drop by the kitchen. She’s delighted when he agrees to come and share a recipe for a classic green curry.
An Aussie, David, is internationally renowned for his knowledge of Thai cuisine, a cuisine he argues is one of the world’s greatest, and his green beef curry is a great example. 

David insists that only fresh coconut milk can be used in a green curry, though Poh does try and talk him into the idea that the tinned variety is OK. As David argues strongly that this is not the case, Poh goes to the markets to give us some tips on how to improve our chances of getting a coconut with good milk.

One of David’s favourite pastimes in the kitchen is getting people to taste chilli and he talks Poh into eating a fresh unadorned chilli. While she struggles with its heat, he wryly observes, “I have to say most people wouldn’t do that!” As he cooks the curry, he shows her how the heat of chilli can be buffered by the coconut milk.

What better way to soak up all the wonderful flavours of a green beef curry than with some roti, the coiled flat breads that are common in the south of Thailand. After Poh makes her dough, she and David have great fun testing their ‘throwing’, the technique used to stretch the roti. After cooking the roti, a highly-successful tasting session takes place.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the next generation of inventors, innovators and designers. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

RODENT RELOCATION DEVICE – by inventor Ian Geddes from VIC

Rodents are a devious, successful group within the animal world. The people trying to stop them from destroying food stocks have up to 1,750 different species to contend with. Rodents are often more than just a pest. They can cause significant damage in many industries, at great economic cost, and can also be responsible for the spread of serious diseases. However, there are a number of situations where poison baits are unsuitable for the control of rodents. Aviaries, poultry farms, commercial food processing, and even office blocks demand the effective removal of rodents, yet poison and dead carcasses are not only undesirable, they can be a major health hazard.

The Rodent Relocation Device is a mechanical trap designed for mice infestations where poison cannot be used. Mice are naturally drawn inside small dark structures such as pipes. The design of the invention plays on this instinct, by attaching plastic pipes to the entrance of the trap. When the mouse gets to the middle of the trap, it passes through an infrared beam. This triggers a trapdoor underneath, which will open and close in less than 0.4 of a second. The mouse then falls into a collection chamber below from which it can be relocated or humanely disposed of.

SAFETY HOOF STAND – by inventors Darren Robertson and Daniel Ney from NSW

When a horse is having a hoof trimming or shoeing its leg is placed in a hoof stand. This provides a stable and safe support for the horse, allowing the horse to relax without putting all of its weight on the horse’s carer. However, if the horse gets frightened or tries to pull away it is not always possible for the person working underneath the horse to get themselves and the stand out of the way at the same time, leaving an object underneath the horse that could lead to broken limbs. The Safety Hoof Stand incorporates an innovative base that causes the stand to fall flat if it is knocked over, so that it will only lie 40mm above the ground, rather than 300mm.  

CLRS – by inventors Bill O’Connell and Damian Stock from WA

Coring and core analysis are essential to the exploration phase of field development for the oil and gas industry. However, it is an expensive and time-consuming process to get the core up above ground. The CLRS is designed to record the amount of core column that has entered the core barrel, whilst drilling, and relay this information to the surface operator in real time, greatly enhancing the speed and efficiency of the entire process.
