Shane Hendriks is a builder and designer who came up with a unique idea for building his family home while mucking around with his son's building blocks.
His house consists of five cubes arranged in an ark to maximise the northerly aspect of the sun, with a sense of the cubes rolling and tumbling. There is even a 'floating cube' seemingly suspended between the second and third more prominent cubes on the ground.
Shane didn't want to install solar panels on the tiled exterior so he developed unique solar 'trees' to the sun to maximise energy efficiency. Inside is a range of technological innovations, from fingerprint entry, a tracking power point system, and a natural wall ventilation system. From the outside the house resembles an adventure playground, but inside it is compact and liveable.
"I had an opportunity to do things with this house that I couldn't do with a client - push the limits and extremities of the design itself as well as how the house works and functions," says Shane.
Shane's wife Caroline says, "People who visit for the first time marvel at what it must be like to live here. But for us, it was always going to be our family home, where our sons could grow up with plenty of space to run around in."

The three-year training is tough and before the students qualify, they have to clock up 40 births under supervision. Then suddenly they are on their own with no one to turn to.
Eighteen-year-old Chloe is a first year student midwife starting her placement on the high-risk delivery unit. She has only just done her A-levels and moved out of home, but she is wide-eyed with enthusiasm about the wonders of childbirth and the challenge of exhausted, fed up mums. It is not long before she faces the more nerve-wracking and intimate milestones of her first vaginal examination and 'catching' her first baby at a caesarean section.
Twenty-year-old Aurelie is struggling in her second year and has one more chance to pass a vital assessment. If she fails, it is unlikely she will ever become a midwife. Her mentor Leslie scrutinises Aurelie's work for a week before making the decision to pass or fail her. Aurelie's dream of returning to Congo to be a midwife is in danger of ending.
Jess, at 22, has just completed her three years' training. On her first shift in the blue uniform of a qualified midwife, she realises that the buck now stops with her. In the life and death dramas she encounters, her decisions are now her responsibility alone. More than anything, Jess wants her first normal birth as a qualified midwife. But on the high-risk delivery unit of St Mary's Hospital, it is unlikely to be a straightforward one.

It's thought that millions of years ago, when the climate was wetter, rainwater seeped into the limestone and carved out the underwater caverns and passageways that exist on the Nullarbor today.  Karst geomorphologist Ian Lewis - an expert in how underground cave systems form - and sports scientist Peter Buzzacott, have spent years diving, exploring and researching the origins of the caves below the Nullarbor.  In this spectacular report, Anja, Derek and Simon take in the majesty of Weebubbie and hear new theories about the creation of the caves and look for undiscovered species living there.

While Anja is submerged, Derek and Simon provide a special treat for students normally schooled online by Kalgoorlie's School of the Air. The roadhouse at Mundrabilla is more than a thousand kilometres from both Perth and Adelaide, so right in the middle of not very much.  Two young girls gather a few of their school of the air classmates from far and wide for a rare up-close maths and science lesson with the guys.
