Wallace And Gromit's World Of Invention: Better Safe Than Sorry

Wallace and Gromit's World of Invention sees the well‑loved animated pair hosting a live action series from the basement of their home where they have built their very own television studio.

Each week the show includes Wallace's 'Inventor of the week' where we concentrate on a particular inventor from around the world; 'Curiosity Corner', where Wallace introduces a particularly strange story from the world of inventions. 

This week tells the tale of the 1940s Hollywood starlet Hedy Lamarr who had a side line in inventing and who devised a radio controlled 'secret‑communication' system for steering torpedoes to help Allied forces in the war, the technology of which is featured in all modern blue tooth systems. 

They also look at the most futuristic surveillance drones and the history of spy technology, first developed using the humble pigeon in WWI. In the USA they check out the fascinating history of spacesuits, and in the UK reveal the life of eccentric British inventor Arthur Pedrick and his helpful cat, with Pedrick’s hundreds of patents, from explosive underground bomb shelters to cat flaps and sometimes a mixture of both. 

Ejector seats from past to present are revealed in the UK with some nail‑biting tales of high‑speed ejection from the lucky pilots themselves!

Return To Lake Eyre: The Deluge

The bigger the drought, the bigger the flood. That certainly held true over the past year for the eastern half of Australia, with flooding rains ending the worst drought in history.

The signs that the weather was turning began in 2009, when a deluge in the tropical north set the great desert rivers flowing through Central Australia. For the first time in years, the water flowed all the way to Lake Eyre, the huge salt pan in the dead heart of the continent.

ABC TV reporter Paul Lockyer covered the drought in 2009, and now returns to Lake Eyre 12 months later to investigate the floods sweeping across much of south west Queensland. 

The deluge was delivered by a series of tropical lows which swept through the middle of Australia.

Artscape: Stephen Vitiello ‑ Listening With Intent

This 'boat‑movie' follows Stephen Vitiello, internationally celebrated 'sound artist' from the US, as he embarks on a 300km odyssey around the rugged Kimberley coast capturing unique sounds. Vitiello's latest challenge, to capture the sound of Australia, is at the behest of art patron John Kaldor and is to create an 'installation' to be exhibited in the old kilns at Sydney Park's brickworks buildings.

In 1999, Vitiello was awarded a six‑month residency on the 91st floor of one of the towers of the ill‑fated World Trade Centre in New York, which he says, "was a pivotal experience, it truly changed me from being a musician to being a sound artist". Since then his work has been presented worldwide including at the Tate Modern London, and the Whitney Museum of American Art and The Kitchen, both in NYC. 

Inspired to record amazing Australian sounds Vitiello sets off with no experience of being in the outback. He puts his faith in his guide and skipper who is confident that the expedition will encounter birds, dolphins, whales and a wealth of other sounds. Vitiello soon discovers the danger of tides and crocs and the power of the wind. He bravely forges on and records under water sounds, such as waterfalls, billabongs and waves. At night he records the sound of the earth's crust moving, as he says "the song of the Earth".

Back in Sydney, Vitiello cuts his sounds together and sets up the show in the kilns. He is nervous of the reaction, but Kaldor reassures him, "it worked, it worked."

Art Nation

Fenella Kernebone investigates the Diana Toy Camera craze. Back in the 1960s, a firm in Hong Kong created a dirt‑cheap 120 camera called the Diana. As a mainstream product, the Diana was a failure and discontinued in the 1970s. But as a cult artistic tool of avant‑garde and lo‑fi photographers, it has since become a huge success.
