Monty Python: Almost The Truth The Lawyer's Cut

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The five surviving members of Monty Python’s Flying Circus continue to contemplate their origins and successes as well as chew over its deeper significance in the final instalment of Monty Python: Almost The Truth.
This definitive history of the iconic comedy troupe begins with their transition to film with And Now For Something Completely Different, Monty Python And The Holy Grail, and The Meaning Of Life, causing various significant controversies.

The Monty Python clan – John Cleese, Eric Idle, Michael Palin, Terry Jones, American Terry Gilliam, and Graham Chapman, (who died in 1989 from cancer, aged 48) – ignited a comedic revolution and set the bar for satire, slapstick and outright silliness.

The Monty Python films found phenomenal niche success in America on public television and at the cinema.

Even now, Monty Python is a valuable litmus test of personality types. The perfect inside joke that always welcomed outsiders smart enough (or inane enough) to get it. Across college dorms and junior high schools, from one continent to the next, each new generation of Python fans are able to suss out a common nerdy cheekiness in one another.

A Beatles/Python analogue runs through Almost The Truth, underscoring the idea that no such act of genius could have ever happened the same way to popular counterculture or to any other young men, in any other grouping, at any other time, in any other place. George Harrison even shows up in the later years as the moneyed benefactor for the controversial 1979 Python movie Life of Brian. 

Monty Python: Almost The Truth The Lawyer's Cut is one for fans and followers, most of whom will know every twist, turn and knot in the Python tale intimately, but will enjoy getting caught up in it all over again.

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Kevin McCloud revisits an innovative housing association’s scheme in Birmingham.
A group of 11 men and women agreed to build, not just their own, but each other’s homes.

This group of first time builders are on a tight schedule and even tighter budget. This multi-cultural group of self-builders who are on low or assisted incomes would not otherwise be able to afford their own home.

The group has to work as a team, with everyone doing 20 hours a week on site. Each person had chosen to specialise in one skill: bricklaying, plumbing, carpentry, electrics, and they work on each other’s houses in turn.

The build goes through various challenges – vandalism, job and family issues, energy levels and morale drop during the winters and the team struggle to put in the hours expected on top of a working day.

Kevin revisits the properties one year after completion to see how the residents now feel in their new homes.

Neanderthals once dominated ice age Europe, but then they disappeared. What happened to them? For 150 years scientists have been puzzled by the state of our closest relatives. They’ve looked at the archaeological evidence from every angle. Now they’ve turned to DNA, and a new idea is taking root. It’s possible that Neanderthals live on – or at least their genes do – inside of us all.
If Neanderthals were so similar to us that we share genes, then it may be time to re-think our assumptions about them. Ever since the first Neanderthal man was discovered by German quarry workers in 1856, scientists have tried to deny them a part in the human family. Today’s anatomists are trying to rehabilitate the Neanderthal – they were smart, strong, ice age survivors - far from being stupid, their brain was bigger than ours. 

While Neanderthals and modern humans may have evolved separately for half a million years, when they met each other in ice age Europe they were able to interbreed and have hybrid children. Neanderthal genes entered the modern human gene pool, and some of these genes may still be there today – in our DNA, playing a crucial role in the evolution of our species.

Art Nation

This week on Art Nation, Fenella Kernebone looks at the Ron Mueck exhibition, one of the NGV’s highlights for 2010; the story of John Little, a 69-year-old with Alzheimer’s and how art helps him with his dementia; and musician Ego Lemos performs in the studio with his remarkable voice and shows the tremendous talent he has to offer Indigenous music in Australia and the world. 

Ron Mueck exhibition
Fenella Kernebone talks to Ron Mueck’s agent and collector Anthony d’Offay about Mueck’s sculptures which faithfully reproduce the minute detail of the human body, but which also play with scale to produce disconcertingly jarring visual images. Mueck is a shy man who loathes the media, but d’Offay is world famous and very articulate. The NGV exhibition will present 12 major works by Australian-born, London-based artist Mueck. Drawn from Australian and international collections, the exhibition includes Dead Dad 1996/7, the piece which catapulted him to fame. This will be the largest and most comprehensive exhibition of Mueck’s work ever mounted in Australia. In addition to these there will be four new pieces created specifically for this exhibition.

Art and Alzheimer’s
A great initiative in Port Macquarie is focusing on helping people with Alzheimer’s. John Little is 69 years old and has Alzheimer’s. For the past few months he has been attending art classes and has ‘apparently’ become really good. He has gone from being quite depressed to painting all day. He even spent a day as an ‘artist in residence’ at a local store! The story uses research presented at a conference held in Port Macquarie in October about Alzheimer’s and art.
Ego Lemos
Regarded as a significant East Timorese community member, Ego Lemos has lived through three tumultuous periods of his nation's history. He has interpreted and modernised some of the most beautiful and heart-wrenching traditional melodies from his nation's history, and produced a wreath of original songs in East Timor’s lingua-franca, Tetum. He sings about issues such as the centrality of water to life, praises the nation's peasant farmers in their unceasing toil, and urges his people to remain positive and strive for unity. Lemos won the 2009 APRA Screen Award for ‘Best Original Song Composed for the Screen’ for his song Balibo written for the film of the same name.

Harry M. Miller, entrepreneur and celebrity agent, would become one of the most powerful figures in the entertainment industry, rubbing shoulders with the rich and the famous.

Artscape: Kronos Quartet In Conversation

Fenella Kernebone chats to founder of the Kronos Quartet, violin player David Harrington, about the group’s 30-year history, their album Floodplain and their performance and collaboration with Jon Rose at the Sydney Opera House.

For more than 30 years, the Kronos Quartet - David Harrington, John Sherba (violin), Hank Dutt (viola) and Jeffrey Zeigler (cello) - has pursued a singular artistic vision, combining a spirit of fearless exploration with a commitment to expanding the range and context of the string quartet. In the process, Kronos has become one of the most celebrated and influential groups of our time, performing thousands of concerts worldwide, releasing more than 45 recordings of extraordinary breadth and creativity, collaborating with many of the world's most eclectic composers and performers, and commissioning more than 650 works and arrangements for string quartet. Kronos's work has also garnered numerous awards, including a Grammy for Best Chamber Music Performance (2004) and Musicians of the Year (2003) from Musical America.

Poh's Kitchen

This week, Poh is singing about the glory of the not-so-humble almond. After she makes some Sujee biscuits using almond meal instead of the traditional semolina, it gets her thinking about using almonds in other recipes and finding out a bit more about them.
First stop is Judith McBain who is an almond grower. Judith’s heritage varieties tingle Poh’s taste buds with their sweetness and crunch. But it’s the green almonds, an ingredient common in Middle Eastern cuisine, that gets Poh excited and she takes a bag home to experiment with. 
Back in the kitchen with French chef Emmanuel Mollois, Poh has really outdone herself by developing four quite different recipes using almonds. Her experiments with the green almonds result in a simple but refreshing almond milk drink, and a crunchy dish using the almonds with wild rice. Using Chinese almond powder made from apricot kernels (a relative of almonds) Poh makes an almond and lime panacotta, and using amaretto, an almond liqueur, her cocktail ‘Kiss of a Concubine’ is an absolute stunner. 
Emmanuel on the other hand has meticulously crafted his recipe - Salmon with Almond Milk and Buckwheat Tuiles. After spending an hour and a half on the phone to a chef friend in Paris, he has adapted an old 14th century French recipe for almond milk to complement the salmon. Emmanuel even adds a cheeky touch by plating up his almond milk in a cute jar with a straw!

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases bright minds from across the country as they discover ingenious solutions to the problems of our lives. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth, futurist and author Mark Pesce, and woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan. Inventions featured on the program: 

RECORD REVIRGINIZER – by inventor Cary Stoddard from NSW

Nothing can beat the smooth vintage sound of a vinyl record. The problem is, the grooves on a record that create its sound also attract dust, grit, grease and mould. There are plenty of record cleaning products around, but they can’t get inside the grooves, creating the crackling sounds synonymous with ageing record collections. Inventor Cary Stoddard is a man who takes his record collection seriously. He began working in the audio industry 30 years ago when he was just a teenager. Keen to restore his favourite classics, Cary set his mind to developing his own solution.

The Record Revirginizer can restore vinyl records to their original condition. Whilst most people think the sound interference we hear on a vinyl record is a result of scratches, the majority of unwanted crackles and pops are the result of dust and grease becoming embedded in the grooves of the record. The Record Revirginizer is a liquid substance that is poured over the record surface and massaged into the grooves until a 1mm coating is created. Once it has hardened, the substance can be easily peeled from the vinyl surface, taking all of the dust and dirt with it.

DROP MATE – by inventor Daniel Wicks from NSW

On big properties where you need to ride a quad bike or motorbike around the paddocks, farmers end up constantly getting on and off to open the gate. The Drop Mate is a gate that you can drive straight through without getting off your bike. Daniel Wicks is 18 years old, and created the invention for an HSC Metals and Engineering project. It uses a mechanical system of wire rope and counterweights that allows the gate to be pushed open in either direction by the bike. Once the bike passes through, or technically over, the gate automatically lifts back into position.

KWIKAZ – by inventor Steve Miranda from QLD

Scaffolding always has to be wrapped in shade cloth that protects the public from falling debris and keeps dust within the site. Currently the shade cloth is attached with non-reusable fasteners such as cable ties. This is a time-consuming and tedious task which often damages the shade cloth preventing it from being re-used. KwikAz is a two-part system for attaching shade cloth quickly and securely. The invention consists of specially designed, robust attachment clips, and a driver handle to apply them. KwikAz makes the entire process quicker and easier, and the clips can be easily recovered and reused at the end of a job.

Catalyst

New Zealand Rowi
All over the world scientists are going to extraordinary lengths to save some of the rarest species on earth from extinction. Dr Paul Willis treks through a New Zealand forest in search of a very special and endangered species of kiwi, the rowi. He finds out how ground-breaking technology is being utilised to secure the cute little bird’s future against a highly efficient predator – the stoat.
Military Fit
There are plenty of factors to consider before a soldier is deployed to a war zone, but good preparation, particularly physical fitness, is paramount. All soldiers have a good level of basic fitness – they’re routinely put through running drills, sit-ups and push-ups, but until now soldiers haven’t been physically tested for the on-the-job skills most required by a modern army. Dr Maryanne Demasi joins soldiers in Townsville on a new series of tests that will ensure soldiers are fit for the job.
Animal Action – Fiddler Crabs
After many hours of observation, researchers from the Australian National University were surprised to observe fiddler crabs behaving in a way that had never been seen before. It is known that the fiddler crab is a filter feeder and that the male impresses suitors by gesturing with the larger of its asymmetric claws and participating in ritualistic courtship battles. But, never before has anyone recorded another far more sinister use of the male’s oversized claw. 
Blue Groper
Australia’s waters are dotted with many aquatic reserves created to protect the rich diversity of our precious marine life, but are they doing the job they were intended for? Surfing scientist Ruben Meerman dives into a marine reserve near Sydney to see how its inhabitants are faring and meets some marine scientists monitoring blue gropers to provide critical data about the effectiveness of the reserve.
