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History books tell us that Alexander Fleming discovered penicillin, but that's not the whole story. Breaking The Mould: The Story Of Penicillin uncovers the forgotten team involved in the development and manufacture of the drug that transformed medicine.
Dominic West (The Wire, The Devil's Whore) stars as straight-talking Australian scientist Professor Howard Florey. 

Whilst it is widely recognised that Alexander Fleming was the man who discovered penicillin, the truth is a bit more complicated than that, and the extraordinary story of Professor Florey is hardly known.

Poh's Kitchen

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This week, Poh is on a quest to find out more about ‘wok cooking’. She’s no stranger to this ancient culinary art, having two wonderful mentors in her mum and aunty, but when it comes to cooking with high heat and lots of flame, it still presents a challenge.
So, Poh meets renowned Sydney chef, Neil Perry. Neil is a trailblazer of Australian cuisine and one of the best when it comes to both Asian and wok cooking. Before they start cooking, Poh needs a wok, so Neil takes her on a shopping trip to Sydney’s Chinatown to buy a few essential utensils from his local Chinese supermarket. 

Back in her kitchen, Poh welcomes Neil with her new wok in hand. Things soon start sizzling. Neil fires up the hi-tech induction wok and whips up a feast for all the senses, a hot and spicy Chinese recipe with the wondrous title of ‘Velveted John Dory, drowned in dried chilli and Sichuan pepper’. 

Poh makes ‘cubic noodles’, a type of rice noodle which is an essential ingredient for her ‘Char Kwai Teow’ a deliciously traditional Malaysian dish she remembers buying as a child from the street hawkers of Kuala Lumpur. Then, having shown us how to ‘season’ a carbon steel wok, she throws caution to the wind and fires up the gas burner to complete her ‘Char Kway Teow’. 

Neil also introduces Poh to ‘tea smoking’ a Chinese variation on the smoking theme using tea, jasmine rice and brown sugar to smoke food in a wok. The results are delicious and great examples of how versatile this ancient piece of kitchen equipment can be.

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Kevin McCloud revisits Adrian Phillips and his fiancée Corinna Wigglesworth, who decided their first home together was to be a 300-year-old ruin that has been in Adrian’s family for three generations.
The former cottage is set in the inhospitable climate of the Brecon Beacons National Park in Wales. The isolated site is at the mercy of the weather: fierce winds, rain and severe floods, storms, snow and ice, making working conditions virtually intolerable in winter. The property has no mains water or electricity and driving up the hill to the property is a challenge for all concerned.

To make matters worse, during the build the region is hit by foot and mouth disease and all visitors are banned from the site for two months.

When Kevin arrives for his final visit, the build is still nowhere near completion.

The Neanderthal Code

Final
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Neanderthals were humans that dominated Europe for a quarter of a million years and then mysteriously became extinct. But why did they disappear? What part did modern man play in their downfall? And is it possible that some of our modern characteristics have their origins in Neanderthal Man? 
It’s long been thought that modern humans wiped out Neanderthals in a brutal and total genocide, but today that story is being rewritten by stunning new archaeological finds and cutting edge science. Latest evidence suggests that modern humans and Neanderthals made love, not war. 

A great evolutionary detective story, The Neanderthal Code travels the length and breadth of modern Europe to examine key locations where Neanderthals lived, and reveals that archaeologists are also rethinking their theories. Far from being dumb primitive brutes, the new evidence suggests Neanderthals were smarter and more sophisticated than ever imagined. 

Using dramatic reconstructions, interviews and CGI graphics the programs reconstruct the world of the Neanderthal. Is it possible that through the interbreeding of Neanderthals and Homo Sapiens, every person of European descent may have a little bit of Neanderthal in them? And that Neanderthal genes might show up in fundamental traits, like big brains and sociability, that we think of as particularly human?

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In 1964 Yuwali was 17 when her first contact with ‘whitefellas’ was filmed. Now at 62 she tells the story behind this extraordinary footage.
Her group of twenty were the last remnant Aboriginal mob still living traditionally, without any contact or knowledge of modern Australia, in the remote Great Sandy Desert.

A huge space rocket test - Blue Streak - was to be fired in May 1964 at their home in the dry Percival Lakes. The authorities sent in patrol officers to evacuate anyone living there to protect them from rocket debris. 

The days counting down to blast-off drive the narrative of the film. Back at the Lakes, Yuwali gives a riveting account as she and her group are chased hundreds of kilometres around the desert trying to escape the ‘devilmen’ in the ‘rocks that move’ (four wheel drives). The climax is both extraordinary and emotional.

Can We Help?

	This week’s episode of Can We Help? contains a story so remarkable that an entire episode has been dedicated to it. It begins in Chernobyl, the site of the infamous nuclear accident that shook the world and led to great human suffering. But from tragedy came something good - an act of great kindness and relationships that crossed borders and changed lives.
On 26 April 1986, unit four of the Chernobyl power station exploded. The reactor released 90 times as much radiation as the Hiroshima bomb causing immediate deaths and the evacuation of almost 100,000 people. Children were the most susceptible to the radiation and were the hardest hit. In some cases up to half of the children in nearby towns became ill. For families it was an ongoing struggle to make ends meet.  

Tonight’s story is about Tim Rutter, a Victorian man who was so moved by the tragedy of Chernobyl and the devastating effect it had on families that he felt he had to help. Tim’s son Clive contacted Can We Help? hoping the team could arrange for his dad to meet the people involved with the Nadja fund - a Ukraine charity that Tim has been supporting for more than a decade. Tim considers the people who run the charity to be his ‘other family’, particularly the manager of the fund, Svetlana Pivovar whom he has never met.

Can We Help? honours Tim’s long-term contribution and generosity by flying him to Kiev to unite him with Svetlana and some of the families of the Nadja fund, in whose lives Tim looms large. The celebration in Kiev is powerful, moving and will be remembered for a lifetime by all those involved.

Namila Benson explores the world of Sikh music with the Dya Singh World Music Group. Daniel Marsden braves the skies and visits the remote Queensland town of Hughenden with three visual artists to discover what ‘Flying Arts’ is all about.

Edge of Elsewhere
One of the highlights of the Sydney Festival. Three years in development, one of Edge of Elsewhere’s aims is to engage those living in the western suburbs of Sydney in contemporary art projects with artists from across Asia and the Pacific. Sydney Festival Director Lindy Hume says “there are two million people living in western Sydney and this important project collaboratively examines some of the questions that shape us as individuals and communities in a rapidly changing environment”. A host of artists from the western suburbs, Asia and Pacific regions will be participating including the likes of Brook Andrew and Richard Bell. The exhibition is on until March 7th at the Campbelltown Art Centre.

The Dya Singh World Music Group
Based in the suburbs of Melbourne, the Dya Singh World Music Group has emerged as one of the most sought after music groups in the world. The group is made up almost entirely of family members and has a long history of this music in Sikh culture. Their sound is a combination of Sikh, Punjabi and North Indian music, and also incorporates Western musical traditions such as blues, jazz, folk and indigenous music. 
Flying Arts QLD
Flying Arts have been operating in the remote areas of Queensland for the last 40 years, sending out much needed arts and culture to the outback regions. As well as exhibitions, they also fly visual artists, musicians, actors and writers to give workshops in places as far flung as Mt Isa, Gympie and Weipa.

Catalyst

Fly Like An Insect
Mark Horstman visits researchers competing to design tiny aircraft that can sense their surroundings and even carry cameras. Not only would they make great toys and provide excellent sports coverage, but naturally the military are interested in their potential for covert surveillance. However, to make them fly successfully needs a revolutionary rethink of the laws of aerodynamics. And for that, scientists are turning to insects for inspiration. Astounding slow motion footage of insect wings in air flows helps to decode the secrets of aerodynamics on a tiny scale. Larger, scaled-up wings are analysed in tanks of oil where the ratio between inertial forces and viscous forces can be assessed. 
Unmanned Aerial Vehicles
A group of committed, even fanatical, aeronautics enthusiasts are doing their best to meet the challenge of unmanned flight. Paul Willis dropped in to check out the annual UAV challenge in Queensland. Competitors from around the world arrive with their fixed wing aircraft and attempt to drop emergency water at a point outside of the airfield where a dummy, affectionately known as Outback Joe, awaits assistance. Planes will crash and burn, some won’t leave the ground, but could Outback Joe be saved for the very first time?
Earthquakes
In the first ten years of this century, earthquakes have reminded us of their frightening power, by the tsunamis generated in Samoa and Asia and most recently by the devastation they caused in Haiti. While nothing can be done to prevent the massive power unleashed by the movement of the earth’s crust, thousands of lives could be saved if scientists could predict when the next earthquake would strike. Dr Maryanne Demasi joins a group of researchers drilling into one of the most earthquake-prone regions on earth – the Nankai Trough in the Southern seas of Japan. Here core samples are taken from deep within the earth’s crust to analyse composition and possible faults that may point to a future seismic event. 
Fundamentals with Bernie Hobbs
Bernie Hobbs, science communicator extraordinaire, has a way of breaking down science into easily digested bite size pieces. Bernie finds the fun in the fundamental question – what is heat?
