Q&A returns on February 4 for another round of fun and fervent political discussion, hosted by Tony Jones. It's election year and Q&A will seize the opportunity to get beneath the to and fro of party politics. Q&A will bring policy makers from both sides of politics face to face with the Australian citizens whose lives are shaped by their decisions and who'll make the ultimate decision on who leads this nation.  The program will also hit the road to give live audiences across the country the opportunity to put their concerns and questions on the national agenda. Executive Producer Peter McEvoy is looking forward to a year of robust debate. "Q&A celebrates five years on air in May. It was conceived as an adventure in democracy that would allow Australians to put their questions direct to the policy makers they elect - so the program is at its best at election time. We're looking forward to setting the agenda and holding our politicians to account, while making sure that politics remains a participation sport."

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In 2004, an article they read in a Sydney paper disturbed businessman Sam Cullen AM and his wife, Janet. Rare photographs taken by German-born photographer, John William Lindt were to go to auction in London that night. Taken in the 1870s, the strange and haunting images of Clarence River Aborigine become world famous, launching Lindt's career.
The Grafton Aboriginal community was in a state of despair. They dearly wanted the photographs to come home but couldn't afford to buy them. Sam and Janet felt they had to help. Just hours later, they successfully bid over the phone.
When the photographs arrived at their home, Sam was transfixed. “Every morning I would come down and say good morning to them and have a chat with them.”
Sam and Janet gifted the photographs to the people of the Clarence Valley. But troubled that Lindt became world famous while the people photographed were unknown, Sam and Janet, together with the Aboriginal elders of Grafton, began a long and emotional journey to discover the identities of the people who had entrusted their images to Lindt so long ago.
Eight years later, Sam's labour of love has turned up some astonishing results.
