	Tonight we visit another wonderful location steeped in history and brimming with collectors - the historic and beautiful city of Bendigo.
Andy, Gordon and Adrian explore the Swap Meet in Bendigo, the biggest in the southern hemisphere. Thirty-seven years ago there were 200 stalls and today it has grown to 1600, visited over the weekend by 20,000 treasure-hunters from all over the country.

We meet Ken Arnold, who collects everything ‘Australiana’ under the sun. Gordon and Adrian walk us around to look at scrap galore, gems galore and bargains galore. The Swap Meet started with cars and is still dominated by cars, but offers so much more.

Adrian boards the Bendigo Tram for a tour of the grand boulevards which boomed on the back of the 1850s gold rush and Gordon takes us to the world-renowned Bendigo Pottery. This pottery has a collection of the most significant wood-fired kilns in the world.

Local collector Andrew Brown shares his vast collection of cameras and watches with us and finally, Andy stumps Adrian and Gordon with an utterly insoluble ‘Mystery Object’.

Snow Monkeys: Who's Hot And Who's Not
Sunday, 7 February 2010
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There’s something especially mesmerising about observing primates, particularly monkeys, mimic human behaviour.
Snow Monkeys: Who’s Hot And Who’s Not is a rich and varied story which focuses on the very different lives of two groups of monkeys - one lives in relative luxury, while the other must endure a daily battle for survival.

Japanese Macaques, otherwise known as Snow Monkeys, live in a valley of extremes - the Jigokudani valley. Deep snow covers the ravines for four months of the year, while cherry blossom and fresh buds adorn the valley in the spring. In the summer the long, warm days slowly give way to a host of vibrant colours adorning the hillsides in autumn. The changing seasons require resourcefulness.

For one large group of Macaques, which live around the hot springs that exist in the valley, they are able to live in relative comfort. Over 40 years ago, the leader of the group, Mukubili, was the first Japanese Macaque to bathe in the hot springs of the Jigokudani valley, an activity that is now deeply ingrained as part of the group’s winter routine.

This routine activity has made the Macaques famous. On a daily basis tourists and photographers flock to the springs to capture breathtaking images of the Macaques bathing. This group are fed daily enabling them time to play amongst themselves, actions that are captured on film, both above and below the water.

In sharp contrast to this there is another group of Macaques in the valley. Although it can be said that this group is living a more natural life, it is a life rife with hardship. Exposed to the full force of the harsh climate they must forage for food in the forests and during the winter months they are forced to chew tree bark in a bid to survive. There is little time for play and life is harsh and short.

Snow Monkeys: Who’s Hot And Who’s Not follows the two groups closely, highlighting the differences between the two, in this modern day Cinderella story of the primate world.

Inside The Firestorm
Sunday, 7 February 2010
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This is the story of Australia’s most devastating bushfires. Twenty-four terrifying hours through the eyes of those who were there, the witnesses caught inside the firestorm that would re-write history and change all the rules.
On February 7, 2009, Australia suffered its most horrendous bushfires. ‘Black Saturday’ claimed 173 lives in Victoria, left more than 7,000 homeless and destroyed close to half a million hectares of Victorian bushland. One year on, this is the story of what happened inside the firestorm.

Inside The Firestorm documents hour by hour the events that unfolded on that fateful day. It is a film of record - a film that commemorates a catastrophe bravely told by some of the survivors. They tell their heart-breaking stories - some of miraculous survival, others of devastating loss of loved ones and property by the bushfires described by one eyewitness as a ‘fire tornado’.

Using Country Fire Authority footage, eyewitness accounts, ABC 774 radio reports, photos and amateur footage, this documentary shows how these monster fires, exacerbated by hurricane-force winds, destroyed everything in their path. A firestorm so ferocious, it could kill from 200 metres.

Horrendous conditions on that day in Victoria were a recipe for disaster. Long term drought resulted in tinder dry fuel that was very easily ignited and very difficult to extinguish. This, combined with the summer heat wave and humidity under ten percent, provided optimal conditions for a fire. Victoria recorded its highest temperature on February 7. The mercury topped 48.8⁰C in the Mallee region. It is the highest temperature on record. Melbourne city reached 46.4⁰C - also a record. Unofficially the temperatures were even higher.

By mid-afternoon fire crews and emergency services and personnel were stretched to breaking point. Hospitals prepared for the worst. By early evening, 90 fires raged across the State, ten were major and out of control. Towns had been obliterated, lives lost.

For those who survived this horrifying day, life must somehow go on.

Kevin McLeod's Grand Tour: Florence And Rome
Tuesday, 9 February 2010
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This week, Kevin is heading south on the trail of the next wave of Grand Tourists, to the great Renaissance cities of Florence and Rome. He’s searching for art and architecture that would assault the senses, and which would inspire the rebuilding of London after one of the greatest disasters in its history: the Great Fire.
The Great Fire destroyed much of London, and not even St. Paul’s Cathedral could be saved from the flames. Christopher Wren, commissioned to replace the landmark with something even more spectacular, set his heart on a gravity-defying dome. In order to build Britain’s first large-scale dome, he’d need to draw inspiration from the vast, curved roofs of Renaissance Florence.

There aren’t many cities which look now like they did 500 years ago. Florence is one of them. Kevin lived there for a while and now he’s back to explore the city’s groundbreaking architecture. First stop is Il Duomo of Santa Maria, the building that Kevin describes as one of the greatest in the world.

After sampling ice cream made to the recipe devised upon its inception, Kevin walks the two kilometre private tunnel built by Medici ruler Cosimo I. Built to keep aristocrats segregated from common Florence, the tunnel lead to the Uffizi Gallery, filled with the most spectacular art of its age. In fact, the Uffizi has been described as the world’s first art gallery. It would become legendary amongst Grand Tourists lucky enough to experience it for themselves.

A flight over Rome reveals the formal layout of roads, buildings and grand monuments. Next stop, Kevin heads to Bramante’s Tempietto and draws delight from the fact that something so small could have become so universally influential.

Insightful, entertaining, and a little tongue in cheek, The Living Artist is the story of what happens when a lucrative arts prize is offered in a small community, the same community from which the money will also be raised. And what happens when the artists all know each other and the judges know all the artists - how can the process be fair, balanced and focused?

Prue Acton, ex-fashion icon and now painter living and working in the Bega Valley in regional NSW, founded The Living Artist Project, a scholarship to be given to a local emerging artist. 
The applicants range from a 40-something ex-alcoholic to a single mother of four to a 27-year-old art school graduate. The artwork itself is also wide-ranging and includes video art, basketry and printmaking, making the judging decisions tough. 
The judges must not only set aside their preferences in relation to the art forms but also their personal opinions of the applicants.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions, from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and futurist and author Mark Pesce. The inventions featured on this week’s program are: 

DENTAL LASER ULTRASOUND
Professor Simon Fleming and David Wang from the University of Sydney may have created an invention to finally do away with the dentist’s drill. The Dental Laser Ultrasound uses sound waves to detect faults within teeth at an early stage, eliminating the need for surgical intervention. The sound wave is generated by a laser, creating an ultrasound pulse that painlessly propagates across the surface of the enamel, which is then picked up by a thin optical fibre. The image of a wave form is produced. If the waves are the same as the pulse moves across the enamel, then the tooth is healthy, but if there are variations in the pattern then there is a fault. If decay is detected at this early stage the tooth only requires a simple and painless coating repair, a welcome alternative to the drill!
EVOLUTE
Water is a precious resource, and Australia has less available than any other inhabited continent on Earth. With global warming and an enduring drought, the last thing we want to do is flush so much of our water down the toilet. The Evolute reduces toilet water usage by up to 95%, and can even be used with no water at all. The toilet uses a mechanical seal to prevent odour and has an ultra-low friction surface. When the toilet is ‘flushed’ a cupped ball below is rotated, delivering waste to the sewer, and rinsed with a small spray of water. 
CONNEX
Mines, heavy industrial sites, roads and airports are all common places where large outdoor light fittings are used. It takes three hours to replace these light fittings, resulting in great inconvenience and expense. The Connex is an electrical connector that sits between outdoor light fittings and the pole, enabling the light fitting to be changed easily and efficiently.

Catalyst returns in its 10th anniversary year to celebrate with science stories to thrill and stimulate.

Great White Sharks
Although more people are killed each year by pets or insects, it’s the Great White Shark that fills us with dread. But what does science really know about how many there are, how they behave, or where they go? Mark Horstman ventures into the breakers at Hawkes Nest, just north of Port Stephens in NSW. Here, a team of researchers from the CSIRO are capturing juvenile great white sharks and tagging them with transmitters to provide information about the great white’s lifestyle.
Out of Body Experience
A surprisingly large number of people report having had an Out of Body Experience (OBE), where they feel like they have temporarily left their bodies. Catalyst visits scientists in Switzerland who have been studying the phenomenon. Through tests that mimic OBEs scientists have determined that the temporoparietal junction, the region of the brain that integrates the senses to create self-awareness, is highly active during OBE’s. Graham Phillips undergoes some experiments that literally flip his mind.
Bernie’s Briefs – Electromagnetic Radiation
Science reporter Bernie Hobbs from The New Inventors, introduces the first of a new series of short segments that puts the fun into the fundamentals of science. In this first instalment, Bernie explains the nature of electromagnetic radiation.
