Paul Merton In China
Sunday, 17 January 2010
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British comedian Paul Merton continues his tour, arriving at Shaolin Temple, famed as the birthplace of Zen Buddhism and home of Kung Fu. When he enrols in a meditation course he accidentally signs up for a punishing course of martial arts - or is that a sick joke instigated by his producer, he ponders .He skips class to star in a Kung Fu film being shot down the road - complete with a personal stunt double. 
Next stop is the most important Monastery outside Tibet in Labrang. The sight and sound of over 1000 Buddhist monks being called to prayer is a moving experience Paul will never forget. Sharing a tasty lunch of lamb with nomad friends, Paul is enchanted by the peaceful simplicity of their lives and wonders if this Tibetan lifestyle can survive modern China. 

In Chongqing, the largest municipality in the world with a population of over 30 million, Paul buys two fighting crickets for the train journey. 

On arrival at the hotel in Chengdu, Paul is delighted to find that his reputation precedes him. He is greeted by a beaming hotel manager complete with photographers. His guide, Emma diplomatically decides not to let on that the hotel has mistaken him for Paul Martin, the former Canadian Prime Minister.

Paul then uncovers one of China’s newest fads - dog grooming. Until recently, owning dogs was illegal but people now spend fortunes on buying pedigree poodles and having them dyed in bright colours. 

In search of dinner, Paul experiences a different side to the Chinese fondness for man’s best friend. ‘Dog Street’ is lined with busy restaurants all specialising in the same thing. Somehow, when the sizzling platter arrives, Paul’s appetite deserts him.

Hyena Queen
Sunday, 17 January 2010
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Sometimes bloody and violent, sometimes tender and heart-warming, this is the story that will surprise and amaze, one in which the hyena assumes its rightful place.
For years hyenas have been portrayed as cowardly scavengers, mangy opportunists and vicious killers. Documentaries have portrayed them as foils to the noble lion and majestic leopard. Fictional works, such as The Lion King cast them as slobbering idiots. But they rank with primates as intelligent and complex social animals, and stand alongside lions as Africa’s most successful and powerful hunters. Now, one man, filmmaker Kim Wolhuter, sets out to debunk the myth of the hyena by delving into their world and revealing their true colours.

Kim Wolhuter has photographed and studied hyenas for over a decade. Living in their midst on South Arica’s Mala Mala reserve, Wolhuter succeeded in following a small clan of spotted hyenas night and day, developing a close bond with them - close enough that he can climb from the safety of his vehicle after they kill, and lie among them filming as they feed. He can sit with them as they suckle their young or while they mill around inspecting him, exploring him with extraordinary curiosity.

Through Wolhuter’s in-depth understanding of hyena behaviour, his proven method for winning their trust and his stunning, dramatic photography, this documentary grants unprecedented access to the lives of a hyena clan. It shows hyenas as never before… their daily struggles, their hunting techniques and the tenderness of their devotion as mothers.

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A romantic drama filmed on the spectacular Hawkesbury River near Sydney, Oyster Farmer features an internationally-acclaimed cast including Kerry Armstrong, David Field, Jack Thompson, Jim Norton and Claudia Harrison, along with exciting newcomers Alex O’Lachlan and Diana Glenn.
23-year-old Jack Flange (Alex O’Lachlan) moves from Sydney to a small community to work with eighth generation oyster farmers Brownie (David Field) and his old man Mumbes (Jim Norton). They are one of the founding families of the river, but are now almost bankrupt.

Jack has moved there to be closer to his sister Nikki (Claudia Harrison) who is recovering from a car accident in a private hospital nearby.

Jack spends the next few weeks suspecting innocent locals of having stolen his money. His suspicions fall on Pearl (Diana Glenn), a beautiful young local who takes over the postal run and has an expensive shoe fetish.

Secrets Of The Forbidden City
Monday, 18 January 2010
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The extraordinary true story behind the building of the largest palace on earth, The Forbidden City in Beijing.
For six centuries The Forbidden City has been at the heart of China. It remains one of mankind’s greatest historic and architectural icons. Now this spectacular film uses the latest discoveries, combined with compelling drama to reveal the secrets of how the Forbidden City was built, by the all-powerful Ming emperor Yongle, who would stop at nothing to achieve his amazing vision.

The film explores the incredible logistical and technical effort required to build a palace of 9000 rooms that formed the core of Yongle’s new capital, Beijing. Bush Slam: Yarrabah
Tuesday, 19 January 2010
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This week the Bush Slam bus with H.G. Nelson and his two fellow poets are off to Yarrabah, just south of Cairns in Queensland. Yarrabah is a tropical gem, bordered by rainforest on one side and the blue waters of the Great Barrier Reef on the other.
The two rhymers in the rainforest are mates. Kate Fagan is a folk musician, songwriter and poet from Sydney and Samuel Wagan Watson is an Indigenous poet from Brisbane. Both come to Yarrabah knowing of its past as an Anglican Mission where Aborigines from across Queensland were forcibly sent.

Sam’s quest for a poem is entwined with his emotional connection to the stories of Aboriginal removal and the knowledge that some of his family may have been sent to Yarrabah. As he wanders past the unmarked graves in the cemetery, he’s aware that he could be walking amongst his family members.

Kate is also aware of the balance of sadness and joy at work in the community and how elusive it is to capture. Just off shore in the half moon bay is the wreck of a ship that represents to her the continuing presence, albeit decaying, of colonial Australia’s impact on Indigenous culture. It is her meeting with community elder and storyteller, Uncle Bob, that provides the key image for her poem, the sea eagle that is totem to the community and an ever-present protector.

Sam’s moving experience throws him completely. In the final hours leading up to the Bush Slam, Sam fails to produce a finished poem. But he takes to the stage anyway to give it his best shot.

Travels With A Tangerine: Magicians And Mystics
Tuesday, 19 January 2010
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The very British Tim Mackintosh-Smith, an Oxford University classicist who has called the Middle East his home for 25 years, takes us on a unique 75,000 mile journey, through 40 countries, in the 700 year old footsteps of medieval explorer Ibn Battutah.
This is the story of one of the greatest journeys of all time. In 1325, shortly after the end of the Crusades, a young Moroccan Muslim called Ibn Battutah set out on a pilgrimage to Mecca. It was to become an odyssey from one end of the known world to the other. In all, he travelled 75,000 miles - more than three times the distance Marco Polo covered.

In episode two, Tim travels through Turkey the Crimea and India. On his way, he uncovers all that is weird, wonderful and mystical in the Islamic world. In Konya, Tim watches an illegal whirling dervish ceremony; in the Taurus Mountains, he meets the last of the Turkoman nomads. He chats to Tatars in Crimea, and the Patriarch of the Orthodox Church in Istanbul.

In Delhi, he searches for insights into the pathologically generous but psychotic Sultan Mohammed Shah. He watches a Muslim magician performing the Indian Rope Trick, and goes to a ‘sacred jam session’ of Sufi music, reliving Ibn Battutah’s ‘hippy phase’. 

Leaving Delhi, Tim meets a hundred-year old yogi who does nothing but smoke marijuana, shout expletives and beat his devotees with a brush. Will Tim receive one of his unique ‘blessings’?

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Five black former members of the Harlem tap-dancing troupe, The Silver Belles, now aged from 84 to 96, put their dancing shoes back on 25 years ago and regained the fame and fun they had during their heyday in the 1930s.
They may not kick as high now, but they are hip-swaying, sharp and showbiz savvy, perform to standing ovations and are as sassy as ever. 

They met in Harlem, dancing in the chorus lines at the Apollo Theatre, the Cotton Club, Small’s Paradise and Connie’s Inn, performing with legendary band leaders like Duke Ellington and dancer Bill Bojangles Robinson. When the big band era ended, they went into other work.

During the mid-sixties Herman’s Hermits were second only to the Beatles in terms of record sales, but the band was more than just a pop phenomenon, they crafted some of the most enjoyable music of the era.
Formed in Manchester in 1963, Herman's Hermits were an English rock band which emphasized a simple, non-threatening, clean-cut image.
This episode of British Invasion features archival television performances from Herman’s Hermits filmed at the time the songs were hits and while the artists were at the height of their popularity.

The program sets the record straight on one of the most underrated bands of the 60s. The band’s commercial success may have hampered their creativity but many of their songs are now beloved sing-a-long classics.

I'm Into Something Good (written by the veteran American songwriters Gerry Goffin and Carole King); Mrs. Brown You've Got A Lovely Daughter; Wonderful World; I'm Henry the Eighth, I Am; and There’s A Kind Of Hush as well as later masterpieces No Milk Today; Listen People; and their cover of Ray Davies’ Dandy.

In between the performances original band members Peter Noone, Keith Hopwood, Karl Green and Barry Whitwam talk about the songs and tell the band’s history.
