Paul Merton In China
Sunday, 24 January 2010
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Still in Chengdu, Paul and his translator, Emma, decide to see some Sichuan Opera. It starts promisingly, with some spectacular ‘face changing’ illusions, but once the ‘singing’ starts, Paul soon loses the will to live.
When his stomach goes into gastric disarray, Paul visits Chengdu’s hospital of Traditional Chinese Medicine, where, via an English speaking nurse called ‘Piggy’, he is forced to give the doctor a blow by blow account of his bowel movements. It transpires that he is suffering from spleen ‘chi’ deficiency, and is prescribed a potent ‘tea’ brewed from a mixture of dried plants, minerals and insects, and then subjected to a rather invasive full body massage by a team of enthusiastic alternative healers. 

The Li River has some of the most spectacular scenery in the world, so Paul makes the picturesque journey from Guilin to Yangshuo by boat. His fellow travellers are a mixture of backpackers and locals, and Paul is beginning to feel like a truly intrepid traveller, until the peace is shattered by cruise boats loaded with thousands of tourists with hooters and megaphones blaring. 

While trying to read his morning paper over breakfast, Paul becomes aware that his hotel appears to be swarming with Chinese babies and middle-aged Americans. It transpires that the latter are here to pick up their newly adopted children. Ever since China instigated its ‘one child’ policy, orphanages have found themselves swamped with unwanted baby girls abandoned by couples whose preference is for a boy to carry on the family name. A beneficial development for the children, but surely the ultimate in Chinese takeaways.

Killer Whale Islands With Nigel Marven
Sunday, 24 January 2010
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In this hour-long special, Nigel Marven takes a look at the huge variety of wildlife in the Falkland Islands.
Using a light plane to go ‘island-hopping’, presenter Nigel Marven spends time travelling around the islands during January and February, the height of the southern summer, exploring the most interesting wildlife sites and enjoying the rugged scenery. He meets four different species of penguins and their young, elephant seals - the largest in the world, sealions swimming through the underwater kelp forests and rare birds of prey that make these islands their stronghold, all making the most of the short period of warmer weather. 

But perhaps the most amazing scene of all is played out in the waters offshore as a pod of orcas (killer whales) teach their young the hunting tactics that make these beautiful but deadly creatures the greatest predators in the southern seas. The tension mounts as Nigel watches an elephant seal pup that finds itself in mortal danger after being swept out to deep water.

Lucky Miles
Sunday, 24 January 2010
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Lucky Miles is a bittersweet comedy inspired by true stories of extreme survival and high farce about refugees roaming through the Pilbara region in the late eighties.
It's 1990, and an Indonesian fishing boat abandons a group of Iraqi and Cambodian refugees – one of whom is hoping to find his father in Perth - in a remote part of Western Australia. They’re told that although the location looks deserted, the bus to town is just over the dunes.

They soon discover they’ve landed in the middle of nowhere, and part company on the beach. They split into two groups according to nationality and head off in different directions.

The next day when a group of Cambodian men appear at a remote settlement pub and attempt to buy bus tickets, the police are alerted and the men are detained. 

Earlier in the day when an aerial sighting of the fishing boat was reported, an army reserve unit is sent to search the coastline, but believing the sighting unreliable, the unit instead goes fishing.

Within 18 hours the group of Iraqi men is found, but one Youssif (Rodney Afif) has escaped. And by night it appears a single Cambodian man Arun (Kenneth Moraleda) may still be missing in the area around the pub. 

Meanwhile, the fishing boat catches fire, and a deckhand Ramelan (the nephew of the boat’s captain) has also found his way to land. So, three men with nothing in common but their misfortune and determination to escape arrest, begin an epic journey into the heart of Australia.

Pursued by the hapless army reservist unit, our three heroes wander deeper into the desert, desperately searching for civilisation amongst the stones of the Pilbara.

Hindenburg
Monday, 25 January 2010
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May 6th 1937. The giant German airship Hindenburg nears the end of its 11th transatlantic voyage as it approaches its destination just outside New York. As passengers rush around preparing for landing and crew dash around making sure all is ready for the disembarkation, disaster strikes. The pride of the German airship industry explodes spectacularly into flames as it attempts to moor. In a matter of seconds, the huge airship is consumed by fire.
Of the 97 people on board, 35 died plus one member of the ground crew. It was a miracle anyone survived the inferno which destroyed everything in 34 seconds.

The Hindenburg tragedy was a catastrophe that was as significant as the Titanic disaster. Until that fateful day, airships were seen as the new way to travel in style, comfort and speed. After the Hindenburg disaster, the dream of airship travel was dead forever.

This drama-documentary recounts the true story of the investigation that followed in the days after the tragedy. It is told through detailed reconstruction of the events as they happened, eyewitness testimony, dramatisation, and the memories of living survivors and the interpretation of modern day experts.

An air of mystery has long surrounded this tragedy. Over the years many different theories have been put forward: lightning, structural failure, St Elmo’s fire (an electrical weather phenomenon) and most controversial of all – sabotage.

Hindenburg is a tale of international intrigue, politics and unexpected twists.

Bush Slam: Blinman
Tuesday, 26 January 2010
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This week, H.G. Nelson guides the Bush Slam ute into the remote town of Blinman, South Australia. He is accompanied by Melbourne poet and author, Alison Croggon, and Western Australian poet, writer and editor, John Kinsella.
John is predominantly a landscape poet and environmental activist and finds the vast arid landscape inspirational. As such, his first foray is down a dry creek bed littered with the detritus of the town.

Alison is more urban in her ways and is mainly interested in the people who live in Blinman and their desire to keep it alive. Once a town of 2,000, only 25 remain, with about that many again living on the surrounding sheep stations. She meets local publican, Maureen Cutri, who hopes that the old copper mine, once the lifeblood of Blinman, can become a tourist attraction. Alison takes a trip to the mine and is overwhelmed by the effort that went into the massive diggings and also the realisation that such enterprise took its toll in human life.

John discovers this also, when he spends time in the cemetery. Sitting as it does at the edge of town, it raises an interest for John as to the real meaning of edges and how they often mark a beginning rather than an end. 

The poets are so on top of their game they have time to down tools and watch the whole town enjoy a game of cricket. The Bush Slam erupts at sunset outside the North Blinman Hotel, with a great crowd parked on the road.

Travels With A Tangerine: Trade Winds
Tuesday, 26 January 2010
Final
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The very British Tim Mackintosh-Smith, an Oxford University classicist who has called the Middle East his home for 25 years, takes us on a unique 75,000 mile journey, through 40 countries, in the 700-year-old footsteps of medieval explorer Ibn Battutah.
This is the story of one of the greatest journeys of all time. In 1325, shortly after the end of the Crusades, a young Moroccan Muslim called Ibn Battutah set out on a pilgrimage to Mecca. It was to become an odyssey from one end of the known world to the other. In all, he travelled 75,000 miles - more than three times the distance Marco Polo covered.

In episode three, Tim explores the place of Islam today in Hindu-dominated India and Communist China, and tells the story of the glittering Islamic trade empire of the 14th century. Ibn Battutah was accompanied on this leg of his journey by African bodyguards, whose descendants still live in Gujarat. Tim witnesses their extraordinary ritual, which culminates in a fire-walking frenzy. He travels down the coast to Calicut, once the hub of worldwide trade linking Arabia to China. 

After a brief diversion to Dubai to visit the ‘Ibn Battutah Shopping Mall’, Tim makes for the Maldives, where he explores IB’s claim that he had discovered the secret of formidable sexual prowess.

Taking to the Maritime Silk Route, Tim heads to the southern coast of China. He meets the members of a clan who trace their ancestry back to Arab traders, and sits in on an illegal Arabic lesson (the Chinese authorities are quick to equate learning Arabic with Islamic fundamentalism). In Guangzhou, Tim enjoys a Cantonese feast of snakes, frogs, beetles and eels. 

Ibn Battutah’s journey from one end of the world to the other ended with an extraordinary meeting with a hermit mystic in a cave in the mountains outside Guangzhou. Will Tim find the cave, hidden in the forests of White Cloud Mountain?

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A distinctly Australia Day story of the campaign by filmmaker and man-on-a mission, Curtis Levy to win a Senate seat based on making Waltzing Matilda the national anthem when Australia becomes a republic. This is an insightful and hilarious exploration of what is behind Levy’s drive to unite Australians in one voice in this rousing, popular song.
Although passionate about his cause, Levy is a most unlikely candidate, but that is fitting, he says, as the song too is about the struggle of the underdog. He uncovers the history of the song’s origin and looks at the timing of its birth in 1895, right at the intersection between a seminal period in Australia’s history and the future.

Waltzing Matilda might, on the surface, appear unsuitable he says, being about a tramp and a thief who committed suicide. But it also shows an irreverence towards the establishment and a willingness to defy authority - qualities which many believe remain abiding Australian traits.

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The glorious city of Glasgow has always offered a unique backdrop to the enduring British crime drama Taggart - and it plays another key role in tonight’s gritty episode when urban renewal creates tension among local residents.
On the Allerdykes Estate a local community watch member is doing his usual early morning rounds, checking that no damage has been done during the night.

Allerdykes is a model of regeneration – this is the new Glasgow – freshly painted, double-glazed, clean and tidy streets. Politicians queue up to have their pictures taken on the estate.

The greatest symbol of Allerdykes’ restoration lies at its heart, a small park, once a meeting place for lowlifes and junkies, now a play park for children and a garden enjoyed by the whole community.

Team Taggart - DS Jackie Reid (Blythe Duff), DI Robbie Ross (John Michie), DCI Matt Burke (Alex Norton) and DC Stuart Fraser (Colin McCredie) - investigate.

Suspects include jealous members of the local community watch committee, a resentful father and son who were booted out of the rejuvenated estate, and the local hero - a youth worker with strong motives who is concealing a violent past. It turns out DS Jackie Reid has a soft spot for the youth worker even though DCI Matt Burke suspects his ambitions to become the committee chairman. DCI Burke even accuses DS Reid of getting in a bit of a flap and going ‘all teenage’ over the red-headed Harry Wallace (Phil McKee)!

British Invasion: Small Faces

The British Invasion series finishes with this fabulous look at one of the most acclaimed and influential mod groups of the 1960s - the Small Faces.

The program features archival television performances by the Small Faces filmed at the time they were at the height of their popularity. From 1965 to 1968 the band was challenging The Who, Kinks, Stones and Beatles for domination of the charts.
The program captures crucial aspects of their short but brilliant career including early Mod/R&B classics such as What’cha Gonna Do About It, Sha La La La Lee and All Or Nothing, timeless rockers like Tin Soldier and later psychedelic masterpieces including Itchycoo Park, and Green Circles.

In between the performances original band members Ian McLagan, Kenney Jones and Jimmy Winston talk about the songs and tell the band’s history.
Small Faces was an English rock group from East London heavily influenced by American rhythm and blues. The group was founded in 1965 by members Steve Marriott, Ronnie Lane, Kenney Jones, and Jimmy Winston (replaced in 1966 by Ian McLagan).
They later evolved into one of the UK's most successful psychedelic acts before disbanding in 1969. After the Small Faces disbanded, three of the members were joined by Ronnie Wood (guitar) and Rod Stewart (lead vocals), both from The Jeff Beck Group, and the new line-up was renamed the Faces.
The Small Faces are also widely acknowledged as being one of the biggest original influences on the Britpop movement of the 1990s.
