Paul Merton In China

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On the final leg of his journey, Paul arrives in Shanghai, China’s most dynamic and moneyed city. Paul’s translator, Emma, takes him to The Children’s Palace, a Chinese ‘fame academy’ before visiting People’s Park, where hundreds of parents gather in an attempt to find a match for their unmarried children. Being a wealthy Westerner, Paul attracts a lot of interest. Despite his age being a little on the high side, the mum and granny of a young lady called Minnie, arrange a date for that afternoon. 
In the 1930s, the Paramount dance hall was ‘the’ place to be seen in Shanghai. Now it’s been faithfully restored, and Lina, one of the dance instructors, attempts to teach Paul the waltz. Clearly smitten with Paul, Lina takes him to her favourite haunt, a studio where she likes to be photographed wearing period clothes. A somewhat bewildered Paul is persuaded to dress up and join in. Paul soon feels it’s definitely time to bid the lovely Lina farewell. 

Paul accepts a dinner party invitation from Vivien Chow, the self-proclaimed ‘prima socialite of Shanghai’. Vivien and her powerful female friends believe that today’s China is a free, open place and that China does not have any political prisoners. 

Paul then visits one of Asia’s largest land-fill rubbish dumps and meets a community of migrants who have created an unofficial recycling centre and built their own town. 

On the outskirts of Shanghai, is virtually sold-out ‘Thamestown’, a luxury housing development in the form of a provincial English town. Paul is mystified to find it almost totally deserted. He soon discovers that the Chinese believe that once a house is occupied, it is deemed second hand, and the value plummets.

Whale Shark
Sunday, 31 January 2010
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Whale sharks may well be the biggest fish in the sea but very little is known about them. Whale Shark follows the whale sharks on a year-long journey to try to find out more.
The whale shark is the largest fish in the world and yet it remains a scientific mystery. For the majority of the year they make their way slowly though the oceans relatively unnoticed. However, on the eve of a spectacular coral spawning event on Australia’s Ningaloo Reef, hundreds arrive. Six weeks later, they disappear. Where do they go? 

New findings suggest that whale sharks from Australia, Africa and India could all come from the same migratory population - meaning that this would be the largest migration on earth. But how can we find out for sure? 

Australian marine biologist Mark Meekan, tags eight sharks in Ningaloo. Thanks to specially designed on-shark cameras, DNA testing and satellite tracking devices, we can follow their dramatic journey. Mark’s theory is that the sharks are driven on their massive journey around the world by major food events, such as occurs in the Ningaloo Reef.

To test his theory further, Mark moves to the tropical island of the Seychelles, where marine biologist David Rowatt has spent the last 10 years building up the world’s largest database on the whale shark population. Using the latest photo-identification software, they start to compare the distinctive spot and stripe patterns of over 3000 whale sharks - a single match would prove Mark’s theory, and be invaluable in helping to understand more about their way of life.

The information could also be used to save them. Commercial fishing of whale sharks has only recently been banned in South East Asia, but not before a substantial diminution of their numbers. According to research whale sharks are now on average 2m shorter than they were a century ago, highlighting the damage caused by human action.

Romulus, My Father

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Romulus, My Father is based on Raimond Gaita's critically acclaimed memoir which tells the story of Romanian immigrant Romulus (Eric Bana), his beautiful German wife, Christina (Franka Potente), and their struggle in the face of great adversity to bring up their young son, Raimond (Kodi Smit-McPhee).
Romulus and Christina are doing it tough on their farm outside rural Maryborough. For Raimond, life is complicated and painful as his mother is often absent and neglectful. But his father does everything he can to provide a loving, moral and stable environment. 

Even when his mother's affair with a friend of his father's, Mitru, (Russell Dykstra) results in a baby, Romulus does the honourable thing. Mitru's brother Hora (Marton Csokas) is also solidly supportive, especially after Christina's suicide and Romulus's subsequent breakdown. When Romulus returns from hospital, he gets another chance to help and see his son grow up. 

Romulus, My Father is about how a compassionate and honest man taught his son the meaning of living a decent life. It is about passion, betrayal and madness, about friendship and the joy and dignity of work, about character and fate, affliction and spirituality.

It is a story of impossible love that ultimately celebrates the unbreakable bond between father and son.

Directed by Richard Roxburgh, the film was adapted for the screen by poet and playwright, Nick Drake. It is both Richard and Nick's first feature film.

The Great Wall Of China

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The Great Wall of China is one of the most instantly recognisable structures on earth; a symbol of the achievements not just of a nation, but of all humanity. 
From the vast Gobi Desert in the west, to the roaring coast in the east, the Great Wall Of China crosses wide rivers; rises and falls with soaring mountains; strides through deep valleys; meanders across deserts and grasslands and ultimately achieves an extraordinary unity between man and nature. It is one of the great wonders of the world.

Built with the blood and sweat of millions of its citizens, this is the human story behind the greatest construction project of all time - a structure 3,000 miles long, which used 100 million tons of earth, and 15 billion bricks - the equivalent of 15 Great Pyramids.

It was created by one man, the great General Qi, inspired to protect his nation after the Mongols had invaded and reached the Forbidden City.

This compelling film, featuring a cast of thousands and stunning computer generated images, dramatises events surrounding the construction of the wall through the eyes of the General, a construction worker, and one of the powerbrokers involved in the politics of the Great Wall.

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For his last stop on the Bush Slam tour, H.G. Nelson takes two poets to opal mining town, Lightning Ridge, in northwest NSW. He is accompanied by songwriter and country music star, Melinda Schneider and beat-box rapper, ‘Morganics’.
Morganics is first to go underground into one of the opal mines, but it’s not opals that this mine throws up. Morganics improvises a hip hop rap, ably supported by H.G. When he emerges back into the daylight, Morganics goes to survey ‘The Astronomer’s Monument’, a folly erected by a migrant escaping to Lightning Ridge from the injustice of being wrongly imprisoned for murder.

Topside, in an unprompted act of generosity, a miner and fan of her music gives Melinda a carved opal. It is a gesture strangely at odds with the rough exterior of this tough community. She makes her way to the famous bottle house and meets Gail, who bought the house believing it to be the home that has appeared in her dreams since she was a teenage girl. Melinda is gathering some insight into how to express their true selves in The Ridge. She has only one item left on the list to tick and that’s to go underground, where she meets a miner, Fred, who has had his share of good and bad luck. Melinda likens the fever for the elusive opal to the dream of selling the million-dollar hit song – all are looking for the cut.

Both of this week’s poets use music to underpin their poems, a guitar for Melinda and an electronic looping device for Morganics’ self-generated beat. The local club is packed with citizens for a truly memorable Bush Slam.

Kevin McLeod's Grand Tour

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This four-part series sees the ever-popular Kevin McCloud (Grand Designs) following in the footsteps of the most notorious British aristocrats, artists and architects of the Grand Tour.
Clambering in, on and amongst the greatest buildings, ruins and cities in Europe, Kevin uncovers the dark underbelly of the Tour in the shady alleys and drinking dens along its route, and explores the Tour’s lasting legacy.

Kevin charts how each age pursued both the sacred and the profane in their travels abroad. Starting with the earliest 17th century travellers in northern Italy, charting the high point of the Tour in the 18th century in Florence and Rome then working his way through Naples and ancient Greece, Kevin’s journey ends with the last Grand Tourists of the early 19th century in the Alps.

Climbing up buildings, snaking through mountain passes and up volcanoes, recreating the meals they took en route, and taking along his own sketchbook in which to draw the sites, Kevin travels as the Grand Tourists travelled and revels in the sights, sounds, tastes and smells that changed the way Britain lived.

He retraces the steps of one of his heroes, the architect Inigo Jones, travelling from Paris to Venice, via Genoa, Parma and Vicenza, and learning about cheese, carnivals and courtesans.

It also incorporates the latest automated fire fighting systems, so volunteers can fight fires from inside the cabin of the truck while it is moving and includes the latest in crew protection such as cabin sprinkler systems and fire curtains. Should the worst happen the crew can remain safe within the truck. 

INVENTORS AT WORK

Dr Anne Fowler is a vet who has spent several years researching and developing adaptations of human ‘best practice’ to treat native animals with burnt limbs and skin.

Narrated by Australian country musician John Williamson, Gnow Or Never tells the story of the challenge this dedicated community face, the rewards and the successes they achieve and the developing natural environmental interest from all sectors in pursuit of the long-term survival of their ‘malleehen’.

The malleefowl is a strange, ground-dwelling bird that has survived mass land clearing, feral predators and bushfires. How long this unique and vulnerable species can last is dependent on the struggle to reverse the destruction of the past.

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In the midst of an economic catastrophe, the national parks provide a source of much needed jobs; the park idea changes to include new places and new ways of thinking.
President Franklin D. Roosevelt agrees to expand the park idea to include historic sites and battlefields, and then, in the midst of the Great Depression, he creates the Civilian Conservation Corps, which spawns a ‘golden age’ for the parks through major renovation projects.

In a groundbreaking study, a young NPS biologist named George Melendez Wright discovers widespread abuses of animal habitats and pushes the service to reform its wildlife policies.
