To stave off the homesickness, they've decided to transform a tired old 60s masonry house into a one-of-a-kind Japanese house in deepest rural Wales - complete with Japanese roof bath, tatami room and paper sliding walls.
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But keen to keep a control on costs, Nigel and Tamayo decide to engage only the design skills, rather than the full services, of an architect.  So with no previous building experience, they decide to bravely go it alone, working without any detailed drawings and fire-fighting problems every step of the way.
The whole project is one big bold hair-raising experiment.  The wood they're using for the timber frame - Japanese Larch - hasn't been used for building houses in the UK before, so no-one can be sure it will be strong enough to use structurally.  The new interior walls don't meet properly and the replacement window design can't deal with the rain.  It's a project fraught with risk at every turn, but Nigel and Tamayo are fully prepared to take it on if it means getting the Japanese house they're so desperate for.
