Tired of living in draughty Victorian houses in the city, Lucie Fairweather and Nat McBride return to their home town of Woodbridge in Suffolk to build a brand new home for their young family.

What Lucie and Nat lack in budget they make up for in ambition. They want a house that will be a stunning piece of architecture as well as a responsible, low impact, ecologically sensitive home. It's a lot to ask but they do have a brilliant architect, Jerry Tate, on board. Tate was involved in the design of the Eden Project in Cornwall (an environmental project that transformed a disused clay mine into a rich, global garden where people learn about nature and the world around them) ‑ this will be Tate's first residential building.

But before work begins, Lucie and Nat are dealt the cruellest blow: Nat is diagnosed with cancer.

Eighteen months on, Lucie decides to go ahead with the project. She has to divide her time between working as a teacher and looking after two children, and so is forced to cut the budget and some of the planned eco principles.

But despite the compromises, Lucie is determined to build the home they wanted and in the process creates a clever, beautiful, and affordable home.

Fast tracked from the UK, this week sees the start of the very latest series of Time Team. And Monday's show finds Tony and the Team getting a unique opportunity to dig at an army firing range at High Ham in Somerset and investigate a series of mosaics first discovered 150 years ago.

On Tuesday they visit Groby Old Hall in Leicestershire, once home to the legendary White Queen: Elizabeth, the wife of Edward IV. The Team are here to help the new owners, who have saved the house from dereliction, to find out what has gone on in their garden over the centuries.

On Wednesday the team join Stephen and Stephanie Fry who bought a few acres of prime Somerset pasture to graze their horses. They inadvertently also bought the remains of Buck Mill, an 18th century water mill.

On Thursday the Team visit Jersey to investigate the origins of Mont Orgueil Castle: a fortress that came to symbolise the Channel Islands' bond with Britain.

The massive castle that dominates the shore today is a Tudor structure built on earlier foundations, and it's that early castle, built by King John, that the Team are looking for.

On Friday, the team are still in Jersey, as Tony Robinson chooses his first ever site for investigation: a German anti‑aircraft battery built during the Nazis' five‑year occupation of Jersey. And, unlike with older sites, the Team can talk to people who witnessed life under the occupation at first hand.

Are you getting enough ‑ sleep!?

Is it safe and indeed beneficial to co‑sleep with babies? Why teenagers stay up late; breaking the vicious cycle of pain and lack of sleep. Are we getting enough sleep and what are the consequences if we're not?

Sleeping with baby

Is it safe to sleep with your baby? In Western societies the practice of parents and infants sleeping together can be seen as strange, unhealthy and dangerous. We are taught it can make the infant too dependent on us, or risk accidental suffocation. 

However baby sleep Expert Dr James Mckenna believes the common practice of parents sleeping apart from their baby is a 'mismatch' between cultural norms and infant biology. Maryanne Demasi reports.

Teen Sleep

It is believed that teenagers experience a delay in their sleep phase timing in comparison to adults and younger children. If you struggle to get your teen out of bed in the mornings and off the computer at night, it's not your fault or theirs. They naturally want to go to sleep, and wake up, later. Graham Phillips reports.

Age and Sleep

Is it true that poor sleep comes naturally with old age? Many older Australians sleep well even though their sleep time becomes shorter, lighter and more often disrupted. However, many older people don’t get a good night’s sleep due to chronic pain. One of the positive treatments for sleep disrupted by pain is cognitive behavioural therapy, or CBT. Tanya Ha reports.

At the beginning of August every year in the UK, when most senior hospital staff are on holiday, over 7,000 inexperienced newly qualified students face the daunting prospect of walking into the hospital wards as doctors for the first time. What happens when they are left in charge of saving lives?

Junior Doctors follows six such rookies over a four‑month period as they set out on their chosen careers in the busy, big city hospitals of Newcastle in the north‑east of England. For each, this is a journey of discovery and viewers will empathise with these engaging young men and women as they face one of the most demanding jobs in the world, where dealing successfully with patients and other hospital staff is as important as getting the diagnosis and treatment correct.

This is life at the sharp end of medicine, and cameras are there every tentative step of the way as they tackle everything from first‑day nerves and wrestling drunks in A&E, to coping with their first experiences of death, delivering their first baby, performing life‑saving operations, right through to their first professional placement.

The cameras are also there when their hospital shifts end and their private lives begin. These dedicated young doctors are sharing accommodation on the Quayside, much as they did during their student days. Of course, their lives are very different now and they must learn to balance work with play, relationships and family commitments.

Expect an emotional rollercoaster of tears, frustration, humour and triumph as friendships form, romances blossom, and the reality of working for a living takes hold. All that, plus the constant fear of accidentally killing someone.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is going rural with three great inventions to help farmers keep their animals safe and put food on our plates. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and Landline presenter and farmer Tim Lee.

Inventions featured on the program: 

HARRINGTON SEED DESTRUCTOR ‑ by inventor Ray Harrington from WA

Weeds are the biggest interference for annual crop production systems worldwide, costing farmers in Australia more than $200 million a year through reduced yields. Several dominant weed species have become resistant to previously effective herbicides, causing farmers to come up with new strategies such as collecting weed seeds during harvest with chaff carts. But the problem with chaff carts is that seeds blow out the top and have to be disposed of by fire, which can be both dangerous and time‑consuming.

Ray Harrington has been a farmer for nearly 50 years. His invention consists of a cagemill with its own power source mounted on a trailer towed by a header, complete with chaff and straw delivery systems. During the harvest operation it will process the chaff fraction exiting the harvester rendering any weed seeds present non‑viable. 

TWO WHEEL TRACTOR SEED DRILL ‑ by inventor Ronald Esdaile from NSW

Two wheeled tractors, where a farmer pushes and guides the two wheeled vehicle, are very common in the developing world as a cheaper alternative to standard tractors. Seed drills are a tractor attachment that can greatly increase a farmer's yield and are commonly used in the developed world.  Such technology would be of great use to poorer farmers, but there is currently no way for them to access it.

The Two Wheel Tractor Seed Drill is the first seed drill that can attach to the two wheeled tractors commonly used in the developing world. It can sow crops, and apply fertiliser into soils that have not been tilled and have been prepared using conservation farming methods.  This technology could greatly increase the yield of the world's poorest farmers.

HORSE FACE VEIL – by inventor Kirsten Milic from QLD

Sunburn and rain scald on horses’ faces is a big problem in our harsh Australian climate.  It is becoming increasingly common for horses to be deliberately bred with whiter markings on their faces and pink skin. Sunburns on horses blister and form into scabs which can lead to infection. This can be very uncomfortable for the horses, especially when needing to ride and putting on bridles.
The Horse Face Veil protects a horse’s muzzle, eyes, and blaze areas, which are those most susceptible to sunburn, so that they don’t get burnt or scalded by rain. It covers the front of the horse’s face to fully protect them whilst using as little material as possible to decrease sweating. Unlike a fly protector, it leave the eyes uncovered so horses are able to see better.
