	Running out of money is always a grim prospect for anyone attempting their own grand design, and perhaps no one has ever come closer than Robert and Milla Gaukroger.
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When Kevin McCloud last paid them a visit in October 2010, they were camping out in the incomplete shell of their ambitious Lake District home with their two children.  With hundreds of thousands of pounds worth of work still to do, the bank was threatening to foreclose on the mortgage and they were in danger of losing everything.
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Designer Robert had poured his heart and soul into this project, turning an ugly 1980s house into a highly-experimental, eco home that mirrored the mountains around it with a series of curvy, tele tubby-style roofs.  Starting out with just £100,000 of the £400,000 budget in place, Robert and Milla gradually sold off their possessions one by one in an increasingly desperate attempt to keep the project going.  The sheer physical effort of building much of the house himself to save on labour costs almost put Robert's health at risk.
Now, Kevin returns to find out whether Robert and Milla managed to hold on to, let alone complete, their visionary timber and stone home with its far reaching views of Lake Windermere.

Artscape: Margaret Olley: A Life In Paint

	Margaret Olley: A Life In Paint is an intimate one-hour documentary about one of Australia's best-loved painters.  A well-known figure from the time she was painted by William Dobell in 1948, Olley's celebrity status tended to overshadow her life as a painter. This film puts Margaret OIley the painter on centre stage. Many believe her last works - those painted in the 18 months leading up to her death on 26 July 2011 - were amongst her finest.
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Emeritus curator Barry Pearce calls the Sydney house in which Margaret lived her ‘inner sanctum’. The house is the starting point for this documentary, as Pearce takes an intensely personal tour through the house which over time became more studio space than living space. 
Olley bought the house in Duxford Street, Paddington, in 1964.  It was a large Sydney terrace with an annex previously used as a hat factory. Between the 'hat factory' and the main house was a kind of transit area with bedsit room, small kitchen and bathroom. This was the 'yellow room' where she lived initially while renting out the rest of the house. In time, it became her muse and the subject of what Pearce calls ‘her greatest masterpiece’.
The footage of Olley's house is all the more poignant now as the house is in the process of being archived and packed up for its re-creation at the Tweed River Art Gallery in a purpose-built extension.
Margaret Olley: A Life in Paint contains rare footage of Olley using her very distinctive painting process - with a board on her lap. She first chalks in a picture, then paints over in acrylic before using oil paint in the final step.

Paper Giants: The Birth of Cleo
In early 1972, 30-year-old journalist and editor, Ita Buttrose (Asher Keddie) and 35-year-old Kerry Packer (Rob Carlton), heir to what was then Australia's most ruthlessly powerful and influential publishing family, got together to create a magazine that became one of the most dramatic sensations in Australian publishing history. CLEO went on to help define women, Australia and the relationship between the two.

Research and marketing analysis showed the project would be a failure and the magazine was vehemently opposed by the powerful head of the Packer clan, the domineering Sir Frank Packer (Tony Barry) (known to his employees as 'God'), yet Ita and Kerry, knowing the consequences of failure would be dire, decided to back their gut instincts anyway.

With courage and a stubborn belief in each other the odd couple went for it, and the result was a magazine that not only surfed the emerging 70s zeitgeist, but led the way in articulating for women a new way of thinking about themselves and their place in cultural Australia. Women readers found in CLEO a manifesto for a new confidence and an argument against the entrenched patriarchy that had for too long defined the relationship between the sexes. Filled with intelligence, wit and a 'go for it' attitude, the fledgling CLEO took off on its first issue, taking Kerry, Ita, and a hand-picked bunch of iconoclastic staffers along for the ride.

CLEO was a women's magazine with a libido and a curiosity about almost everything...
