Compass: Bali High Wedding

For most mothers, organising a lavish wedding is stressful enough, but what if you are also an Australian‑born Balinese royal princess expected to supervise complex Hindu traditions stretching back centuries?

Compass follows Princess Jero Asri Kerthyasa (formerly 'Plain Jane' Gillespie from Sydney) for the royal wedding preparations for her son, twenty‑nine-year-old Prince Tjok Gus. 

The bride‑to‑be is Happy Salma, adored Indonesian TV 'soapie' star. The traditional wedding rituals she's taking part in at the Royal Palace of Ubud are a whole new world for Happy, a Muslim from Java.

Supervising proceedings at the palace is the head of the Royal House of Kerthyasa, Asri's husband, Prince Tjokorda Raka. As the youngest son of his father's tenth wife, the Prince was expected to marry within the Balinese Royal Family. Prince Tjokorda Raka refused to bow to family pressure and in 1978 made an Australian commoner, Jane Gillespie, a Balinese princess. 

As the Royal Family prepare for the Big Day it becomes clear that for this Balinese royal house 'balancing cultures' is a fine art. The groom, like his royal brother and sister, grew up largely in the northern suburbs of Sydney, and he's as comfortable in the Palace as 'Prince Tjok Gus', as he is being just 'Max' with his mates down south on Bali's surf coast.

After Balinese mystics are called in to prevent rainstorms, the wedding day dawns and before thousands of guests, the two are married. Set against the backdrop of Bali's high society, Bali High Wedding is a heady mix of love and fairytales across cultural divides.

Fast tracked from the UK, this week the very latest series of Time Team continues with five more fascinating episodes.

On Monday the Team face one of their strangest challenges ever: digging through a church graveyard in search of what could be one of the largest Roman structures ever built in Britain.

On Tuesday the Team descend on the historic Llancaiach manor house to investigate an archaeologist's dream. An ancient moat has been discovered in the next field and no one knows what it once protected.

Dense and tranquil woodland in the County Durham countryside seems an unlikely venue for Wednesday night's Time Team investigation into the earliest days of the Industrial Revolution. But 200 years ago Derwentcote was at the heart of an iron and steel‑producing complex that fuelled the spread of empire.

On Thursday Tony Robinson takes his merry band of archaeologists to Leicestershire to investigate life and death in Anglo Saxon Britain. The Team are intrigued by metal detecting finds and pottery scattered across the fields, which suggest they're on the site of a high‑status Anglo Saxon burial ground.

The first stone henge to be discovered in Britain for a century would be cause enough for major celebration. But on Friday's program there's double bubbles as Tony Robinson and his hardy team of archaeologists celebrate their 200th dig.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is mining invention gold with three amazing innovations to help maintain the mining boom. Inventions featured on the program: 

WORK AREA MONITOR ‑ by inventors Lachlan Campbell and Pat Bellett from QLD

Mine walls can suddenly shift without warning, bringing down tonnes of rock and dirt. We've seen the terrible consequences of mine collapses all over the world. Radars that measure rock movement are too far away from the mine to give immediate warnings to those working inside. Following a collapse, mines often close for 24 hours, longer if there is an injury or fatality. Apart from the human cost, down time can cost many millions of dollars.

The Work Area Monitor (WAM) alerts work crew when wall movement is detected above the work areas in an open cut mine, to keep mining crews and equipment safe. The invention uses radar technology to detect rock movement on a surface or mine wall. You simply drive up to the site, deploy the automatic stabiliser legs by remote control and start the computer. If the radar detects any rock movement it sends an alert to evacuate to a device worn by each miner. WAM also increases productivity, allowing safer mining in otherwise unsafe areas. 

SMART CAP ‑ by inventor Daniel Bongers from QLD

Fatigue is a big risk factor for any work that requires long periods of driving. When people are in charge of heavy vehicles you need to know that they are alert, for their own safety as well as others. Much of the technology currently used to determine driver fatigue relies on taking video images of the eyes and checking for excessive blinking or length of time the eyes are closed. But this can be misleading in many situations, such as when there is excessive dust making the eyes irritated, or light glare.

The Smart Cap is a driver fatigue alert system built into a regular baseball cap. The invention works by measuring brain waves and sending this information from the cap to a dashboard touch screen, as well as back to base. The system provides constantly updated information for the driver and their supervisor on the driver's level of drowsiness.

SAFETY IDLER ASSEMBLY ‑ by inventor Les Dunn from QLD

Shutting off conveyor belts at a mine for an hour can cost up to a million dollars in down time. Les Dunn has been working in the mining industry for over 30 years as a mechanic for conveyors. But after many years of fixing problems with rollers on conveyor systems, he finally decided it was time to build a better system to be easier, safer and more accessible. 

The Safety Idler Assembly is a redesigned frame and roller system for mine conveyor belts. The frame is designed to drop away from the belt, so you can change a roller without stopping the belt, and there is no need to lift the belt from the rollers. It also employs a system of interlocked ‘cassettes’, the part that holds the rollers, which allow maintenance crews to change all rollers quickly and efficiently from one side of the conveyor.

Nearly one in every three deaths and injuries on the road are related to driver fatigue. Health and safety laws aim to reduce driver fatigue, but not the risk of what sleep scientists call drowsiness. Mark Horstman test drives an Australian first technology ‑ smart glasses ‑ designed to measure the velocity of a blinking eye and the tell‑tale signs of drowsiness. Whole fleets of vehicles can be monitored by a central control room from a distance, allowing employers to pull drivers off the road before they're in danger of taking an unintentional 'nanonap'.  

Original Fauna

We know that Australia has a terrible record on extinction. But how do you look for what's missing when you never knew what was there? Paul Willis ventures into caves at Wee Jasper in NSW, to dig up centuries old owl pellets (the regurgitated hair and bones of their meals) that can tell us a surprising amount about the history of the fauna in the area.

Owl Eyes

An owl's eyes account for up to five percent of their body weight. Having large eyes enables an owl to see in low light conditions, but they've also given rise to an incredible talent for rubbernecking.

Carbon Cling Wrap

The race is on to develop technologies that capture carbon dioxide from power stations and other industrial sources. One of the most exciting emerging technologies looks like the cling wrap used to wrap lunches. Tanya Ha discovers that membrane technology may one day filter up to 90% of CO2 from smokestacks.

Mantis Shrimp Eyes

In a world completely invisible to us, the mantis shrimp can see wavelengths in the ultraviolet and infrared spectrum as well as two forms of polarised light. Mark Horstman looks deep into the most complex eyes known to us to see how scientists are being inspired to create new technologies.

One Bligh Street, the newest office tower in the heart of Sydney's CBD, boasts a 6 star green rating ‑ the highest achievable. Maryanne Demasi takes a tour of the building's innovative workspaces to learn how it generates electricity and recycles sewerage water.
