When Philip Trail, a young father of two, was diagnosed with a brain tumour, he and his wife Angela decided to sell their London home and start a healthier, less stressful life in the country.  They moved to a village in Surrey to be close to Philip’s family, and decided to renovate a 150-year-old threshing barn. Rather than a barn conversion, it was more of a barn inversion.
Philip and Angela wanted to create a contemporary home within the shell of the Grade II listed barn, and had to come up with a clever solution that would meld the new with the old.  Their architect took inspiration from a wasp’s nest tucked away in the eaves of the barn.  He came up with the idea of creating two bedroom pods connected by a dramatic walkway, leaving the vast interior of the barn as an open plan living space.

Everything about the build was healthy and organic, from the materials used to build it, to the paint used to decorate it.  Philip, a perfectionist, made sure his builders delivered a beautifully finished house.

Five years later Kevin McCloud returns to see whether the Trail family have succeeded in turning this rather perfect building into a family home, and whether it has enabled them to pursue the lifestyle they so badly needed.

The second of a four-part series of the ‘people’s history’ of post-war Australia looks at the national obsession of owning your own home. The ‘great Australian dream’ began immediately after the war and continues to this day.

But the dream which started modestly has blown out with the population explosion and suburban sprawl. Today, the average size of the Australian home is twice the size of the post-war model and where once it was possible to buy a house for three times your annual salary, now it costs nine times. 

A cross-section of Australians tell their stories of the dream. There’s the couple who built their home 65 years ago and still live in it; a woman who lived in a series of renovated houses before finding her dream home, but her lifelong contact with asbestos building materials has brought a life-threatening illness; the first Aboriginal man to receive funding to build a house; a couple for whom a dream of owning multiple properties turned into a nightmare; and a 90-year-old who reminds us you don’t have to own it to live in your ‘dream home’.

The Botany Of Desire

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Flowers. Trees. Plants. We’ve always thought that we controlled them. But what if, in fact, they have been shaping us? Based on Michael Pollan’s best-selling book, The Botany of Desire takes viewers on an eye-opening exploration of the human relationship with the plant world - seen from the plants’ point of view.  
Every schoolchild learns about the mutually beneficial dance of honeybees and flowers: to make their honey, the bees collect nectar and in the process spread pollen, which contains the flowers’ genes. The Botany of Desire proposes that people and domesticated plants have formed a similarly reciprocal relationship.

The program examines this unique relationship through the stories of four familiar species, relating how they evolved to satisfy humankind’s most basic yearnings. It links fundamental human desires for sweetness, beauty, intoxication and control with the plants that satisfy them — the apple, the tulip, marijuana and the potato. We learn that we humans are intricately woven into the web of nature, not standing outside it.

From the potato fields of Idaho and Peru to the apple orchards of New England; from a medical marijuana hot house to the tulip mecca of Amsterdam, where in 1637, one Dutchman, crazed with ‘tulip mania’, paid as much for a single bulb as the going price of a townhouse. How could flowers, with no real practical value to humans, become so desperately desired that they drove many to financial ruin?

The Botany of Desire takes a world we thought we knew, and allows us to see it in an entirely new way.

Art Nation features the work of exciting, young visual artist Laith McGregor, whose specialty is creating beautifully detailed biro portraits of men with huge beards.

His beard styles range from the bushranger to bikie to the hardcore hippy and are often elongated, literally becoming an extension of the sitter’s personality. His luminescent blue figures are intricately detailed, and gaze with such hypnotic intensity, it’s easy to believe that they’re inspecting you, and not the other way around.
McGregor’s finely detailed drawings have an everyman quality. He says he likes the idea that biros are a daily writing implement that everyone uses, but not too many draw with.
Since graduating from art school in 2007, McGregor has attracted a huge following and his works often sell out prior to exhibition openings. His latest work can be seen at the next Melbourne Art fair.

Artscape: Chasing Shadows

“Newspapers say the only way for young Aboriginal fellas to make it big is to play football. That’s what I did, until I injured my knee and my football career was cut short. Now I plan to pursue a different dream. I want to be a rapper. I want to step outside my bedroom and reach people …”.
Colin Darcy grew up in the mining town of Whyalla in country South Australia. He’s had his fair share of hard knocks. His father abandoned him as a baby, his mother died when he was 15, and he recently lost his older brother. Now 24 and living in Adelaide, Colin is making a new start in life as he and his two best mates, Damien and Johnny, from Whyalla, form a hip hop group called Shadows.
The Shadows have high hopes. They start writing raps about their personal experiences - growing up in a small town, family, racism and striving for success. But becoming stars doesn’t go as planned. Damien suffers from stage fright and Johnny just wants to party. 
As the Shadows struggle to find their feet in the local music scene, Colin finds that writing lyrics forces him to confront his painful past and make hard decisions about his future. Life gets even more complicated when he becomes a role model for his fatherless nephew Jayden.
Chasing Shadows follows Colin and his mates over four months in the studio, in rehearsals and on stage. Will the band survive? Will the music help Colin find the peace – and the family – he’s been looking for?

Poh's Kitchen

This week on Poh’s Kitchen it’s all about food traditions from the ancient city of Peking (Beijing) and the French countryside. It’s not just the recipes and how they’re cooked but how they’re eaten that guarantees taste combinations that are perfectly balanced and an honour to experience.

When Poh finds that Emmanuel, whose passion is food history, has never had the full Peking Duck banquet experience, she treats him to the 600-year old tradition that’s still practised today. From the expert preparation of the duck by Chef Chan to the white-gloved waiter who carves at the table and the three courses prepared firstly from the duck skin, then the duck meat and finally the bones cooked into a delicate broth, it’s a food tradition that Poh’s pretty excited about.
Back in her kitchen Poh cooks Home-Style Peking Duck with Mandarin Pancakes – a dish that’s quick and easy to prepare at home and replicates the crispy skin of the traditional dish that takes days to prepare. Along with a thin pancake, hoisin sauce, cucumber and spring onions the duck is eaten as it has been for centuries – each element combining to create a perfect balance of flavours and textures.
Of course France has many food traditions too and Emmanuel shares two special recipes from his 80-year-old Uncle Fernand, a charcutier or chef who specialises in meat. Rillettes de Canard – rustic, slow-cooked, shredded duck meat that’s spread on fresh baguette and eaten with cornichons (young sour gherkins) and a light red wine and Pate de Campagne – a peasant-style pork pate eaten on rustic country bread with mustard, cornichons and a fruity white wine. Every part is essential to the whole tradition and experience.

Brain Freeze
Parkinson’s is a degenerative disorder that affects the brains and lives of tens of thousands of Australians, and as our population ages that statistic is going to get worse. But we know surprisingly little about what is going on in the minds of people with Parkinson’s. Work at the Brain and Mind Institute is shedding new light on the disorder and offering new and innovative ways to cope with it. Of particular interest is a phenomenon known as freeze of gait, or FOG. To see what was happening in the brain of subjects when a FOG occurred, researchers came up with an innovative way of causing subjects to experience a walking freeze while lying in a Functional Magnetic Resonance Imaging scanner.

The Hole Truth
More than fifteen kilometres high in the stratosphere, the ozone layer forms a natural sunscreen protecting life on earth.  But in the 1980s, startling evidence of the formation of a hole in the ozone layer was published in Nature magazine. Evil chlorofluorocarbons had hit the headlines.

Australians were particularly worried because thinner ozone meant more skin cancer from higher levels of UV radiation.

The world acted, and in1987, the Montreal Protocol took the first steps toward mitigating the problem.  By 1990, CFCs were on the path to not being used anywhere and by the late 90s, they were gone. These days we hear more about carbon dioxide and methane than chlorofluorocarbons.  

Mark Horstman reports on whether the ozone problem is fixed, and how the global reaction at the time could inform our current climate change challenges.

Shock Salt
To feed the planet’s increasing population, production of staple crops like wheat and rice will need to dramatically increase. But climate change is predicted to have a detrimental impact on food production worldwide.  Environmental stresses such as drought, salinity and temperature are reducing the quality and yields of many of our grain crops.

Researchers in Adelaide are using new technology and breeding techniques to develop plant varieties that can cope better with these conditions.  Maryanne Demasi gets out on the farm to find out how.

Drunken Worms
Researchers at Southhampton University have been looking at the effects of alcohol on the nervous system of C. Elegans. Surprisingly these worms deal with alcohol in a similar way to us.
