The ambitious plan is to convert a dilapidated old joinery workshop into a contemporary family home and office for Henning's practice.
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The workshop is hardly a building at all.  This Edwardian joinery workshop was just thrown together by borrowing its neighbours' walls and simply roofing the left over space between the existing Victorian houses.  But remarkably, rather than gutting the whole thing, Alice and Henning want to preserve the rusty original steel frame.  To restore it they'll have to take it down and that means painfully extracting it from their neighbours' walls, without pulling down their houses too.

	From eighteen thousand years ago, melting polar ice caps began drowning 25% of Greater Australia. On the Nullarbor up to 100 kilometres of coast was swallowed every generation. The Wadi Nyi Nyi Dreaming Story of the Pitjantjatjara tells of this great flood and how the Ancestral Beings stopped it - possibly the oldest religious story in the world.  Similar Dreaming stories are found all around Australia as revealed in the third episode of this four-part series.
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Across the north of Australia the warming weather brings a regular monsoon. In the Kimberley and Arnhem Land there were cultural explosions in art and technology. The astounding Gwion figures in the Kimberley and the dynamic art of Arnhem Land gives us a detailed insight into a rich life 12,000 years ago. Boomerangs were invented then discarded across the north, as trees replaced grassland. As rising seas flooded coastal plains, conflict and even pitched battles between groups of warriors appear in the art.

	Energy prices have doubled in the past five years and will double again in the next five. And now the battle to control energy supplies, and the consequences of burning it, are affecting things on a global scale.
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As one of the world's highest per capita energy users and biggest exporters of fossil fuels, Australia is bound to be deeply affected by the changes coming down the energy pipeline. How will we cope? Where will it all end? What are Australia's options? 
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These are the questions that self-professed fossil fuel addict Dick Smith sets out to explore in this documentary. Hostage to no vested interests, Dick brings his signature brand of common sense to the issue and along the way he explodes a few myths, upsets a few politicians and surprises us with his conclusions about the decisions Australia should take.
In many ways Australia is blessed with an abundance of cheap energy. But most of it comes from underground as dirty fossil fuels, and the pressure is on to find new ways of powering our world. As he travels around the nation, Dick reveals the massive scale of our investment in coal and gas projects raises the serious question of what we will do if the world finally decides that burning huge amounts of coal, gas and oil is no longer acceptable.
But as Dick discovers on his journey, there is no perfect solution. Each alternative energy source, such as wind and solar, has its limitations and we have to be realistic about how difficult - and expensive - it will be to replace cheap fossil energy.
